e Ask questions and take notes.
e Add your name to lots of mailing lists. (Bring adhesive address labels to avoid writer's cramp.)

e Ask about ways to pay for higher education. If the college representative can't answer your questions, look for a Pennsylva-
nia School Services Higher Education Access Partner.

e Take a shopping bag with you for the loads of brochures and admission materials you will collect.
