Bulletin column June 25, 2023 “From the Pastor”

Dear parishioners,

Being a Catholic and Christian in this day and age is
hard! We face so many pressures as Catholics in today’s
world to deviate from or fail to practice our faith. Many
of the people around us try to convince us that the only
way to really celebrate something is to become
intoxicated, giving up our ability to make good
decisions. When this involves alcohol, this can involve
violence or generally offending those closest to us.
When it involves drugs, addiction can lead people to
theft, as well as to providing a market to deadly cartels.
Many of the people we deal with day to day take up
their time and energies gossiping about others,
supposedly building themselves up by tearing others
down. Everyone else disrespects human dignity by
sleeping around, or at least by engaging in what belongs
to marriage well before making that commitment, so
Christians are persuaded to do the same. Gender theory
preys upon the discouragement and confusion of young
people to convince them to mutilate their bodies in
pursuit of another identity they can never truly claim.
Materialism invites us to find our sense of security and
happiness in expenditure on possessions we don’t need,
in having the best of everything. Women are persuaded
to dress immodestly, especially at social events, while
men (most often) commodify what is sacred — the
human person and the beginnings of human life —
through the use of pornography.

Most of us struggle from time to time, at least, against
using foul language. The struggle there is that everyone
in 2023 talks that way, and we want to fit in with others,
especially those of us who are young. As I have told
many in the confessional, whenever I go to Hy-Vee or
any other store, everyone there knows I’'m a priest,
because I’'m wearing my Roman collar. Whenever the
LIHM Sisters go out to eat, or wherever they go, people
know they’re Catholic because of their habit. I believe
that what ought to distinguish lay Catholic Christians
from other people in our world ought to be the absence
of foul language. St. Paul tells us specifically in one of
his letters to put aside foul language. Nasty verbiage
offends the ears and introduces an ugliness and malice
into the world. We as Christians are instead called upon
to say the good things people need to hear, words of
peace, kindness, cheerfulness, positivity, and hope.

Jesus has quite a strong message to us about our
responsibility not to cave to any sort of peer pressure in
today’s Gospel. “Fear no one,” He tells us. “Nothing is
concealed that will not be revealed, nor secret that will
not be known. What I say to you in the darkness, speak
in the light; what you hear whispered, proclaim on the
housetops.” Jesus is telling us to proclaim the Kingdom
of God, to acknowledge God in all of our actions as well

as our words. We ought not to bend to the pressure of
others to do what we know is wrong. But Jesus pushes it
farther than that. “And do not be afraid of those who kill
the body but cannot kill the soul; rather, be afraid of the
one who can destroy both soul and body in Gehenna.”
Jesus is telling us to “fear” God as the one who judges
us. Our eternal lives are far more important than the
earthly lives other human beings could take away. But
all of those pressures and temptations [ was speaking of
earlier are in no way threats to our lives. How much
more should we fear to offend or betray God by
succumbing to pressures from others at the risk of being
disliked or derided for being Christians!

We are certainly aware as Christians that true love casts
out all fear. Jesus puts His admonition of “fear of God”
in the context of His love for us: “Are not two sparrows
sold for a small coin? Yet not one of them falls to the
ground without your Father’s knowledge. Even all he
hairs of your head are counted. So do not be afraid; you
are worth more than many sparrows.” For us who are
baptized, we have become God’s adopted children in
Christ and our worth the precious Blood of His Son.
Jesus is saying that God has our back. We will be
blessed and rewarded if we remain true to Him. But
Jesus does further warn us, “Everyone who
acknowledges Me before others I will acknowledge
before My heavenly Father. But whoever denies Me
before others, I will deny before My heavenly Father.”
Jesus has our back if we remain true to Him, but if we
abandon Him, He likewise abandons us — at least until
we repent of it, at which time He is glad to welcome and
forgive us.

Last week, in the bulletin, I quoted a saying attributed to
St. Francis of Assisi — “Proclaim the Gospel at all times.
When necessary, use words.” When we live according to
the Gospel — remaining sober, shunning and even
discouraging gossip, living chastely prior to marriage
before God and then honoring our marriage vows,
eschewing gender theory, living with less, dressing
modestly, renouncing pornography, and avoiding foul
language, we proclaim the Gospel. When we extend
ourselves even further by doing active works of
mercy — feeding the hungry, giving drink to the thirsty,
giving alms to the poor, sheltering the homeless, visiting
the sick and imprisoned, burying the dead, instructing
the ignorant, counseling the doubtful, admonishing the
sinner, forgiving injuries, comforting the sorrowful,
bearing wrongs patiently, and praying for the living and
the dead, we do even more to make the goodness of God
present to others. May we never fear to proclaim the
Gospel of Jesus Christ with our lives.

