Contestant Guidelines

1. Contestants must submit a completed application, grade record, and
parental consent form by December 10, 2021.

Judging Criteria

Interview—A 3-5 minute discussion with the panel of judges. You are to look
professional in your appearance (do not wear jeans). Think about what you would
wear to a job interview. The interview wear will be subject to the approval by the
directors of the pageant. Interviews will be held Saturday morning, the day of the
pageant. If the participant is late, points may be deducted. Interview times will be
based on contestant number.

Casual Wear-You will wear your casual wear outfit during the opening number
with the group and during the casual wear competition. This is your chance to
show the judges your personality. Outside of pageantry, casual means jeans and a
T-shirt. This is not the case in pageantry. Think a step above basic casual or
dressy casual, but don't get too formal, You want the outfit to be something you
would actually wear in public, but something that would draw a person’s
attention or something that would be a great conversation starter like "Where'd
you get that? It's so cute!" So it should look like a normal person would be able to
buy it oft the rack in a department store or boutique. The casual wear will be
subject to the approval by the directors of the pageant.

Evening Gown—Your choice of age appropriate long gowns. No strapless, low
cut (in front or back), or high split gowns. The evening wear will be subject to
approval by the directors of the pageant. The color of the gown is up to you.

On- Stage question-During evening gown, you will answer one question from
the Emcee.

Mrs. Jennifer Mashburn Congeniality Award - The contestants will vote on
Miss Congeniality

People’s Choice - the audience will vote for People’s Choice.
