CORE DAILY DUTIES
• Cleaning & Sanitizing: Cleaning classrooms, restrooms, hallways, and cafeterias, including disinfecting 
surfaces, mopping floors, vacuuming carpets, and cleaning whiteboards.
• Trash Removal: Emptying trash receptacles and recycling bins throughout the school, transporting trash to 
dumpsters.
• Restocking Supplies: Refilling soap dispensers, paper towel holders, and toilet paper in restrooms and 
classrooms.
• Safety & Security: Locking doors and windows, checking security systems, and cleaning up spills promptly 
to prevent accidents.
• Cafeteria Support: Cleaning lunchroom floors and tables between or after lunch periods. 
Maintenance & Groundskeeping
• Minor Repairs: Replacing light bulbs, ceiling tiles, and performing minor repairs to furniture or fixtures.
• Equipment Care: Operating and performing maintenance on floor buffers, vacuum cleaners, and other 
equipment.
• Exterior Maintenance: Shoveling snow, removing debris from walkways, and general exterior upkeep.
• Setup: Setting up and tearing down furniture and equipment for meetings, assemblies, and events.
