The following outlines ou
emergency and disaster response plans.

School Emergency Operations and Crisis Response(BEOCRP)

The District has plans for all four phases of eraany and disaster management:

1. Prevention - the capabilities needed to avoid,rdetestop an incident.

2. Preparation - the capabilities needed to: (a) ptattudents, teachers, staff, visitors, networksl a
property against threats or hazards, and (b) néiglae likelihood of an incident or to reduce the
impact of one.

3. Response - the capabilities needed to stabilizéneident, save lives, establish a safe and secure
environment, and facilitate the transition to resgv

4. Recovery - the capabilities needed to restoreghming environment.

These phases are covered in each SEOCRP. In agdit®District has a District Safety Coordinatnd @ach

school has a Safety Team. State law requires tbgi®ito annually review its plans.

Emergency Responses

Emergency responses will depend on the circumssaenee may include lockdown or evacuation. During a
lockdown, no one may enter or leave the buildintj itris safe to do so.

at least one off-campus site where students affdbssemble to be accounted for and temporarilyshdu

supervising students. We will attempt to provid®imation through the District’s information hottin through

social media and school messenger.

If students are evacuated, students at Liberty @akitl go to St. Brigid Church or the Liberty Cktian Church.
You may pick up your child at this location aftetifying the school official in charge. Additionistructions will

be given in the event of an evacuation, includibgraative methods to return your child home.
