Homework
Homework/Classwork assignments will be graded according to the percentage completed. For example, one half of the homework completed will be a 50, fully completed 100. Student must show work to receive credit.

Quiz/ DMR Grade
Daily Math Reviews (DMR) are averaged along with any quizzes we have during the 9 weeks grading period. The DMRs are computational reviews completed during the first ten minutes of each class. The DMR grade will be a completion or graded quiz. These will be given per teacher discretion.  A quiz can also be a graded work sheet, or a quick quiz given between units/chapters. Quizzes do not have to be announced in advance.

Make sure to complete all assignments, as extra credit is not given.
Parent/Guardian should check Power School daily for grades and comments
Progress Reports will be sent home after the 4th week of each 9-week grading period. All assignments and announcements can be found on pjhscats.com and Parent Square.
