Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: January 18, 2026
From Pope Benedict General Audience, February 27, 2008:

St Augustine was a passionate seeker of truth: he was from the beginning and then throughout
his life. The first step of his conversion journey was accomplished exactly in his nearing to
Christianity [through philosophy]. Philosophy books showed him the existence of reason, from
which the whole world came, but they could not tell him how to reach this Logos, which seemed
so distant. Only by reading St Paul's Epistles within the faith of the Catholic Church was the
truth fully revealed to him. This experience was summarized by Augustine in one of the most
famous passages of the Confessions: he recounts that, in the torment of his reflections, with-
drawing to a garden, he suddenly heard a child's voice chanting a rhyme never heard before:
tolle, lege, tolle, lege, "pick up and read, pick up and read"” (VIII, 12, 29). He then carefully
returned to the Pauline codex that he had recently read, opened it, and found the passage of
the Epistle to the Romans where the Apostle exhorts to abandon the works of the flesh and to
be clothed with Christ (cf. 13: 13-14). He understood that those words in that moment were
addressed personally to him; they came from God through the Apostle and indicated to him
what he had to do at that time. This was the first and decisive conversion.

The African rhetorician reached this [point] in his long journey thanks to his passion for man and
for the truth, a passion that led him to seek God, the great and inaccessible One. Faith in Christ
made him understand that God, apparently so distant, in reality was not that at all. He in fact
made himself near to us, becoming one of us. Only a God who made himself "tangible", one
of us, was a God to whom he could pray, for whom and with whom he could live. He learned to
communicate his faith to simple people and thus learned to live for them in what became his
hometown, tirelessly carrying out a generous and onerous activity which he describes in one of
his most beautiful sermons: "To preach continuously, discuss, reiterate, edify, be at the disposal
of everyone - it is an enormous responsibility, a great weight, an immense effort" (Sermon, 339,
4). To reach others with simplicity and humility was his true second conversion.

But there is a last step to Augustine's journey, a third conversion, that brought him every day

of his life to ask God for pardon. Initially, he thought that once he was baptized, in the life of
communion with Christ, in the sacraments, in the Eucharistic celebration, he would attain the
life proposed in the Sermon on the Mount: the perfection bestowed by Baptism and reconfirmed
in the Eucharist. During the last part of his life he understood that what he had concluded- that
is, now that we are Christians, we live this ideal permanently - was mistaken. Only Christ
himself truly and completely accomplishes the Sermon on the Mount. We need permanent
conversion. Until the end we need this humility that recognizes that we are sinners journeying
along, until the Lord gives us his hand definitively and introduces us into eternal life.

Rincon Catequético del Padre Mateo: 18 de enero del 2026
De la Audiencia General del Papa Benedicto XVI, 27 de febrero de 2008:

San Agustin buscé apasionadamente la verdad: lo hizo desde el inicio y después durante toda su vida.
La primera etapa en su camino de conversién se realizé precisamente en el acercamiento progresivo
al cristianismo [a través de la filosofia]. Los libros de los filésofos le indicaban que existe la razén, de

la que procede todo el mundo, pero no le decian como alcanzar este Logos, que parecia tan lejano.
Solo la lectura de las cartas de san Pablo, en la fe de la Iglesia catdlica, le revel6 plenamente la
verdad. San Agustin sintetiz6 esta experiencia en una de las paginas mas famosas de las Confesiones:
cuenta que, en el tormento de sus reflexiones, habiéndose retirado a un jardin, escuchoé de repente una
voz infantil que repetia una cantilena que nunca antes habia escuchado: «tolle, lege; tolle, lege»,
«toma, lee; toma, leex» (VIII, 12, 29). Entonces se acordd de la conversion de san Antonio, padre del
monaquismo, y solicitamente volvié a tomar el cédice de san Pablo que poco antes tenia en sus
manos: lo abrid y la mirada se fijo en el pasaje de la carta a los Romanos donde el Apéstol exhorta a
abandonar las obras de la carne y a revestirse de Cristo (Rm 13, 13-14). Habia comprendido que esas
palabras, en aquel momento, se dirigian personalmente a él, procedian de Dios a través del Apodstol

y le indicaban que debia hacer en ese momento Esta fue la conversion primera y decisiva.

El retdrico africano llegd a esta etapa fundamental de su largo camino gracias a su pasion por el
hombre y por la verdad, pasion que lo llevé a buscar a Dios, grande e inaccesible. La fe en Cristo le
hizo comprender que en realidad Dios no estaba tan lejos como parecia. Se habia hecho cercano a
nosotros, convirtiéndose en uno de nosotros. En este sentido, la fe en Cristo llevé a cumplimiento la
larga busqueda de san Agustin en el camino de la verdad. Sélo un Dios que se ha hecho «tocable,
uno de nosotros, era realmente un Dios al que se podia rezar, por el cual y en el cual se podia vivir.
Aprendié a comunicar su fe a la gente sencilla y asi aprendio a vivir para ellos en la que se convirtio
en su ciudad natal, llevando a cabo incansablemente una actividad generosa y ardua que describe
en uno de sus sermones mas bellos: «Predicar continuamente, dialogar, reiterar, edificar, estar a
disposicion de todos: es una responsabilidad enorme, una gran carga, un esfuerzo inmenso» (Sermon,
339, 4). Alcanzar a los demas con sencillez y humildad fue su verdadera segunda conversion.

Pero hay una ultima etapa en el camino de san Agustin, una tercera conversion: la que lo llevo a pedir
perdon a Dios cada dia de su vida. Al inicio, habia pensado que una vez bautizado, en la vida de
comunién con Cristo, en los sacramentos, en la celebracion de la Eucaristia, iba a llegar a la vida
propuesta en el Sermén de la montafia: a la perfecciéon donada en el bautismo y reconfirmada en la
Eucaristia. En la ultima parte de su vida comprendié que no era verdad lo que habia dicho en sus
primeras predicaciones sobre el Sermon de la montafia: es decir, que nosotros, como cristianos,
vivimos ahora permanentemente este ideal. Sélo Cristo mismo realiza verdadera y completamente

el Sermdn de la montafia. Nosotros siempre tenemos necesidad de ser lavados por Cristo, que nos
lava los pies, y de ser renovados por él. Tenemos necesidad de una conversion permanente. Hasta el
final necesitamos esta humildad que reconoce que somos pecadores en camino, hasta que el Sefor
nos da la mano definitivamente y nos introduce en la vida eterna.
