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Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: October 12, 2025

Happy Sunday! As we continue our reflections on the Eucharist, we will now look at how, at the Last Supper,
Christ connects his actions to the fulfillment of the Passover. We will, therefore, use the framework from last
week’s bulletin column in order to connect the key elements to Jesus Christ.

1. The Passover begins with a blessing. God is praised and blessed for his goodness and glory, and
the First Cup, the Cup of Blessing or Sanctification, is drunk.

2. Then comes the telling of the story of Israel’s redemption along with the drinking of the Second
Cup, the Cup of Deliverance.

3. This is followed by the washing before the meal and the eating of the matzah. Matzah is the
unleavened bread used to remind Israel of the hurried nature of the meal: there is no time to
prepare dough because their liberation is at hand.

a. Christ washes the Apostles’ feet (John 13)
b. Christ gives them the unleavened bread and calls it “His Body” and the cup of wine
is named “His Blood” (Matthew 26, Luke 22)

4. The next stage is the eating of the bitter herbs that were used to remind Israel of the bitterness of
slavery (and to never return).

5. Then came the Passover feast, in which the lamb was eaten along with the Third Cup:

a. The eating of the lamb was the consummation of the sacrifice. The communion of Israel in

the sacrifice of the lamb is what creates the people of Israel (the “spiritual” Israel according
to Rabbi Neusner)

b. In Exodus 12, the blood of the lamb is used to spare Israel from death
In Exodus 13, the lamb is used to redeem the firstborn
d. The Third Cup is the Cup of Redemption, signifying Israel’s redemption from slavery by
God himself
e. Notice how Christ ties this to himself (John 1): he is the Lamb of Sacrifice whose
blood saves the New Israel
f. In both Last Supper scenes, Christ also notes that his blood is the Blood of the New
Covenant.
6. This is then followed by blessings and praise of God and the Fourth Cup, the Cup of Praise.
a. Notice: the Apostles leave the Last Supper in praise of God, but without having
consumed the Fourth Cup
b. Perhaps, then, their Nirtzah was with Jesus, and the Fourth Cup is meant to be
consumed in Heaven, as Luke 22:16 suggests.

iFeliz domingo! Continuando con nuestras reflexiones sobre la Eucaristia, veremos cémo, en la Ultima
Cena, Cristo conecta sus acciones con el cumplimiento de la Pascua. Por lo tanto, usaremos el marco del
boletin de la semana pasada para conectar los elementos clave con Jesucristo.

1. La Pascua comienza con una bendicidn. Se alaba y bendice a Dios por su bondad y gloria, y se
bebe la Primera Copa, la Copa de la Bendicion o Santificacién.

2. Luego viene la narracion de la redencién de Israel y la bebida de la Segunda Copa, la Copa de
la Liberacion.

3. A esto le sigue el lavamiento antes de la comida de matza. La matza es el pan sin levadura que
se usa para recordar a Israel la prisa de la comida: no hay tiempo para preparar la masa porque
su liberacion esta cerca.

a. Cristo lava los pies de los apodstoles (Juan 13).

b. Cristo les da el pan sin levadura y lo llama “Su Cuerpo”, y la copa de vino se llama “Su
Sangre” (Mateo 26, Lucas 22).

4. La siguiente etapa es comer las hierbas amargas que se usaban para recordarle a Israel la
amargura de la esclavitud (y su imperturbable regreso).

5. Luego venia la fiesta de la Pascua, en la que se comia el cordero junto con la Tercera Copa:

a. Comer el cordero era la consumacion del sacrificio. La comunion de Israel en el sacrificio
del cordero es lo que crea al pueblo de Israel (el Israel “espiritual” segun el rabino
Neusner).

b. En Exodo 12, la sangre del cordero se usa para salvar a Israel de la muerte.

c. En Exodo 13, el cordero se usa para redimir a los primogénitos.

d. La Tercera Copa es la Copa de la Redencion, que representa la redencion de Israel de la
esclavitud por Dios mismo.

e. Observe como Cristo vincula esto consigo mismo (Juan 1): él es el Cordero del
Sacrificio cuya sangre salva al Nuevo Israel.

f. En ambas escenas de la Ultima Cena, Cristo también sefiala que su sangre es la
Sangre de la Nueva Alianza.

6. A esto le siguen las bendiciones y alabanzas a Dios y la Cuarta Copa, la Copa de Alabanza.

a. Observe: los Apostoles salen de la Ultima Cena alabando a Dios, pero sin haber
consumido la Cuarta Copa.

b. Quizas, entonces, su Nirtzah fue con Jesus, y la Cuarta Copa debe ser consumida
en el Cielo, como sugiere Lucas 22:16.
