	A compound word is a word made by joining two smaller words to form a new word. These are known as closed compound words. Some compound words are open and have space between the component words. Today, we will review closed and open compound words.

	Antonyms are words with opposite meanings. Synonyms are words with the same or similar meanings. Today, we will review antonyms and synonyms.


	Some words have a general meaning but are not exactly the same.  The slight differences are called shades of meaning and can add context to sentences to give them more meaning. Today, we will review shades of meaning. 


	To form the plural of a noun, you can add-s and -es, change the final y to I and add -es, and change final f or fe to ves. Irregular plurals are formed by changing the spelling of the singular noun or keeping it the same.  Today, we will review regular and irregular plurals.
