Workshop was hosted at the Perry National Fairground in the McGill Building each day from 
9:00 am - 2:30 pm.  
 
The need for skilled workers has never been greater. All industry sectors were already feeling a void in 
the workforce from a large number of individuals approaching retirement. That has now been 
exacerbated by vacancies left from the global pandemic. WorkSource Macon-Bibb (WSMB) and 
WorkSource Middle Georgia (WSMG), in coordination with the Governor’s High Demand Career 
Initiative (HDCI) and the Technical College System of Georgia (TCSG), have been focused on 
identifying creative ways to backfill the workforce pipeline to help address these vacancies through the 
region’s youth.   
 
The 40-foot open-air trailer features five highly interactive simulations of Georgia’s most in-demand 
skilled professions, including commercial truck driving, health care, plumbing, welding, and robotics.
