Chemistry Honors – Spring 2022

Course Description:  This course is an introductory level laboratory course covering chemistry fundamentals. Science develops thinking, problem-solving, and lifelong learning skills – and it’s FUN too!! This course will explore the concepts of chemistry-the study of matter and changes in it. A variety of methods will be employed to achieve this objective:  classroom lecture, problem solving, laboratory work, collaborative and independent projects, with a focus on reading, technical writing and technology integration.  Critical thinking and reasoning skills will be emphasized strongly over rote memorization.   

Objectives

Information in this course is correlated to the Georgia Standards of Excellence (GSE) as mandated by Georgia’s State Board of Education

SC1. Obtain, evaluate, and communicate information about the use of the modern atomic theory and periodic law to explain the 
         characteristics of atoms and elements.

SC2. Obtain, evaluate, and communicate information about the chemical and physical properties of matter resulting from the 
         ability of atoms to form bonds.

SC3. Obtain, evaluate, and communicate information about how the Law of Conservation of Matter is used to determine 
         chemical composition in compounds and chemical reactions.
SC4. Obtain, evaluate, and communicate information about how to refine the design of a chemical system by applying 
          engineering principles to manipulate the factors that affect a chemical reaction.

SC5. Obtain, evaluate, and communicate information about the Kinetic Molecular Theory to model atomic and molecular motion 
         in chemical and physical processes.
SC6. Obtain, evaluate, and communicate information about the properties that describe solutions and the nature of acids and 
         bases.

Methods of Instruction: A variety of methods is employed to achieve this objective: classroom lecture, problem solving, lab work, and both collaborative and independent projects, with a focus on reading, technical writing and technology integration.  Critical thinking and reasoning skills are emphasized strongly over rote memorization.

Materials

· Notebook- 3 ring, Notebook paper, & dividers (optional)

· Scientific calculator (We will have a class set of TI-30X IIS but you will need one at home for homework assignments. RECOMMENDED CALCULATORS-Texas Instruments TI-30X IIS; TI-36 Solar; OR TI-30XA)
Classroom Procedures
Beginning of Class/ General

1. COME TO CLASS PREPARED! Bring your textbook, notebook, paper, pens, pencils, and assignments everyday!
2. READ THE BOARD FOR ANY ASSIGNMENTS AND WRITE THEM DOWN IN YOUR NOTEBOOK.

3. All assignments are due the next school day at the beginning of class unless otherwise specified.
4. CELL PHONE/SMART WATCH USE, FOR ANY REASON, IS NOT PERMITTED IN MY CLASS! You are to set your phone in Airplane mode or turn off and place your cell phone/smart watch into the box on my desk. If you are caught using the aforementioned devices for any reason, you will surrender the device to me or to an administrator. SEE NEW CELL PHONE/SMART WATCH POLICY in the Student Handbook.
5. WHEN I AM TALKING, YOU, THE STUDENT ARE NOT!!!  This is especially important during the time I’m giving instructions/information. 
Consequences

· 1st- verbal warning

***Cheating- cheating will not be tolerated! Cheating has various forms. 
· Examples are but are not limited to:

· Copying OR allowing your work to be copied by another student

· Mouthing, whispering words/answers, writing/passing notes/messages, signaling of any kind, cheat sheets, texting, etc used during ANY kind of quizzing or testing situation.

· If you are caught cheating, you will receive a grade of zero on the assignment and a discipline referral will be written. You will not be allowed to make up the grade.

Leaving Class:

7. At the beginning of the semester, each student will receive 12 B.O.L.L.O. passes.  A student must surrender 1 B.O.L.L.O. pass each time he or she leaves the classroom to go to the Bathroom, Office (unless called by office staff), Locker, Library, or Other.  It is up to the student to keep up with the passes and to use the passes wisely since no additional passes will be issued during the semester. If you lose the passes, you WILL NOT receive another set of passes and you MAY NOT use any other student’s B.O.L.L.O. passes.
Makeup Work & Tardies

8. If you have an excused absence, it is the student’s responsibility to get the work. If you need additional explanations, see me before or after class.  I am more than happy to help you. We will arrange a time for you to make up a test or quiz.

Grading Policy 

This means that you accumulate points with projects, labs, tests, quizzes, homework, portfolios and your notebook. Missing assignments will bring your grade down SIGNIFICANTLY.  It is the student’s responsibility to make up work. You have 1 day to turn in an assignment that was due.  Twenty-five points will be deducted for the day it is late.  After the extra day it will not be accepted and a zero will be recorded for the assignment. Your semester average is calculated in the following manner:

· The 1st 9 weeks average makes up 40% of your grade.  The 2nd 9 weeks average makes up 40% of your grade.  The final exam makes up 20% of your grade.

· Your 9 week average is calculated in the following way:

· Tests/Projects - 50%

· Daily Assignments (classwork, reading assignments, homework, etc) - 20% 

· Quizzes/Labs– 30%

***I do not give individual extra credit nor do I drop grades. There will be numerous opportunities to earn grades. I usually have between 25-40 grades each nine weeks.***
