Article V

Section 6:

The membership year of the Atkinson County Marching Rebel Band Booster Club shall begin on July 1 (June 1) and end the following June 30 .(May 31)

Article VIII

Section 2 – Officers and their Election:

a.  The officers of this organization shall consist of an executive director, president, vice president, secretary and a treasurer.

b.  The president, vice president, secretary and treasurer shall be elected by ballot in the month of June.  (May)However, if there is but one nominee for any office, election for that office may be by voice vote.

c.  Officers shall assume their official duties at the July (June) meeting following their election and shall serve for a term of one year or until their successors are elected.

Section 3 – Nominating Committee:

a.  There shall be a nominating committee composed of three (3) members who shall be appointed by the president and approved by the executive board.  The committee shall elect it’s own chairman.

b.  The nominating committee shall nominate an eligible person for each office to be   filled and report its nominees at the regular meeting in May (April) at which time    additional nominations may be made from the floor.

c.  Only those persons who have signified their consent to serve if elected shall be nominated for or elected to such office.

(d.  Only those persons who have served as an active member of the Booster club for a period of no-less than twelve months will be eligible for nomination to an elected position.)

ARTICLE XII

MEETINGS
Section 1:

Regular meetings of the organization shall be held every other month on Thursday, starting with the month of July(June), unless otherwise provided by the association or by the executive board, ten (10) days notice must be given to change the date of a regular meeting.

Section 3:

The annual meeting shall be in June.(May)
ARTICLE XV

AMENDMENTS

Section 1:

a.  These by-laws may be amended at any meeting of the organization by a two-thirds vote of the members present and voting, provided that notice of the proposed amendment shall have been given at least thirty (30) days prior to the meeting at which the amendment is voted upon.

b.  The amendment shall become effective upon the vote.

c.  A committee may be appointed to submit a revised set of by-laws as a substitute for the existing by-laws by a majority vote at a meeting of the organization, or by a two-thirds vote of the executive board.  The requirements for adoption of a revised set of by-laws shall be the same as in the case of an amendment.

Article XI

Section 4- Limitations

The executive Board shall not exceed three-hundred dollars in additional expenditures between monthly Booster Club meetings, with the exception of routine business bills, without presenting the expenditure to the Booster Club during a monthly meeting for a vote by registered members.
