Standards to Learn L November:

Math: *The Highly Proficient student can solve word
problems involving adding and subtracting three or
more fractions with unlike denominators, including
mixed numbers.

*The Highly Proficient student can analyze and
summarize two or more main ideas of a text and explain
how they are supported by key details.

Writing: *The Highly Proficient student can write an
informational text to thoroughly examine a topic using
relevant facts, definitions, concrete details, quotations,
or other information and examples related to the topic.
*The Highly Proficient student can determine the
meaning of words and phrases using context clues and
reference materials in both print and digital to find the
pronunciation and determine or clarify precise meaning
of key words and phrases.

*The Highly Proficient student can demonstrate a
strong understanding of complex language, complex
word relationships, and subtle nuances in word
meanings like: similes, metaphors, idioms, adages, and
proverbs.

*The Highly Proficient student can interpret the
relationship between synonyms, antonyms, and
homographs to fully understand each of the words.
*The Highly Proficient student can produce clear and
coherent writing appropriate to the task and purpose by
planning. Editing, revising, and rewriting using new
approaches.
