3. Staff members are responsible for preparing layouts, computer work, photography, or other  

    necessary tasks in order to complete pages. 

4. Every member of the staff is responsible for participating in yearbook activities i.e. distributing    

    books when they are delivered, staff workshops, etc. 

5. The staff is a team.  Teamwork and “good sportsmanship” are expected from everyone. 

 

** Be prepared to work everyday.  Sleeping will not be tolerated, nor will 

blatant misuse of class time, such as cell phone use.  Cell phones will be used for 

yearbook work ONLY!  Even when deadlines are not imminent, there is work to 

be done. 
 

Grading Policy: 

1. At the end of each deadline, students will receive grades for their work in the following  

    categories: Punctuality, Dependability, and Quality. If students have the work done on time,  

    without errors and in the manner that was assigned, then they receive 100 in all three areas. 

2. There will be written quizzes on yearbook terms as well as editing exercises. 

3. Written assignments may also be given in the event of the teacher’s absence.  These will also be 

    graded. 

** An “A” is not the automatic grade for the journalism class. Students MUST 

earn the “A.”
