Students must be members of
a Christian congregation.

EACH APPLICANT IS REQUIRED TO SUBMIT THE FOLLOWING:

The completed Christian Athletic Scholarship Application Form.
A signature from the applicant’s Athletic Director or Guidance Counselor on the back side
of the Scholarship Application form.

¢ A letter of recommendation from applicant’s pastor. This letter must be from a pastor of
the church where the applicant is currently a member, the letter must be on church
letterhead, it must include a description of the applicant’s involvement in church activities,
the applicant’s interactions with the pastor, the applicant’s relationship/interactions with
other people in his/her congregation, and it must reference the Christian Scholarship
Foundation.

¢ A letter of recommendation from a high school teacher or a high school coach. This letter
must be on school letterhead and should include a description of the applicant’s leadership
abilities both on and off the athletic field. In addition, it should address how the applicant’s
Christianity is reflected in his/her association with other students, teachers, staff, and in his/
her involvement in school activities, and it must reference the Christian Scholarship
Foundation.

¢ A letter from the applicant. This letter should include, in the applicant’s own words, the
importance of God in his/her life. It should address how his/her belief in God has had an
effect on his/her life. In addition, it should incorporate how his/her Christianity impacted
decisions made regarding relationships and activities (both past and present), and his/her
future plans. (The letter should be no more than one page single spaced or two pages
double-spaced).

+ Alist of the applicant’s educational goals. On a separate sheet of paper, please submit
your educational and career goals for the next five years and where you will attend college.
An original photograph of the applicant (no copied photos and no bigger than 4x6)
Phonetic spelling of the applicant’s name. We ask that each applicant provide us with a
phonetic spelling of their name so it may be pronounced correctly at the banquet.

+ An official transcript of the applicant’s grades through the first semester of their senior

ear.

Applications that do not include ALL of the above requirements are incomplete
and will not be considered for a scholarship.

All of the required materials/documents are due on Tuesday, April 2, 2024 by 4:00PM.
If you are sending the materials/documents by mail, they must arrive to Divine
Redeemer NO LATER than 4:00PM on Tuesday, April 2, 2024.
