CALL TO ORDER	
Mr. McWaters called the meeting to order. 

ADOPTION OF AGENDA
A motion was made by Mr. Bailey to adopt the agenda as presented.  A second was made by Mrs. Eddins, and it passed unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF APRIL 9, 2026 AND APRIL 21, 2026
The minutes of the April 9, 2026, and April 21, 2026, meetings were approved as printed.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT AND BANK/CASH RECONCILIATION FOR MARCH 2026
The March financial statement and cash/bank reconciliation reports were provided.

STATE OF ALABAMA DEPARTMENT OF EXAMINERS OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS
