Spring has finally arrived! Maybe  We have some sickness going around again. Please remind your child that we should not share items, walk around and visit in class. I do my best to tell them but you’re help with this is greatly appreciated. They are littles so it can be hard to keep them apart when they want to socialize. Keep those hands clean and masks on. 
Kindergarten has finished learning their one-to-one letter and sound associations. We have begun working on long vowels with the silent -e.  We have made a lot of progress with fluency. Ask your child to read to you whatever they can…cereal boxes, signs on the road, the food menu at restaurants, etc. In math, we have learned about shapes and measuring. We will move into working on addition and subtraction strategies for the upcoming grade. So exciting!
