DIBELS 
KINDERGARTEN

BEGINNING: 35% CORE/CORE^ SUPPORT
MID-YEAR: 53% CORE/CORE^ SUPPORT

FIRST GRADE
BEGINNING: 57% CORE/CORE^ SUPPORT
MID-YEAR: 65% CORE/CORE^ SUPPORT

Benchmark Goal is between 75-80%



i-READY 
KINDERGARTEN

MID-YEAR:  51% EARLY ON GRADE LEVEL OR ABOVE

FIRST GRADE
BEGINNING: 10% EARLY ON GRADE LEVEL OR ABOVE
