Homework is up to teacher discretion. Some teachers do not send any written
work home and some do. However, feel free to work on letter identification,
letter sounds, rhyming, identifying numbers, counting as high as you can,
naming shapes, writing your name with the first letter capitalized and all the

rest lowercase.

We have a short rest time each day. Please do not send pillows, blankets, or
stuffed animals. However, students may bring a jacket to use during rest time.
