Bulletin column April 16, 2023 “From the Pastor”

Dear parishioners,

Easter is one of the two holy days in the Catholic year to
have an octave (the other, of course, is Christmas, whose
octave day is the Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God),
which highlights how important this celebration is. As
noted previously, we actually spend more time in the Easter
season — 50 days — than in Lent (46 days including the
Sundays). We must celebrate that our Lord is risen, and
celebrate a lot!

Divine Mercy Sunday, the octave day of Easter, features
my favorite resurrection appearance by our Lord. While the
apostles spent nearly the entirety of Jesus’ public ministry
at His side, He chose to appear to St. Mary Magdalene, the
other Mary (as well as, according to Sacred Tradition, the
Blessed Mother), and the two disciples on the road to Em-
maus prior to appearing finally to the apostles in the upper
room (We also hear in St. Luke’s Gospel that He did appear
individually to St. Peter prior to this; what He said to Him
is omitted from the Gospel record.). Perhaps this was the
consequence of their abandoning Him during His
passion. If so, even that is merciful, isn’t it? While we hear
in St. Luke’s version of this appearance that He did
reproach the apostles for failing to believe the others who
had seen Him, He does not chide them for the
abandonment. It was something that had to happen for their
safety. We might even say the same of Peter’s denial.

In this version of the appearance, two things stand out to
me. First is Jesus’ first words — He says “Peace be with
you,” not once but twice. Jesus responds to their earlier
abandonment with the gift of peace. Fr. Jacques
Phillippe teaches us that peace is Jesus’ greatest gift to us in
this life. Because Jesus is risen and comes to us with mercy
and love to bring us His salvation, we can rest secure in His
peace throughout our lives no matter what happens to us.
This, combined with the gift of the Holy Spirit which we
will celebrate at Pentecost and is the bedrock of our
Christian life, give us a great confidence and hope in the
gift of eternal life, which changes how we view our entire
lives on earth. Anything bad that could happen to us is
passing; the joy we are promised is eternal, and Jesus’ love
and the presence of the Spirit give us joy in this life.

The other thing that stands out for me is the line, “The
disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord.” Wouldn’t you?
This is the Easter joy to which we are called to participate
in this liturgical season. The One who gave Himself for us
is not lost to us; we have Him for eternity, for this life and
the next. Jesus is our beloved, God the Son who took on our
flesh to be Emmanuel, God-with-us. As He tells us at the
end of St. Matthew’s Gospel, although He has risen into
heaven, He is with us to the end of the age.

Of course, when we think about this Gospel, we tend to
focus more on what happens with St. Thomas. For whatever
reason, he is not presence when Jesus appears to the others
on Easter Day. Despite hearing from not only those who

saw Him earlier in the day but all of his brother Apostles
that they had seen the Lord, he refuses to believe unless he
probes the nail marks in His hands and puts his hand in His
pierced side. This invites us to consider what a traumatic
event Jesus’ crucifixion was for the Apostles, and perhaps
to consider events in our own lives that embitter us,
sometimes even towards God. However, once again, when
Jesus appears to them again a week later, He does not
reproach Thomas, but rather invites Him to touch his
wounds as he had proposed. Thomas, who had disbelieved,
becomes the very first to proclaim the truth of the risen
Jesus: “My Lord and my God!”

Jesus’ response to Thomas speaks to all of us: “Have you
come to believe because you have seen Me? Blessed are
those who have not seen and have believed.” We have not
seen Jesus, and yet we believe. Thomas’s experience of the
risen Jesus is part of why we believe, as this apostle
brought the faith of Christ all the way to India, where he
was martyred. Through the Word of God, we touch the
risen Jesus through His hands.

Through private revelations to St. Faustina Kowalska and
the championing of Pope St. John Paul II, the
Sunday of the Easter Octave is now celebrated as Divine
Mercy Sunday. We are invited to recognize Jesus risen
from the dead as He is present in the Eucharist and in the
reception of His mercy in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. Jesus, who forgave sins not as God the Son
but as the Son of Man, breathed the Holy Spirit on the
Apostles so that whose sins they forgave might be forgiven,
a power they passed along to their successors, the bishops,
and their helpers, the priests. When the priest says “I
absolve you of your sins in the Name of the Father, and of
the Son, and of the Holy Spirit,” we know that we are truly
forgiven through Jesus’ gift of this sacrament. I hope that
several are able to attend our event Sunday afternoon to
learn more about the Divine Mercy devotion, worship Jesus
in the Eucharist, and receive God’s mercy through
confession.

