Bulletin column August 14, 2022 “From the Pastor”
Dear parishioners,

Atheists, agnostics, and the religiously indifferent
often dismiss the Catholic faith as an unnecessary
crutch that helps people get through life when they’re
too weak personally to get through it on their own.
Karl Marx, the architect of communism, denounced
all religions as “the opiate of the people” that keeps
the poor and working classes from rising up to
overthrow their rich oppressors. Is our faith just a
dream or a drug that keeps us blissfully quarantined
from reality?

Jesus paints a much different picture of the faith, of
the Kingdom of God, in today’s Gospel. “Do you
think that [ have come to establish peace on the
earth?” He asks. “No, I tell you, but rather division.
From now on a household of five will be divided,
three against two and two against three; a father will
be divided against his son and a son against his father,
a mother against her daughter and a daughter against
her mother, a mother-in-law against her daughter-in-
law and a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law.”

If there’s one area of our lives in which we most long
for unity and peace, it is in our families. Some of the
saddest conversations I have had have involved
people dealing with family members who are no
longer following their faith. We all know that a key
aspect of our Catholic faith is the doctrine of final
perseverance. We all become God’s adopted children
through baptism, heirs to the Kingdom of God.
However, we must persevere in the faith. We must
continually work on our relationship with God. We
may end up departing from that relationship through a
mortal sin, but then we may return to our merciful
heavenly Father through repentance and the
Sacrament of Confession.

However, a very large number of the baptized decide
at some point that they no longer believe in God, in
Jesus, in His Church, or in what Jesus so clearly
teaches us is right and wrong, and thus live far from
the faith. Perhaps this involves a life of crime.
Perhaps it involves unwisely getting into a romantic
relationship with someone who doesn’t follow or
even respect the Catholic faith. Perhaps it involves
divorce from a Church marriage and remarrying
civilly. Perhaps it involves embracing an ideology,
such as Marxism, becoming pro-abortion, or gay
ideology or gender theory of which the faith might be
seen as a barrier or enemy. Perhaps it is simply
getting involved in a long-term relationship, even
getting civilly married and/or having children,

without getting married in the Church (many of these
continue to practice many aspects of the faith, such as
raising their children in the faith, but are not yet right
with God themselves!). Perhaps one becomes
disillusioned with the bad behavior of clergy or other
members of the Church. In any event, because those
of us who keep our faith know that perseverance in it
1s necessary to salvation — to going to heaven as
opposed to hell — is necessary to our salvation, this
can cause great distress for us because we love our
family members and want heaven for them.

This distress can become even worse if our family
members actually attack us for our perseverance, or
for “nagging” them about returning to the practice of
the faith. Perhaps we have to make difficult choices
which offend our loved one who no longer shares our
faith.

What can we do? St. Paul tells us in our second
reading, “Consider how [Jesus] endured such
opposition from sinners, in order that you may not
grow weary and lose heart.” We have to keep going
and persevere ourselves. [ would say that the first step
is to become all the more acquainted with the faith, to
study the Scriptures and catechism so that we
understand fully why we believe what we do. Such
conflicts in our families can become a blessing in
disguise for us if they encourage us to deepen our
own faith. Furthermore, we have to remember all the
more that our faith is not a crutch, a dream, or a drug
— it is an adherence to reality, to the way things truly
are. Next, we should examine our families — are there
some in the family besides ourselves who still
maintain the faith? It would be good for us to
strengthen those relationships. We should also
strengthen our friendships with those outside our
families who are strong in the faith. After all, they are
our brothers and sisters in the faith. Key to all this is
of course our own life of prayer, to stay close to our
heavenly Father and to Jesus and the consolation they
have for our heartaches, not to mention the peace, joy,
and love from them that keep us going.

As for those family members who are not practicing
the faith, it is our very perseverance in the faith that is
the best thing we can do for these loved ones. Jesus
calls upon us to be a living testimony to them of what
is loving and true, to set a continued example for
them. Moreover, we can use our deeper understanding
of the faith, as well as the inspiration of the Holy
Spirit, to learn to say things that may plant seeds in
their hearts to return to the faith. Finally, we should
be praying every day for them to return to the fullness
of the faith.

Columna del boletin 14 de Agosto del 2022 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

Los ateos, los agnosticos y los indiferentes a la religion
a menudo descartan la fe catolica como una muleta
innecesaria que ayuda a las personas a sobrellevar la
vida cuando son demasiado débiles personalmente para
superarla por si mismos. Karl Marx, el arquitecto del
comunismo, denunci6 a todas las religiones como “el
opio del pueblo” que impide que las clases pobres y
trabajadoras se levanten para derrocar a sus ricos
opresores. (Es nuestra fe solo un suefio o una droga que
nos mantiene felices en cuarentena de la realidad?

