The KY Dept of Education provides an OPTIONAL pathway for students in grades 9-11 to Graduate in 3 years or less. Students and Parents must submit a letter of Intent for Early Graduation before October 1 of the year in which they intend to graduate. 
Students are required to meet the college entrance exam benchmarks established by the Council on Postsecondary Education in 13 KAR 2:020. The ACT benchmarks are English: 18, Math: 19, Reading: 20.
Students wishing to graduate in 3 years or less ARE REQUIRED to complete all graduation requirements and earn 22 credits in 3 years or less. The required credits are: 
· 4 English Credits

· 4 Math Credits

· 3 Science Credits

· 3 Social Studies Credits

· ½ Health credit

· ½ PE credit

· 1 Arts/Humanities Credit

· Electives to total credit number of 22.

The deadline for filing the letter of Intent for early graduation is October 1 each year. The letter of intent can be found at Early Graduation Intent Form or on the website listed below.
