 On this day a PLENARY INDULGENCE  
is granted (under the usual conditions of a 
sacramental confession, Eucharistic       
communion and a prayer for the intentions  
of the Supreme Pontiff) to the faithful who, 
on Divine Mercy Sunday, in any church or 
chapel, in a spirit that is completely       
detached from the affection for a sin, even  
a venial sin, take part in the prayers and   
devotions held in honor of Divine Mercy  
or who in the presence of the Blessed  
Sacrament exposed or reserved in the tabernacle, recite the Our  Father 
and the Creed, adding a devout prayer to the merciful Lord Jesus  
(e.g. Merciful Jesus, I trust in you) (The full text of the decree of the 
Apostolic Penitentiary may be found at: www.divinemercy.org) 
  

We received the message and devotion to Jesus as The Divine Mercy 
through the writings of a young Polish nun.  Her spiritual director told 
her to record the revelations that she received about God's mercy. The 
desires and promises of Our Lord are recorded in the diary of Saint 
Faustina Kowalska.  This Feast, was granted to the Universal Church by 
Pope John Paul II on the occasion of the canonization of Sr. Faustina on 
April 30, 2000. 
  

(Diary, 699) I desire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and shelter for 
all souls, and especially for poor sinners.  On that day the very depths of 
My tender mercy are open. I pour out a whole ocean of graces upon 
those souls who approach the fount of My mercy.  The soul that will go 
to confession and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete   
forgiveness of sins and punishment…

Go to Confession (3 weeks or 20 days before or after Divine Mercy 
Sunday) 
 

Receive Holy Communion on the day of the Feast 
 

Venerate (an act/gesture of deep respect) the image of Divine Mercy 
 

Say the prayers required for the Plenary Indulgence as stated above.

On December 29th, 2024, in accordance with the Holy 
Father Francis’ papal bull Spes Non Confundit, every 
diocese will inaugurate locally the Ordinary Jubilee of 
the year 2025. In communion with and obedience to 
those desires promulgated by the Office of the Apostolic 
Penitentiary, the Diocese of San Bernardino has 
selected SACRED HEART CHURCH, Palm Desert as a 
Jubilee site whereat the faithful, having fulfilled the 
ordinary conditions for the reception of an indulgence, 
can receive the full remittance of any temporal effects 
due to sin, opening wide the doors of mercy and hope to 
an encounter with the risen Lord, in whom our hope 
“cannot disappoint.” (Spes Non Confundit 1 - Rom 5:5) 
 
Jubilee 2025 invites you to be a pilgrim of hope. For 
Christians, hope is anchored in the encounter with Jesus 
whose life, death, and resurrection reveals God’s transforming 
love. Our hope in God is renewed constantly in the gift of the 
Holy Spirit, the love of the Father and the Son, who is given, 
even now, to the community of believers.  
 

For centuries a feature of holy year celebrations has been the 
indulgence, which the church describes as a remission of the  
temporal punishment a person is due for their sins. 
 

"Every sin 'leaves its mark'" even after a person has received  
forgiveness and absolution through the sacrament of 
reconciliation, Pope Francis wrote in the document 
proclaiming the Holy Year. "Sin has consequences, not only 
outwardly in the effects of the wrong we do, but also 
inwardly, inasmuch as 'every sin, even venial, entails an 
unhealthy attachment to creatures, which must be purified 
either here on earth, or after death, in the state called 
Purgatory,'" he wrote, quoting the Catechism of the Catholic 
Church.  
 

The norms for receiving an indulgence during the Holy Year 
were signed by Cardinal Angelo De Donatis, the new head of 
the Apostolic Penitentiary, a Vatican court dealing with 
matters of conscience and with the granting of indulgences. 
 

The basic conditions, he wrote, are that a person is 
"moved by a spirit of charity," is "purified through the 
sacrament of penance and refreshed by Holy 
Communion" and prays for the pope. Along with a 
pilgrimage, a work of mercy or an act of penance, a 
Catholic "will be able to obtain from the treasury of  
the Church a plenary indulgence, with remission and 
forgiveness of all their sins, which can be applied in 
suffrage to the souls in Purgatory." 
 
Jubilee Pilgrims are welcome to visit 
Sacred Heart Church 
through the exterior entrance  
of the Padre Pio Adoration Chapel.

defraudar”. (Spes Non Confundit 1 - Rom 5:5) 
 

El Jubileo 2025 te invita a ser un peregrino de esperanza. Para los 
cristianos, la esperanza está anclada en el encuentro con Jesús, 
cuya vida, muerte y resurrección revelan el amor transformador de 
Dios. Nuestra esperanza en Dios se renueva constantemente en el 
don del Espíritu Santo, el amor del Padre  y del Hijo, que se da, 
incluso ahora, a la comunidad de los creyentes. 
 

Durante siglos, una característica de las celebraciones del Año 
Santo ha sido la indulgencia, que la Iglesia describe como una 
remisión de la pena temporal que se debe a una persona por sus 
pecados. 
 

"Todo pecado 'deja su huella'" incluso después de que una persona 
haya recibido el perdón y la absolución mediante el sacramento de 
la reconciliación, escribió el Papa Francisco en el documento de 
proclamación del Año Santo. "El pecado tiene consecuencias, no 
solo externas en los efectos del mal que hacemos, sino también 
internamente, en cuanto "todo pecado, incluso venial, implica un 
apego maligno a uno, que debe ser purificado ya sea aquí en la 
tierra, o después de la muerte, en el estado llamado Purgatorio'", 
escribió, citando el Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica. 
 

Las normas para recibir indulgencias durante el Año Santo fueron 
firmadas por el cardenal Angelo De Donatis, el nuevo director de 
la Penitenciaría Apostólica, un tribunal del Vaticano que se ocupa 
de los asuntos de conciencia y de la concesión de indulgencias. 
 

Las condiciones básicas, escribió, son que una persona esté 
"movida por un espíritu de caridad", esté "purificada por el 
sacramento de la penitencia y reconfortada por la Sagrada 
Comunión" y ore por el Papa. Junto con una peregrinación, 
una obra de misericordia o un acto de penitencia, un católico 
"podrá obtener del tesoro de la Iglesia una indulgencia 
plenaria, con remisión y perdón de todos sus pecados, que 
puede ser aplicada en sufragio por las almas del Purgatorio".
