Scope of Work
Lake Wales High School (the "School"), located in Lake Wales, FL, is seeking qualified landscaping contractors to submit proposals for the removal of hedges in front of the home side bleachers at our football stadium ("Legion Field"). The School intends to look at all bids and recommendations and decide if it is within our budget to make these changes. II. Scope of Work

· Remove all Hedges without damaging surrounding property (including fence line, current sidewalk, irrigation, and bleachers). 

· Remove any major roots or root systems

· Remove and dispose of all debris
2. Removal and Disposal of Sidewalk Curb by Hedges
· Remove or level off sidewalk Curb in front of Hedges.
· Remove and dispose of all debris 

· Lay concrete or backfill with shell or another material that will not erode over time to provide more space for standing and walking during games
· Ensure proper slope for drainage

· Remove and dispose of all debris
