Class Expectations:
1. Follow all normal accepted behavior policies set forth in your student handbook.

10. Students can obtain access for a locker to use daily by seeing Mr. Masters.  They are encouraged to lock up their property during class.  The teacher will not be held responsible for lost or stolen items. Students must remove all their items at the end of each period.
11. DISMISSAL: Students will be dismissed from the gym floor not the hallways.
12. Students will not be allowed to use the restroom during class, you will have an opportunity to use it before class, as well as after class while you’re dressing out.
