Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: August 17, 2025

Due to Fr. Matt being on vacation, the regular column will resume next Sunday. For now, enjoy this wonder-
ful excerpt from Pope Benedict XVI's 2012 Christmas Homily:

There is another verse from the Christmas story on which | should like to reflect with you — the angels’ hymn
of praise, which they sing out following the announcement of the new-born Saviour: “Glory to God in the
highest and on earth peace among men with whom he is pleased.” God is glorious. God is pure light, the
radiance of truth and love. He is good. He is true goodness, goodness par excellence. The angels surround-
ing him begin by simply proclaiming the joy of seeing God'’s glory. Their song radiates the joy that fills them.
.. There is no question of attempting to understand the meaning of it all, but simply the overflowing happi-
ness of seeing the pure splendour of God’s truth and love. We want to let this joy reach out and touch us:
truth exists, pure goodness exists, pure light exists. God is good, and he is the supreme power above all
powers. All this should simply make us joyful tonight, together with the angels and the shepherds.

Linked to God’s glory on high is peace on earth among men. Where God is not glorified, where he is forgot-
ten or even denied, there is no peace either. Nowadays, though, widespread currents of thought assert the
exact opposite: they say that religions, especially monotheism, are the cause of the violence and the wars in
the world. If there is to be peace, humanity must first be liberated from them. Monotheism, belief in one God,
is said to be arrogance, a cause of intolerance, because by its nature, with its claim to possess the sole
truth, it seeks to impose itself on everyone. It is true that religion can become corrupted and hence opposed
to its deepest essence, when people think they have to take God’s cause into their own hands, making God
into their private property. We must be on the lookout for these distortions of the sacred. While there is no
denying a certain misuse of religion in history, yet it is not true that denial of God would lead to peace. If
God'’s light is extinguished, man’s divine dignity is also extinguished. Then the human creature would cease
to be God'’s image, to which we must pay honour in every person, in the weak, in the stranger, in the poor.
Then we would no longer all be brothers and sisters, children of the one Father, who belong to one another
on account of that one Father. The kind of arrogant violence that then arises, the way man then despises
and tramples upon man: we saw this in all its cruelty in the last century. Only if God'’s light shines over man
and within him, only if every single person is desired, known and loved by God is his dignity inviolable, how-
ever wretched his situation may be. And down the centuries, while there has been misuse of religion, it is
also true that forces of reconciliation and goodness have constantly sprung up from faith in the God who be-
came man. Into the darkness of sin and violence, this faith has shone a bright ray of peace and goodness,
which continues to shine.

En el relato de la Navidad hay también una segunda palabra sobre la que quisiera refle
xionar con vosotros: el himno de alabanza que los angeles entonan después del mensaje
sobre el Salvador recién nacido: «Gloria a Dios en el cielo, y en la tierra paz a los hombres
en quienes él se complace». Dios es glorioso. Dios es luz pura, esplendor de la verdad y del
amor. El es bueno. Es el verdadero bien, el bien por excelencia. Los angeles que lo rodean
transmiten en primer lugar simplemente la alegria de percibir la gloria de Dios. Su canto es
una irradiacién de la alegria que los inunda. En sus palabras oimos, por decirlo asi, algo de
los sonidos melodiosos del cielo. Queremos dejarnos embargar de esta alegria: existe la
verdad. Existe la pura bondad. Existe la luz pura. Dios es bueno y él es el poder supremo
por encima de todos los poderes. En esta noche, deberiamos simplemente alegrarnos de
este hecho, junto con los angeles y los pastores.

Con la gloria de Dios en las alturas, se relaciona la paz en la tierra a los hombres. Donde no
se da gloria a Dios, donde se le olvida o incluso se le niega, tampoco hay paz. Hoy, sin em-
bargo, corrientes de pensamiento muy difundidas sostienen lo contrario: la religion, en par-
ticular el monoteismo, seria la causa de la violencia y de las guerras en el mundo; seria pre-
ciso liberar antes a la humanidad de la religiéon para que se estableciera después la paz; el
monoteismo, la fe en el unico Dios, seria prepotencia, motivo de intolerancia, puesto que
por su naturaleza quisiera imponerse a todos con la pretension de la unica verdad. Es
verdad que una religion puede enfermar y llegar asi a oponerse a su naturaleza mas profun-
da, cuando el hombre piensa que debe tomar en sus manos la causa de Dios, haciendo asi
de Dios su propiedad privada. Debemos estar atentos contra esta distorsion de lo sagrado.
Si es incontestable un cierto uso indebido de la religion en la historia, no es verdad, sin em-
bargo, que el «no» a Dios restableceria la paz. Si la luz de Dios se apaga, se extingue
también la dignidad divina del hombre. Entonces, ya no es la imagen de Dios, que debemos
honrar en cada uno, en el débil, el extranjero, el pobre. Entonces ya no somos todos her-
manos y hermanas, hijos del unico Padre que, a partir del Padre, estan relacionados mutua-
mente. Qué géneros de violencia arrogante aparecen entonces, y cémo el hombre
desprecia y aplasta al hombre, lo hemos visto en toda su crueldad el siglo pasado. Sdlo cu-
ando la luz de Dios brilla sobre el hombre y en el hombre, s6lo cuando cada hombre es
querido, conocido y amado por Dios, solo entonces, por miserable que sea su situacion, su
dignidad es inviolable. Y, en el transcurso de todos estos siglos, no se han dado ciertamente
s6lo casos de uso indebido de la religion, sino que la fe en ese Dios que se ha hecho hom-
bre ha provocado siempre de nuevo fuerzas de reconciliacion y de bondad. En la oscuridad
del pecado y de la violencia, esta fe ha insertado un rayo luminoso de paz y de bondad que
sigue brillando.
