Palm Sunday

Palm Sunday is the day on which Christians
commemorate Jesus' entry into Jerusalem and his
acclamation as the Son of God. Palm Sunday is the
event that marks the end of Lent and the beginning of
Holy Week, a time in which the passion, crucifixion,
death and resurrection of Christ are celebrated. Jesus
rode into Jerusalem on a donkey and was hailed as king
by his  followers, who spread cloaks, olive branches
and palm branches as he passed. They shouted: “Blessed
is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”; "Hosanna in
the high!"

For this reason, the Eucharist on Palm Sunday has two
important moments.The first is that this day is called
"Palm Sunday" or "Passion Sunday." The first name
comes from the fact that the triumphal entry of Jesus
into Jerusalem is commemorated, when the crowd received
him with palm leaves (John 12:13).

The second name comes from the story of the Passion
that is read this Sunday. Because otherwise it would not
be read on a Sunday, since on the next the reading will
be about the Resurrection. "The entry of the Lord into
Jerusalem, since ancient times, is commemorated with a
procession, in which Christians celebrate the event,
imitating the acclamations and gestures made by the
Hebrew children when they went out to meet the Lord,
singing the fervent 'Hossana ", details the Easter
Holidays Charter.

"Hossana" is a cry of joy and a prophetic prayer

In the time of Jesus this word had messianic overtones.
In the acclamation the emotions of the pilgrims who
accompany Jesus and his disciples are expressed: the
joyful praise of God at the moment of the processional
entrance, the hope that the hour of the Messiah had
come.The crowd that applauded the arrival of Jesus is
not the same that demanded his crucifixion.

In his book, Benedict XVI argues that, in the three
Synoptic Gospels, as well as in Saint John, it is made
clear that those who applauded Jesus on his entry into
Jerusalem were not its inhabitants, but the crowds that
accompanied him and entered the City. Santa with him.

This point is made clearer in Matthew's account, in the
passage that follows the Hosanna addressed to Jesus:
“When he entered Jerusalem, the whole city stirred,
saying, Who 1is this? And the crowds said: This is the
prophet Jesus of Nazareth of Galilee” (Mt 21, 10-11).

The people had heard of the prophet from Nazareth, but
he did not seem to be of any importance to Jerusalem,
and the people there did not know him. The story of the
Passion enjoys a special solemnity in the liturgy.

The Easter Holidays Charter says the following in numeral
33:

“It is advisable that the tradition be maintained in the
way of singing or reading it, that is, that there be three
people who act as Christ, the narrator and the people.
The Passion must be proclaimed either by deacons or
priests, or, failing that, by readers, in which case, the
part corresponding to Christ is reserved for the priest. In
the proclamation of the Passion neither lights nor
incense are carried, nor is the greeting to the people at
the beginning as usual for the Gospel, nor is the book
signed. Only the deacons ask the priest for a blessing.
For the spiritual good of the faithful, it is appropriate
that the narrative of the Passion be read in its entirety,
and that the readings that precede it not be omitted.

What do the branches symbolize?

The olive and palm branches are the sign par excellence
of the renewal of faith in God. They are credited with
being a symbol of the life and resurrection of Jesus
Christ. Likewise, they also recall the faith of the Church
in Christ and the proclamation of him as King of
Heaven and Earth.

During this time, it is customary for people to have
blessed bouquets in their homes. Many make crosses
with their palms and put them either behind the door, or
on the crucifix, or on sacred images or religious paintings.

PASCHAL TRIDUUM
The word triduum in Catholic devotional practice
suggests the idea of preparation. Sometimes we prepare
for the feast of a saint with three days of prayer in his
honor, or we ask for a special grace through a triduum
of intercessory prayers. The Easter triduum was
considered as three days of preparation for the Easter
feast; included Thursday, Friday and Saturday of Holy
Week. It was a triduum of passion. In the new calendar
and in the liturgical norms for Holy Week, the triduum
is presented not as a time of preparation, but as one with
Easter. It is a triduum of passion and resurrection, which
encompasses the entirety of the paschal mystery. This is
how it is expressed in the calendar: Christ redeemed the
human race and gave perfect glory to God primarily
through his Paschal mystery: by dying he destroyed
death and by rising he restored life.




Even the Eucharist as a sacrament of departure, can only be
taken to the dying in the form of viaticum, because healthy
and sick we await the jubilant explosion of the universe in
the Resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and only after it,
already entered Sunday with the Vigil Pascual, we will
receive the sacrament of the risen body of the Lord.

