Junior Beta Club Bylaws
Prattville Junior High School

Article I: Name
The name of this organization shall be the Junior Beta Club of Prattville Junior High School, affiliated with the National Beta Club. 

Article II: Purpose
The purpose of the Junior Beta Club is to: 
· Promote the ideals of academic achievement, character, leadership, and service
· Encourage students to become responsible and contributing members of society
· Provide opportunities for service to the school and community

Article III: Membership
Section 1: Eligibility
To be eligible for membership, a student must:
· Be enrolled in grades 7-8 at Prattville Junior High School
· Meet academic and behavior requirements outlined below

Section 2: Academic Requirements
· Maintain an overall average of 80 or higher in core academic subjects
· Academic eligibility will be reviewed at the end of each grading period

Section 3: Behavior and Character Requirements
Members must:
· Demonstrate good character, honesty, and respect toward others
· Have no major discipline infractions 
· Alternative School placement
· More than one ISS placement
· Receive teacher recommendations if required

Section 4: Selection Process
· Eligible students will be invited based on grades and behavior requirements
· Final selection will be determined by the Beta Club Sponsor(s) and/or Faculty Committee

Section 5: Membership Expectations
Members are expected to:
· Attend meetings regularly
· Participate in service projects and club activities
· Maintain academic and behavior standards
· Represent the school positively at all times

Article IV: Probation and Dismissal
Section 1: Probation
· Members who fall below academic or behavior standards will be placed on probation for one grading period
· Members who receive one ISS placement
· Members whose grades fall below 80 in a grading period
· During probation, the student must improve to meet requirements

Section 2: Dismissal
A member may be dismissed for:
· Continued academic deficiencies
· Serious or repeated behavior issues
· Members who received Alternative School
· Members who receive more than one ISS placement
· Failure to participate in required activities
Dismissal decisions will be made by the Sponsor(s) and administration and are final. 

Article V: Officers & Duties
Section 1: Officer Positions
The officers of the Junior Beta Club shall include:
· President (must be an 8th grader) – Leads meetings and represents the club
· Vice President (must be a 7th grader) – Assists the president and leads in their absence
· Secretary – Keeps records and meeting minutes
· Treasurer – Helps to manage funds
· Chaplain – Provides devotionals and guidance

Section 2: Elections
· Officers will be elected by members each year
· Candidates must be in good standing
· Voting procedures will be determined by the sponsor(s)

Article VI: Meetings
· Meetings will be held monthly
· Members are expected to attend and participate
· Absences should be communicated in advance when possible

Article VII: Service Requirements
· Members must complete 15 hours of service or projects per year
· Members must complete 10 hours before attending the state convention
· Service activities may include:
· School improvement projects
· Community service  
· Volunteer events
Article VIII: Dues
· Induction dues will be required in the amount of $30
· Dues for current members may be required in the amount of $15
· Dues will be used for:
· Membership fees
· Club Activities
· Supplies

Article IX: Discipline
· Members must follow all school rules and policies
· Misconduct may result in:
· Warning
· Probation
· Dismissal

Article X: Amendments
These bylaws may be amended by:
· A majority vote of club members
· Approval of the sponsor(s) and school administration

Article XI: Sponsorship
· The Junior Beta Club shall be supervised by a faculty sponsor or co-sponsors
· The sponsor(s) will:
· Oversee all activities
· Ensure compliance with school and Beta Club policies
· Make final decisions regarding membership and discipline
