Students must meet the following criteria- 
• Must be a U.S. citizen or Legal Permanent U.S. resident at the time of application. 
• graduate or receive a diploma between January 2024 and August of 2024, the current program 

year; 
• demonstrate outstanding scholarship by scoring exceptionally well on either the SAT of the 

College Board or the ACT of the American College Testing Program, based on tests taken during 
the three-year window that begins in September 2020 and runs through October of 2023. 

Students must exhibit strong leadership skills in both school and the community, and they must 
be able to communicate how they have overcome a challenge/hurdle.
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This will allow for administrative signatures, a quick application  review 
and the upload of your application to the state platform.
