THERE WILL BE NO BUS SWITCHING OR SELLING TICKETS TO OTHER STUDENTS.  NO EXCEPTIONS! When you pay, you will be assigned to a bus, and you must stay on that bus. Anyone caught trying to switch their buses will not go to Grad Nite.

2.
There shall be no alcohol, drugs, tobacco, vape pens, or other contraband allowed on the entire trip. Both males and females will be searched before entering the bus. Factory sealed snacks are allowed on the bus, but no beverages.  You will be given water on the trip to Disneyland and on the way back.

If you are caught committing any crime at the theme park, the following will happen:

                     a) Your parent or guardian will be notified that you have been given into the custody of the 
                          Police Department.


        b) Your parent or guardian will then become responsible for you.

                      c) You will be subject to the consequences at PVHS that are outlined Parent Handbook.

If you become sick or injured on the trip, you will be cared for by Disneyland health care providers.  If necessary, you will be transferred to the area hospital for care.  Your parents will be notified as soon as possible and will give guidance as to further steps.
5.         You must be in compliance with the school’s eligibility list in order to purchase a ticket. Failure to stay in good academic/behavior standing or owing fees could result in being removed from the list.

The dates to purchase tickets are January 27th – February 27th at 3pm or until Sold Out. THERE WILL BE NO EXTENSIONS AND NO EXCEPTIONS!

By signing this form, you agree to abide by the rules set forth by your bus chaperone as to the time of departure, behavior on the bus and to keep your bus clean by picking up your trash.

If you are found to be dressed inappropriately, then you will not be allowed on the bus.  You will NOT be given a refund for your payment.

DRESS CODE & CONDUCT RULES

	
	IMPORTANT!
Failure to follow the Dress Code or Conduct Rules may result in delayed admission and/or denial of admission to your Disneyland® Grad Nite event.

​Disney Cast Members have the right to refuse admission to anyone they deem not appropriately dressed during the event and not following these guidelines.
​
Grads must abide by all rules and regulations set forth by the trip chaperones, bus companies, Adventures America Tour Company, restaurants, Disneyland, California Adventure, etc. If any of these rules (partial listing below) are broken, the participant may be sent home at his/her own expense without refund. If a participant is sent home, the parent or legal guardian will be advised and the participant and parent/guardian will arrange for transportation home at their own expense.

DRESS CODE
All apparel must be in good condition (excessively ripped or torn jeans, shirts, etc. are prohibited) and extremely revealing clothing is not allowed.

Do not wear:
· Clothing or tattoos with obscene, lewd or offensive language, graphics or designs
· Clothing that could be construed as indecent, exposing excessive portions of skin that may be viewed as inappropriate for a family environment (e.g., string bikini tops and bottoms, G-strings, excessively torn clothing)
· Clothing or accessories that drag on the ground or create a potential tripping hazard.
· Costume, including masks and makeup that could be construed as part of a costume.
Disneyland® Resort Security has the right to refuse admission to anyone they deem inappropriately dressed, so play it safe. You do not want to be sitting outside Disneyland or being sent home while your friends are inside the park having fun!

Remember:
· It will be warm during the day, but may be cold in Anaheim at night.
· The party doesn’t stop until midnight — Dress accordingly and bring a light jacket.
· Don’t forget your sunscreen!
· Everyone and their belongings will be searched before entering the bus, PLUS Disneyland will be searching everyone and their belongings before entering the parks.
LEAVE THESE ITEMS AT HOME:
• Sharp or pointed accessories that may cause injury including spiked style jewelry or belts.
• Shoes with skate wheels, skateboards, and scooters are not allowed.
• Weapons or accessories that appear to be weapons (e.g. bullet belts).
• Weapons, knives, laser pointers or chemical irritants are not permitted. Students or chaperones not following this guideline will be dealt with at the discretion of the Orange County Sheriff’s Office.
• Alcohol, any controlled substance, and tobacco products (cigarettes, e-cigarettes, cigars, chewing tobacco, Juul, snuff, etc.) and related materials (lighters, matches, pipes, etc.) are not allowed and will be confiscated and not returned.
• Prescription medication — medical form must be completed for all prescription and over-the-counter medications. Over-the-counter medication must be in their original manufacturer sealed packages.
• Glass containers, with the exception of medicine bottles.
• Aerosol cans/bottles.

CONDUCT RULES:
Identification: All students must bring their current student ID and will be required to show their student ID at check, upon boarding the bus, and when otherwise asked.

Alcohol and Drugs: It is illegal for participant to be found in possession of or under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs. A participant found under the influence or in possession of alcohol and/or drugs will be immediately expelled from the trip without refund. Notification regarding prescription and over the counter drugs must be listed on the back of Medication Form and presented to the head chaperone one month prior to departure. (Note: A participant’s purse or belongings may be searched for alcohol and/or drugs at any time). There will be zero tolerance of illegal substances of any kind.

Participants must stay with their group at all times. Participants agree to appear at designated areas during check-in times. NO STUDENT WILL BE PERMITTED TO LEAVE ANY DISNEY PARKS PROPERTY. This action will cause automatic expulsion from the group trip. The parent/legal guardian will be responsible for arranging transportation for their student to get home at their expense.
Participants are responsible for being on time for all events, check-in times and departures. If students are excessively late for a departure (more than 10 minutes) they may be left and it will be their responsibility to provide transportation to the destination.
Any paid participant inviting or encouraging a non-paying person (or stowaway) to participate on the trip or enter any attraction with the group will lose his/her privilege to participate.

Unacceptable Conduct: Excessive rowdiness, fighting, damaging property, foul language, and any illegal act(s) including stealing, shoplifting, and not following chaperone rules. Participants are expected to act in a socially acceptable manner deemed normal by civilized society.
