Bulletin column September 18, 2022  ñFrom the Pastorò 

Dear parishioners, 

Our St. Michael Fall Festival is here! We rejoice at our 
opportunity to celebrate our parish community with 
thanksgiving for Godôs blessings to us. I want to thank all 
of our volunteers who have worked so hard to bring the 
Festival about, especially our leadership couple, Erika 
Avalos and Raul Torres. Many have put countless hours 
into seeking the donations that make our celebration    
possible, as well as all of those who have prepared food 
and will distribute it, as well as those who will be     
working on setup and cleanup, those who worked on the 
breakfast, and the many who have very successfully sold 
raffle tickets. If it doesnôt rain, two years removed from 
the vicissitudes of the height of the pandemic, we may be 
looking at a very successful festival this year! 

We are slowly gearing up for an even greater celebration 
ï St. Michaelôs 125th anniversary as a parish! We plan to 
celebrate the anniversary on the 16th of July of 2023, a 
Sunday. We do not necessarily envision this as a        
fund-raising opportunity, but rather as a celebration of 
those who have gone before us and the parish we have 
today. Archbishop Lucas already has it earmarked on his 
calendar. I would ask everyone to please mark your     
calendars now and plan any summer trips ï especially the 
long ones that many in our parish take ï around the     
anniversary celebration date so that you can be here. 
Hopefully ten months is enough notice! 

Last weekend, I informed the parish that we were going 
to be able to move forward next July continuing to have 
two priests assigned full-time to St. Michael Church. I 
have since found out that many details have yet to be 
ironed out in the planning for our Family of Parishes, but 
it appears that all likely scenarios will enable us at the 
least, as I announced, to maintain our current Mass 
schedule and not have to make any modifications to our 
church building. We will see how everything ends up 
precisely. I will keep everyone informed of any changes 
as we move toward the final plan.   

Jesus presents us in todayôs Gospel with one of His most 
difficult to understand parables, that of the dishonest 
steward. The steward has managed his masterôs accounts 
poorly and is going to lose his job. Somewhat              
humorously concerned about his future prospects, he 
goes to his masterôs debtors and reduces their debt 
amounts, likely writing off his own cut of the payments. 
The master surprisingly praises his stewardôs prudence, 
ñFor the children of this world are more prudent in     
dealing with their own generation than are the children of 
light.ò Jesus then explains the meaning of the parable: ñI 
tell, make friends for yourselves with dishonest wealth, 
so that when it fails, you will be welcomed into eternal 
dwellings.ò This saying, and Jesusô further comments, 
illuminate that He is teaching His disciples not to be     

attached to earthly wealth (ñYou cannot serve both God 
and mammonò ï that is, money), but rather to be           
generous to the poor here on earth, so that they may    
welcome us into the eternal dwellings of heaven.  

We speak sometimes in our faith about sins of omission. 
We also believe as Catholics, from the solid teachings of 
the Council of Trent, that we are saved by faith and 
works. Not only are we called upon to avoid certain    
negative moral absolutes like killing, stealing, and      
committing sins of the flesh, but there are some things 
which are so bad for us to fail to do that they can        
constitute a departure from the Fatherôs house like that of 
the Prodigal Son. Generosity to the poor is one of these. 
In your monthly budget, is some of your income reserved 
for generosity to the poor? We live in tough times of 
climbing inflation, but regardless, we are called to give 
some of what we have to those in need. For many in our 
parish, this involves sending money to family members 
in need in their countries of origin. This is not any sort of 
ñcheatingò against Godôs commands; as St. Paul teaches 
us, charity begins at home, and we must be mindful of 
the financial needs of our family members first and    
foremost. In any event, while we must be generous to the 
mission of the Church on both the parish and              
archdiocesan level, we must also set aside some of what 
we have for those in need. This is only possible for us 
when we have internalized our faith in Christ and Godôs 
love for us enough that we as Christians are clearly less 
attached to money and material goods than our worldly 
peers.  

Finally, we hear from St. Paul in his First Letter to     
Timothy that we ought to pray for our civil authorities. 
At St. Michaelôs, our petitions always begin with the 
three basic intentions we as Catholics are called upon to 
pray for at every Mass ï the Church, our civil leaders, 
and the needs of the poor. St. Paul indicates that our    
motives for praying for civil leaders is that ñwe may lead 
a quiet and tranquil life in all devotion and dignity,ò 
which ñis good and pleasing to God our savior, who wills 
everyone to be saved and to come to knowledge of the 
truth.ò Peace and just rule enable the living and spread of 
the Gospel. This is why we must as Americans            
continually seek to protect the rights to religious freedom 
that we enjoy in this country, so that we can continue to 
live our faith and share it with others. St. Paulôs words 
echoes Jesusô lessons to the older brother in the Prodigal 
Son story, that we may recognize Godôs love for all those 
who are not currently members of His household, the 
Church, that we may love them as brothers and sisters 
and welcome them to communion in Christ with us. May 
we always seek to reach out in mission to all those 
around us, seeking to expand Godôs house here in South 
Sioux City.
