AM Car Rider 
Procedures

● ALL drop-offs must be through the car rider line & not 
other building entrances

● Pull all the way forward until someone stops you
● Students must exit the vehicle on the right side
● Parents must stay in the car
● Drop off ends at 7:35 (the side road stops being used at 

7:32)
● Students dropped off after 7:35 must be walked in, & also 

signed in by a guardian if 7:40 or later
● Students cannot be dropped off in the parking lot & join 

the car rider line

Procedures

● CES uses QR codes for car riders. Have your child’s QR code ready 
when you enter the car rider line. This can be a picture of it on your 
phone. Please do not share the QR code with anyone who is not 
allowed to pick up your child. You’ll get the code at Open House.

● Parents will exit the car & come to their child’s designated spot (see 
map on next page)

● If you have more than one child, please have your older children 
meet your younger child where he/she exits the building & meet 
them there.

● Pick up ends at 2:45
● After 2:45, students will be sent to the After School Program 

($9/day)