Dear parishioners,

I want to make St. Michael’s parishioners aware of something that should be a great
source of pride for all of us. One of our parishioners, Lizbeth Marquez, has become a
FOCUS missionary! FOCUS is the Fellowship of Catholic University Students. It
places missionaries on college campuses, both Catholic and non-Catholic, throughout
the United States. The college years are challenging for our youth. It is often said that
the largest, or second-largest, religious denomination in the U.S. is ex-Catholics, and the
worldly pressures of college and the lack of home support make it the time when the
greatest number of young people leave the faith. However, if they have support,
encouragement, fellowship, and enrichment in their faith life, many will remain
Catholic and even grow greatly in their faith.

FOCUS missionaries reach out to Catholic students on college campuses to provide that
support. They establish Bible studies to enrich students in their faith, have the members
of those Bible studies reach out to other students to begin groups of their own, and
provide retreat opportunities and events for the students. The missionaries are 100%
reliant on the contributions of people who are willing to sponsor them.

I provide monthly financial support to four different FOCUS missionaries — a former
spiritual directee of mine who is now the head of spiritual formation for the entire
organization, a former seminarian of the Archdiocese of Omaha who is now a
missionary with his wife, my oldest godson who is now also a missionary with his wife,
and now Lizbeth. Lizbeth is the daughter of parishioners Jose and Rosa Marquez and
grew up here at St. Michael’s Church. She has been attending UNO for the past four
years. She will begin her work as a FOCUS missionary this fall at UNO while
completing the final semester of her degree, and then be assigned to another campus
somewhere in the United States.

Having Lizbeth become a FOCUS missionary is a big deal for our parish. FOCUS
might be the most effective Catholic apostolate in the United States right now, with a
tremendous track record of success. I would say that this comes just short of a young
person from our parish becoming a seminarian or joining a religious order as a postulant
in terms of how proud we should be. Lizbeth deserves not only our congratulations, but
our support. I highly recommend that parishioners consider pledging $5, $10, $20, $25
per month — whatever you can afford — to support the great and holy work that she will
be doing.

Queridos feligreses,

iSer catdlico y cristiano en esta ¢época es dificil!
Enfrentamos tantas presiones como catélicos en el mundo
de hoy para desviarnos o dejar de practicar nuestra fe.
Muchas de las personas que nos rodean intentan
convencernos de que la unica manera de celebrar algo de
verdad es emborracharnos, renunciando a nuestra capacidad
de tomar buenas decisiones. Cuando se trata de alcohol,
puede implicar violencia o, en general, ofender a las
personas mas cercanas a nosotros. Cuando se trata de
drogas, la adiccion puede llevar a las personas al robo, asi
como a proporcionar un mercado para carteles mortales.
Muchas de las personas con las que tratamos dia a dia
dedican su tiempo y energias a chismorrear sobre los
demads, supuestamente haciéndose sentir mejor a si mismos
derribando a los demas. Todos los demas le faltan el respeto
a la dignidad humana al acostarse, o al menos al participar
en lo que pertenece al matrimonio mucho antes de
comprometerse, por lo que se persuade a los cristianos a
hacer lo mismo. La teoria de género se aprovecha del
desanimo y la confusion de los jovenes para convencerlos
de mutilar sus cuerpos en busca de otra identidad que nunca
podran reclamar verdaderamente.

Jests tiene un mensaje bastante fuerte para nosotros acerca
de nuestra responsabilidad de no ceder a ningun tipo de
presion en el Evangelio de hoy. “No temais a nadie”, nos
dice. “Nada hay encubierto que no haya de ser revelado, ni
secreto que no haya de saberse. Lo que os digo en la
oscuridad, decidlo en la luz; lo que ois susurrar,
proclamadlo en los terrados. Jesus nos esta diciendo que

proclamemos el Reino de Dios, que reconozcamos a Dios
en todas nuestras acciones y en nuestras palabras. No
debemos ceder a la presion de los demés para hacer lo que
sabemos que esta mal. Pero Jesus lo empuja mas alla de
eso. “Y no temais a los que matan el cuerpo pero no pueden
matar el alma; antes bien, tened miedo de aquel que puede
destruir tanto el alma como el cuerpo en Gehena.” Jesus nos
esta diciendo que “temamos” a Dios como el que nos juzga.
Nuestras vidas eternas son mucho mas importantes que las
vidas terrenales que otros seres humanos podrian quitarnos.
Pero todas esas presiones y tentaciones de las que hablé
antes no son de ninguna manera amenazas para nuestras
vidas. jCuanto mas debemos temer ofender o traicionar a
Dios al sucumbir a las presiones de otros a riesgo de ser
despreciados o ridiculizados por ser cristianos!

Ciertamente, como cristianos, somos conscientes de que el
verdadero amor echa fuera todo temor. Jesiis pone su
advertencia de “temor de Dios” en el contexto de su amor
por nosotros: “;No se venden dos pajarillos por una
moneda pequefia? Sin embargo, ninguno de ellos cae a
tierra sin el conocimiento de vuestro Padre. Hasta todos los
cabellos de vuestra cabeza estan contados. Asi que no
tengas miedo; vales mas que muchos pajarillos. Para
nosotros que somos bautizados, nos hemos convertido en
hijos adoptivos de Dios en Cristo y valemos la Sangre
preciosa de Su Hijo.