Several have come to me expressing their gratitude for my
time here, and I thank you from the heart — those words are
the best parting gift I could receive. I still do not know what
my next assignment will be, nor who Fr. Niggemeyer’s
associate will be, but you can be assured that I will let you
know when I find out.

The 14 promises Jesus made to those who pray the

Divine Mercy Chaplet:

Jesus presented the Divine Mercy Chaplet to St. Faustina in 1935 during a
private revelation. He asks that we meditate upon His Passion at

3 o’clock p.m., which is the hour he died on the cross.

Our Lord also made several promises to those who pray to his Divine Mercy
Chaplet. How amazing!

1.) “I promise that the soul that will venerate this image (of Divine Mercy)
will not perish. I also promise victory over (its) enemies already here on
earth, especially at the hour of death. I Myself will defend it as My own
glory.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 48)

2.) “The two rays denote Blood and Water...These two rays issued from the
very depths of My tender mercy when My agonized Heart was opened by a
lance on the Cross. These rays shield souls from the wrath of My Father...I
desire that the first Sunday after Easter be the Feast of Mercy...whoever
approaches the Fount of Life on this day will be granted complete remission
of sins and punishment. Mankind will not have peace until it turns with trust
to My mercy.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 299-300)

3.) “I desire that the Feast of Mercy...be solemnly celebrated on the first
Sunday after Easter...The soul that will go to Confession and receive Holy
Communion (in a state of grace on this day) shall obtain complete
forgiveness of sins and punishment.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 699)

4.) “Whoever will recite it will receive great mercy at the hour of death.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 687)
5.) ) “Priests will recommend it to sinners as their last hope of salvation. Even if there were a sinner
most hardened, if he were to recite this chaplet only once, he would receive grace from My infinite
mercy...I desire to grant unimaginable graces to those souls who trust in My mercy.”

(Diary of St. Faustina, 687)

6.) “The souls that say this chaplet will be embraced by My mercy during their lifetime and
especially at the hour of their death.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 754)

7.) “Souls who spread the honor of My mercy...at the hour of death I will not be a Judge for them,
but the Merciful Savior.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 1075)

8.) “The prayer most pleasing to Me is prayer for the conversion for sinners. Know, my daughter, that
this prayer is always heard and answered.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 1397)

9.) ) “My mercy is greater than your sins and those of the entire world.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 1485)
10.) ) “To priests who proclaim and extol My mercy, I will give wondrous power; I will anoint their
words and touch the hearts of those to whom they will speak.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 1521)

11.) “Through this chaplet you will obtain everything, if what you ask for is compatible with My
will.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 1731)

12.) “When hardened sinners say it, I will fill their souls with peace, and the hour of their death will
be a happy one.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 1541)

13.) “When they say this chaplet in the presence of the dying, I will stand between My Father and the
dying person, not as a just Judge but as a merciful Savior.” (Diary of St. Faustina, 1541)

14.) “At three o’clock, implore My mercy, especially for sinners; and, if only for a brief moment,
immerse yourself in My Passion, particularly in My abandonment at the moment of agony...I will
refuse nothing to the soul that makes a request of Me in virtue of My Passion.”

Columna del boletin 16 de abril del 2023 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

La Pascua es uno de los dos dias santos del afio catdlico
que tiene una octava (el otro, por supuesto, es Navidad,
cuyo dia octava es la Solemnidad de Maria, Madre de
Dios), lo que pone de relieve la importancia de esta
celebracion. Como se sefialé anteriormente, en realidad
pasamos mas tiempo en la temporada de Pascua (50 dias)
que en la Cuaresma (46 dias, incluidos los domingos).
jHay que celebrar que nuestro Sefior ha resucitado, y
celebrar mucho!

El Domingo de la Divina Misericordia, el dia de la octava
de Pascua, presenta mi aparicion de resurreccion favorita
de nuestro Sefior. Mientras que los apdstoles pasaron casi
todo el ministerio publico de Jesus a su lado, El eligio
aparecerse a Santa Maria Magdalena, a la otra Maria (asi
como, segun la Sagrada Tradicion, a la Santisima Madre),
y a los dos discipulos en el camino a Emaus antes de
aparecer finalmente a los apdstoles en el aposento alto
(también escuchamos en el Evangelio de San Lucas que
El se apareci6 individualmente a San Pedro antes de esto;
lo que le dijo se omite del registro del evangelio). Tal vez
esto fue la consecuencia de que lo abandonaron durante
su pasion. Si es asi, incluso eso es misericordioso, ;no es
asi? Si bien escuchamos en la version de San Lucas de
esta aparicion que reproché a los apostoles por no haber
creido a los demas que lo habian visto, no los reprende
por el abandono. Era algo que tenia que suceder por su
seguridad. Incluso podriamos decir lo mismo de la
negacion de Pedro.