Jesus pinta un cuadro muy diferente de la fe, del Reino
de Dios, en el Evangelio de hoy. “;Pensais que he
venido a establecer la paz en la tierra?” El pide. “No, te
digo, sino mas bien division. De ahora en adelante una
casa de cinco estara dividida, tres contra dos y dos
contra tres; el padre estara dividido contra su hijo y el
hijo contra su padre, la madre contra su hija y la hija
contra su madre, la suegra contra su nuera y la nuera
contra su suegra."

Si hay un area de nuestras vidas en la que mas
anhelamos la unidad y la paz, es en nuestras familias.
Algunas de las conversaciones mas tristes que he tenido
involucran a personas que tratan con familiares que ya
no siguen su fe. Todos sabemos que un aspecto clave de
nuestra fe catélica es la doctrina de la perseverancia
final. Todos nos convertimos en hijos adoptivos de Dios
a través del bautismo, herederos del Reino de Dios. Sin
embargo, debemos perseverar en la fe. Debemos
trabajar continuamente en nuestra relacion con Dios.
Podemos terminar saliendo de esa relacion a través de
un pecado mortal, pero luego podemos regresar a
nuestro misericordioso Padre celestial a través del
arrepentimiento y el Sacramento de la Confesion.

Sin embargo, un nimero muy grande de bautizados
deciden en algin momento que ya no creen en Dios, en
Jesus, en Su Iglesia, o en lo que Jesus tan claramente
nos ensefa que esta bien y mal, y por lo tanto viven
lejos de la fe. Tal vez esto implique una vida delictiva.
Tal vez implique imprudentemente entablar una
relacion romantica con alguien que no sigue ni respeta
la fe catolica. Tal vez implique divorciarse de un
matrimonio eclesiastico y volverse a casar por lo civil.
Tal vez implica abrazar una ideologia, como el
marxismo, volverse pro-aborto, o una ideologia gay o
una teoria de género de la cual la fe podria verse como
una barrera o un enemigo. Tal vez sea simplemente
involucrarse en una relacion a largo plazo, incluso
casarse por lo civil y/o tener hijos, sin casarse por la
Iglesia (muchos de estos contintian practicando muchos
aspectos de la fe, como criar a sus hijos en la fe , jpero

aun no estan bien con Dios ellos mismos!). Tal vez uno
se desilusione con el mal comportamiento del clero o de
otros miembros de la Iglesia. En cualquier caso, porque
aquellos de nosotros que mantenemos nuestra fe
sabemos que la perseverancia en ella es necesaria para
la salvacion, para ir al cielo y no al infierno, es
necesaria para nuestra salvacion, esto puede causarnos
una gran angustia porque amamos a los miembros de
nuestra familia. y quiero el cielo para ellos.

Esta angustia puede empeorar ain mas si los miembros
de nuestra familia realmente nos atacan por nuestra
perseverancia, o por “regafarlos” para que regresen a la
practica de la fe. Tal vez tengamos que tomar
decisiones dificiles que ofendan a nuestro ser querido
que ya no comparte nuestra fe.

(Qué podemos hacer? San Pablo nos dice en nuestra
segunda lectura: “Considerad como [Jesus] soporto tal
oposicion de los pecadores, para que no os canséis ni
desmayéis”. Tenemos que seguir adelante y perseverar.
Diria que el primer paso es familiarizarse mas con la fe,
estudiar las Escrituras y el catecismo para que
entendamos completamente por qué creemos lo que
hacemos. Tales conflictos en nuestras familias pueden
convertirse en una bendicion disfrazada para nosotros si
nos alientan a profundizar nuestra propia fe. Ademas,
debemos recordar aun mas que nuestra fe no es una
muleta, un suefio o una droga: es una adhesion a la
realidad, a como son realmente las cosas. Luego,
debemos examinar a nuestras familias: ;hay algunos en
la familia ademas de nosotros que todavia mantienen la
fe? Seria bueno para nosotros fortalecer esas relaciones.
También debemos fortalecer nuestras amistades con
aquellos fuera de nuestras familias que son fuertes en la
fe. Después de todo, son nuestros hermanos y hermanas
en la fe. La clave de todo esto es, por supuesto, nuestra
propia vida de oracion, permanecer cerca de nuestro
Padre celestial y de Jesus y el consuelo que tienen para
nuestros dolores, sin mencionar la paz, la alegria y el
amor de ellos que nos mantienen en marcha.

En cuanto a aquellos miembros de la familia que no
estan practicando la fe, es nuestra misma perseverancia
en la fe 1o mejor que podemos hacer por estos seres
queridos. Jests nos llama a ser un testimonio vivo para
ellos de lo que es amoroso y verdadero, para darles un
ejemplo continuo. Ademas, podemos usar nuestra
comprension mas profunda de la fe, asi como la
inspiracion del Espiritu Santo, para aprender a decir
cosas que puedan plantar semillas en sus corazones para
volver a la fe. Finalmente, debemos orar todos los dias
para que regresen a la plenitud de la fe.