This is how it is expressed in the
calendar: Christ redeemed the human race and gave perfect
glory to God primarily through his Paschal mystery: by
dying he destroyed death and by rising he restored life.
The Easter triduum of the passion and resurrection of
Christ is, therefore, the culmination of the entire liturgical
year. Then he establishes the exact duration of the
triduum: The triduum begins on Holy Thursday with the
evening mass of the Lord's Supper, reaches its peak on
Friday with the celebration of the Passion of Christ, and
closes with Vespers on Easter Sunday (Easter Vigil on
Saturday). This unification of the Easter celebration is
more in keeping with the spirit of the New Testament and
with the early Christian tradition. Christ himself, when he
alluded to his passion and death, never dissociated them
from his resurrection. In the Gospel for Wednesday of the
second week of Lent (Mt 20:17-28) he speaks of them
together: "They will condemn him to death and hand him
over to the Gentiles so that they will mock him, flog him
and crucify him, and on the third day he will rise again."

What is celebrated on Holy Thursday?
Holy Thursday celebrates: The Last Supper; The Washing
of the feet; The institution of the Eucharist and the
Priesthood and the prayer of Jesus in the Garden of
Gethsemane. Did you know that this day, this Holy
Thursday, the Institution of the Eucharist iscommemorated
as the gift of Love, the Institution of one of the Sacraments
of surrender and total abandonment to the Lord is also
commemorated: the Sacrament of the Priestly Order and
the Life of Service to others. With the celebration of Holy
Thursday, not only does the Easter Triduum open. On this
day our Catholic Church commemorates the institution
of the Eucharist at the Last Supper, but at the same time
with the Words of Jesus Christ Do this in memory of

me, we celebrate all the brave who said yes, a yes from
the heart like Mary's to live a life consecrated to Jesus
and with the gesture of foot washing we also celebrate
all those who dedicate their lives to serving others in a
humble and extraordinary way, fulfilling the last
commandment of Christ.

CHRISMAL MASS
This mass is celebrated only in the cathedrals and takes
place in the morning. The diocesan bishop consecrates
the oils and presides as principal celebrant. It is a
beautiful and impressive rite, which also has a rich
catechetical content. In it we have the bishop, head of
the local Church, surrounded by priests from all the
parishes of his diocese and representatives of the religious.
The bishop concelebrates with his priests as a sign of
unity and fraternity, and is assisted by them in the
consecration of the oils. Deacons and other ministers are
also present and take an active part in the celebration.

It is highly significant that the consecration of the
oils to be used for the sacraments takes place in the
context of the Eucharist and in the proximity of Easter.
The sacraments receive their meaning and efficacy from
the Paschal Mystery of Christ, which is renewed in each
Eucharistic celebration, and with a special solemnity on
Easter Day.

HOLY FRIDAY

Today the entire Catholic Church unites in penance,
abstinence and fasting to commemorate the Passion of the
Lord. Among the activities of this day are the Way of the
Cross, the Sermon of the Seven Words of the Lord Jesus on
the Cross; the processions with the image of Christ and his
Sorrowful Mother, among others.

On this day the Church does not celebrate the Eucharist
and any sacrament, except for Reconciliation and the
Anointing of the Sick. The liturgical celebration
commemorates the Death of the Lord, the celebration of
the Word is also carried out, which concludes with the
adoration of the Cross and with the Eucharistic
Communion, consecrated on Holy Thursday. Today is also
invited to accompany the end of the adoration of the cross
a small commemoration of the Virgin Mary, the Sorrowful
Mother, who was at the foot of the Cross.
Do we remember or celebrate?

On Good Friday we celebrate the Passion and Death of
Jesus Christ. “We celebrate the death of Jesus, who has
died for each one of us and for all humanity to reconcile
us with the father”, says Fr. Donato Jiménez. On this day
the extreme love of Christ to rescue us is
commemorated.



HOLY SATURDAY

Holy Saturday is a very special day of contemplative and
expectant silence before the abandoned tomb of the Lord,
if our hearts are not watching in his company. That day
there is not only no Mass, but also no liturgical
celebration.