En esta version de la apariencia, dos cosas me llaman la
atencion. Primero estan las primeras palabras de Jests: El
dice "La paz sea con ustedes", no una sino dos veces.
Jests responde a su anterior abandono con el don de la
paz. Padre Jacques Phillippe nos ensefia que la paz es el
mayor regalo de Jesus para nosotros en esta vida. Debido
a que Jesus resucitod y viene a nosotros con misericordia y
amor para traernos su salvacion, podemos descansar
seguros en su paz durante toda nuestra vida sin importar
lo que nos suceda. Esto, combinado con el don del
Espiritu Santo que celebraremos en Pentecostés y que es
la base de nuestra vida cristiana, nos da una gran
confianza y esperanza en el don de la vida eterna, que
cambia la forma en que vemos toda nuestra vida en la
tierra. Todo lo malo que nos pueda pasar es pasajero; la
alegria que se nos promete es eterna, y el amor de Jesus y
la presencia del Espiritu nos dan alegria en esta vida.

La otra cosa que se destaca para mi es la linea: "Los
discipulos se regocijaron cuando vieron al Sefior". ;|No lo
harias? Esta es la alegria pascual a la que estamos
llamados a participar en este tiempo liturgico. Aquel que
se entregd por nosotros no esta perdido para nosotros; lo
tenemos para la eternidad, para esta vida y la venidera.
Jesus es nuestro amado, Dios Hijo que tomo nuestra carne
para ser Emmanuel, Dios-con-nosotros. Como nos dice al

final del Evangelio de San Mateo, aunque ha subido al
cielo, estd con nosotros hasta el fin de los tiempos.

Por supuesto, cuando pensamos en este Evangelio,
tendemos a centrarnos mas en lo que sucede con Santo
Tomas. Por la razén que sea, no es presencia cuando
Jests se aparece a los demas el dia de Pascua. A pesar de
escuchar no solo de aquellos que lo vieron mas temprano
en el dia, sino de todos sus hermanos Apodstoles que
habian visto al Sefor, ¢l se niega a creer a menos que
pruebe las marcas de los clavos en sus manos y ponga su
mano en su costado traspasado. Esto nos invita a
considerar qué evento traumatico fue la crucifixion de
Jests para los Apostoles, y quizas considerar eventos en
nuestras propias vidas que nos amargan, a veces incluso
hacia Dios. Sin embargo, una vez mas, cuando Jesus se
les aparece de nuevo una semana después, no reprocha a
Tomas, sino que lo invita a tocar sus llagas como se habia
propuesto. Tomas, que no habia creido, se convierte en el
primero en proclamar la verdad de Jesus resucitado:
“iSefior mio y Dios mio!”.

La respuesta de Jesiis a Tomas nos habla a todos: “;Has
llegado a creer porque me has visto? Bienaventurados los
que no vieron y creyeron.” No hemos visto a Jesus, y sin
embargo creemos. La experiencia de Tomads del Jests
resucitado es parte de por qué creemos, ya que este
apostol llevo la fe de Cristo hasta la India, donde fue
martirizado. A través de la Palabra de Dios, tocamos a
Jesus resucitado a través de Sus manos.

A través de revelaciones privadas a Santa Faustina
Kowalska y la defensa del Papa San Juan Pablo II, el
Domingo de la Octava de Pascua ahora se celebra como
el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia. Estamos invitados
a reconocer a Jesus resucitado de entre los muertos tal
como esta presente en la Eucaristia y en la recepcion de
su misericordia en el sacramento de la reconciliacion.
Jests, que perdond los pecados no como Dios Hijo, sino
como Hijo del Hombre, soplo6 el Espiritu Santo sobre los
Apostoles para que los pecados a quienes perdonaran
fueran perdonados, un poder que transmitieron a sus
sucesores, a los obispos y a sus ayudantes, los sacerdotes.

Yo mismo los defenderé
como Mi propia gloria. “(Diario de Santa Faustina, 48)

profundo de Mi tierna misericordia cuando Mi Corazon agonizante fue abierto
por una lanza en la Cruz. Estos rayos protegen las almas de la ira de Mi Padre...