Even the Eucharist as a sacrament of departure, can only be
taken to the dying in the form of viaticum, because healthy
and sick we await the  jubilant explosion of the universe in
the Resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and only after it, already
entered Sunday with the Vigil Pascual, we will receive the
sacrament of the risen body of the Lord. In this August
Vigil, in which Easter Sunday of Resurrection begins to be
celebrated, the Triduum culminates. Again the glory of the
white garments. The Vigil dawns with the New Fire that is the
Risen Christ: The Liturgy of Light. The Paschal Candle is lit,
which illuminates all our lives with the Light of the Lord, and
which will remain 50 days with its splendor in the presbytery,
and from which we will all take its light, and those who are
reborn to the life of the grace by Baptism, and those who rise
to the life of glory by departing from this temporal world. Two
births in which the Candle must be present on the Altar even
though the 50 days of Easter have ended. Candle in which the
Lord Jesus is shown as the Lord of history, owner of time and
eternity. Liturgy of Light that will culminate with the singing
or recitation of the Easter Proclamation, announcing the night
of the Lord's Resurrection, preceded in time by the night of
another Easter, that of the liberation of the People of God from
slavery in Egypt, figure of this, that of Jesus, with the total and
definitive liberation from all evil, including death. On this
Holy Night, the Greatest of all, the Liturgy of the Word
continues: Seven readings with their respective psalms and
prayers, which precede the announcement of the Resurrection
and prepare it. For pastoral reasons they can be reduced,
although the reading of the first Passover can never be
omitted, figure of this one, that of Moses leading his people
crossing the Red Sea and passing from slavery to freedom.
With the announcement of the Resurrection and the Singing of
the Alleluia, turned off during Lent, and the sound of the bells,
the Liturgy of the Word culminates. If there is a Gospel Book,
it is carried in procession “slightly raised” (GIRM 172) from
the altar (where it was left at the beginning of the celebration:
GIMR 122.173) to the lectern, and it is incensed (GIMR 175).
The Baptismal Liturgy follows, in which the water of Baptism
is blessed (it is convenient that there be some Baptism as a
sign), and in which we renew the baptismal promises. An
excellent opportunity to consciously and fruitfully renew the
Baptism that we perhaps received as a gift from the Church
and our parents when we lacked the use of reason, but not the
possibility of receiving the grace of children of God and of
beginning to be members of church. The celebration of this

Magna Solemnity, the Greatest of the Liturgical Year,
culminates with the Liturgy of the Sacrament par excellence,
the Eucharist, source and summit of all Christian spiritual life.

Domingo de Ramos

El Domingo de Ramos es el dia en que los
cristianos conmemoran la entrada de Jesus en
Jerusalén y su aclamaciéon como Hijo de Dios. El
Domingo de Ramos es el acontecimiento que marca
el fin de la Cuaresma y el inicio de la Semana
Santa, tiempo en que se celebra la pasion, crucifixion,
muerte y resurreccion de Cristo. Jesus entrdé a
Jerusalén montado sobre un asno y fue aclamado
como rey por sus seguidores, quienes extendieron
mantos, ramas de olivo y de palma a su paso.
Gritaban: “iBendito el que viene en el nombre del
Senor!”; “tHosanna en las alturas!”

Por esta razon, la eucaristia del Domingo de Ramos
tiene dos momentos importantes. El primero es
que este dia se llama "Domingo de Ramos" o
"Domingo de Pasion.” El primer nombre proviene
del hecho que se conmemora la entrada triunfal de
JesUs en Jerusalén, cuando la multitud lo recibio
con hojas de palmas (Juan 12:13).

El segundo nombre proviene del relato de la Pasion
que se lee este domingo. Porque de no ser asi no
se leeria en un domingo, ya que en el préximo la
lectura tratara sobre la Resurreccion. “La entrada
del Sefor en Jerusalén, ya desde antiguo, se
conmemora con una procesion, en la cual los cristianos
celebran el acontecimiento, imitando las aclamaciones
y gestos, que hicieron los ninos hebreos cuando
salieron al encuentro del Senor, cantando el
fervoroso ‘Hossana’”, detalla la Carta de fiestas
pascuales.

“Hossana” es un grito de jubilo y una oracion
profética

En el tiempo de Jesus esta palabra tenia
matices mesianicos. En la aclamacion se expresan
las emociones de los peregrinos que acompafan a
Jesus y a sus discipulos: la alabanza alegre a Dios
en el momento de la entrada procesional, la
esperanza de que la hora del Mesias habia llegado.
La multitud que aplaudid la llegada de Jesus no es
la misma que exigid su crucifixion.

En su libro, Benedicto XVI argumenta que,
en los tres evangelios sindpticos, asi como en San
Juan, se deja claro que quienes aplaudieron a
JesUs en su entrada a Jerusalén no fueron sus
habitantes, sino las multitudes que lo acompanaban
e ingresaron a la Ciudad Santa con él.

Este punto se hace mas claro en el relato de
Mateo, en el pasaje que sigue al Hosanna dirigido a
JesUs: “Cuando entrd en Jerusalén, toda la ciudad
se agitd diciendo: ;Quién es este? Y las multitudes
decian: Este es el profeta Jesus de Nazaret de
Galilea”(Mt 21, 10-11). Las personas habian oido
hablar del profeta de Nazaret, pero no parecia
tener ninguna importancia para Jerusalén, y la
gente alli no lo conocia. El relato de la Pasion goza
de una especial solemnidad en la liturgia La Carta
de Fiestas Pascuales dice lo siguiente en el
numeral 33: “Es aconsejable que se mantenga la
tradicion en el modo de cantarla o leerla, es decir,
que sean tres personas que hagan las veces de
Cristo, del narrador y del pueblo. La Pasion ha de
ser proclamada ya por diaconos o presbiteros, ya,
en su defecto, por lectores, en cuyo caso, la parte
correspondiente a Cristo se reserva al sacerdote”.

En la proclamacién de la Pasion no se llevan
ni luces ni incienso, ni se hace al principio el
saludo al pueblo como de ordinario para el
Evangelio, ni se signa el libro. Tan solo los
diaconos piden la bendicion al sacerdote. Para el
bien espiritual de los fieles conviene que se lea
por entero la narracion de la Pasion, y que no se
omitan las lecturas que la preceden”.

;Qué simbolizan los ramos?

Los ramos de olivo y de palma son el signo por
excelencia de la renovacion de la fe en Dios. Se les
atribuye ser un simbolo de la vida y resurreccion
de Jesucristo. Asimismo, recuerdan también la fe
de la Iglesia en Cristo y su proclamacion como Rey
del Cielo y de la Tierra.

Durante esta época, es costumbre que las personas
tengan en sus casas los ramos benditos. Muchos
hacen cruces con las palmas y las ponen o detras
de la puerta, o sobre el crucifijo, o en las
imagenes sagradas o los cuadros de motivo religioso.

TRIDUO PASCUAL

La palabra triduo en la practica devocional
catolica sugiere la idea de preparacion. A veces
nos preparamos para la fiesta de un santo con tres
dias de oracién en su honor, o bien pedimos una
gracia especial mediante un triduo de plegarias de
intercesion.



El triduo pascual se consideraba como tres dias de
preparacion a la fiesta de pascua; comprendia el jueves, el
viernes y el sabado de la semana santa. Era un triduo de la
pasion.

En el nuevo calendario y en las normas liturgicas
para la semana santa, el triduo se presenta no como un
tiempo de preparacion, sino como una sola cosa con la
pascua. Es un triduo de la pasion y resurreccion, que abarca
la totalidad del misterio pascual. Asi se expresa en el calendario:

Cristo redimi6 al género humano y dio perfecta
gloria a Dios principalmente a través de su misterio pascual:
muriendo destruy6 la muerte y resucitando restauro la vida.
El triduo pascual de la pasion y resurreccion de Cristo es,
por tanto, la culminacion de todo el afio litirgico. Luego
establece la duracion exacta del triduo:

El triduo comienza el Jueves Santo con la misa
vespertina de la cena del Sefior, alcanza su cima el viernes
con la celebracion de la Pasion de Cristo y cierra con las
visperas del domingo de pascua (Vigilia Pascual en Sabado).
Esta unificacion de la celebracion pascual es mas acorde
con el espiritu del Nuevo Testamento y con la tradicion
cristiana primitiva. El mismo Cristo, cuando aludia a su
pasion y muerte, nunca las disociaba de su resurreccion. En
el evangelio del miércoles de la segunda semana de
cuaresma (Mt 20,17-28) habla de ellas en conjunto: "Lo
condenaran a muerte y lo entregaran a los gentiles para que
se burlen de ¢, lo azoten y lo crucifiquen, y al tercer dia
resucitara".

.Qué se celebra el Jueves Santo?
El Jueves Santo se celebra: La Ultima Cena; El Lavatorio
de los pies; La institucion de la Eucaristia y del Sacerdocio
y la oracion de Jesus en el Huerto de Getsemani.

Sabias que este dia, este jueves Santo se conmemora
la Institucion de La Eucaristia como el regalo de Amor,
también se conmemora la Institucion de uno de los
Sacramentos de entrega y abandono total al Sefior: el
Sacramento de La Orden Sacerdotal y La Vida de Servicio a
los demas.

Con la celebracion del jueves Santo no solo se abre
el Triduo Pascual. En este dia nuestra Iglesia Catolica
conmemora la institucion de la Eucaristia en la Ultima
Cena, pero a la vez con las Palabras mismas de Jesucristo Hagan
esto en conmemoracion mia, festejamos a todos los valientes
que dijeron si, un si de corazén como el de Maria a vivir
una vida consagrada a Jesus y con el gesto del lavatorio de
pies también festejamos a todos aquellos que dedican su
vida a servir de manera humilde y extraordinaria a los demas
cumpliendo el tltimo mandamiento de Cristo.

MISA CRISMAL

Esta misa se celebra unicamente en las catedrales y tiene
lugar por la mafiana. El obispo diocesano consagra los 6leos
y preside como celebrante principal. Es un rito hermoso e
impresionante, que ademas cuenta con un rico contenido
catequético. En ella tenemos al obispo, jefe de la Iglesia
local, rodeado por sacerdotes de todas las parroquias de su
didcesis y representantes de los religiosos. El obispo
concelebra con sus sacerdotes como sefial de unidad y
fraternidad, y es asistido por ellos en la consagracion de los
6leos. Los diaconos y otros ministros también estan
presentes y tienen parte activa en la celebracion.

Es altamente significativo que la consagracion de los 6leos
que han de usarse para los sacramentos tenga lugar en el
contexto de la eucaristia y en la proximidad de la pascua.
Los sacramentos reciben su significacion y eficacia del
misterio pascual de Cristo, que se renueva en cada celebracion
eucaristica, y con solemnidad especial el dia de pascua.

VIERNES SANTO

Hoy toda la Iglesia Catolica se une en penitencia, abstinencia
y ayuno para conmemorar la Pasion del Sefior. Entre las
actividades de este dia estan el Via Crucis, el Sermoén de las
Siete Palabras del Sefior Jesus en la Cruz; las procesiones
con la imagen de Cristo y de su Madre Dolorosa, entre otros.
Este dia la Iglesia no celebra la Eucaristia y ningun
sacramento, a excepcion de la Reconciliacion y de la
Uncion de los Enfermos. La celebracion liturgica conmemora
la Muerte del Sefor, se realiza también la celebracion de la
Palabra que concluye con la adoracion de la Cruz y con la
Comunion Eucaristica, consagradas el Jueves Santo. Hoy se
invita ademas a acompaiiar al final de la adoracion de la
cruz una pequeila conmemoracion de la Virgen Maria, la
Madre dolorosa, que estuvo a los pies de la Cruz.
(Recordamos o celebramos?
En el Viernes Santo celebramos la Pasion y Muerte de Jesucristo.
“ Celebramos la muerte de Jesus, quien ha muerto por cada
uno de nosotros y por toda la humanidad para reconciliarnos
con el padre”, sefiala el P. Donato Jiménez. En este dia se
conmemora el amor extremo de Cristo para rescatarnos.
SABADO SANTO
El sédbado santo es un dia muy especial de silencio contemplativo
y expectante ante la tumba abandonada del Sefior, si es que
nuestro corazon no esta velando en su compaiiia. Ese dia no
solo no hay Misa, sino que ninguna celebracion liturgica.
Incluso la Eucaristia como sacramento de la partida, solo
puede llevarse a los moribundos en forma de viatico, porque
sanos y enfermos esperamos la explosion jubilosa del universo
en la Resurreccion del Senor Jests, y recién después de ella,
entrado ya el domingo con la Vigilia Pascual, recibiremos el
sacramento del cuerpo resucitado del Senor. En esta
Augusta Vigilia, en que comienza a celebrarse el domingo
de Pascua de Resurreccion, culmina el Triduo. Nuevamente
la gloria de las vestiduras blancas. La Vigilia despunta con
el Fuego Nuevo que es Cristo Resucitado: La Liturgia de
la Luz. Se enciende el Cirio Pascual, que ilumina con la Luz
del Sefior toda nuestra vida, y que permanecera 50 dias con su
resplandor en el presbiterio, y del cual todos tomaremos su
claridad, y tomaran luego sus luces los que renazcan a la vida
de la gracia por el Bautismo, y los que se eleven a la vida de
la gloria al partir de este mundo temporal.
