Lanyard with | All students will be issued one school identification badge on a lanyard. This must be worn around the
ID Badge/Card neck throughout the day. Lanyard colors vary by grade level: 6% green, 7t" red, 8t black. You must wear
the color for your grade level. Replacement lanyards with ID badge may be purchased for $5 from the
library. Many students purchase a “spare” to keep in book bag. All students who score level 4 on ACAP
will receive and wear a gold achievement lanyard.

PE Uniforms | The required shirts and shorts (and optional sweatshirts and sweatshirts) are available to purchase from
the P.E. Department. Students should bring tennis shoes for P.E. class. Each student will have a PE locker
to store items. PE sweatshirts can be worn at PE. No jewelry or artificial nails or nail tips allowed for
student safety. Clark sports team apparel may only be worn by current team members. See handbook for
more details.

Spirit Shirts Clark-Shaw spirit t-shirts may be worn on Fridays only. These will be available for purchase during Meet

the Teacher in August in the gym. Clark-Shaw club & organizations t-shirts may also be worn on Fridays.

Additional Info

Please refer to the school website or handbook for detailed explanations of the uniform policy. Students
are only allowed to wear uniforms purchased from Zoghby’s. Parents, DO NOT purchase pants, shirts,
jackets, etc. from other stores. Your child will not be allowed to wear them. Girls are not allowed to have
artificial fingernails or tips. Hairstyles for boys and girls are limited. No braids/dreads/hair longer than
waist length. ALL hair must be pulled out of the student’s face. All hair in a ponytail/ball for PE and
science lab. Jewelry, make-up, and headbands/ribbons also have certain requirements. Only school
colors: no gold clips, gold ribbon, or hair color that is not natural. Smart watches are not allowed. All
items mentioned are uniform violations. You are expected to read and uphold the detailed uniform
policy as explained in the Clark-Shaw handbook. This shopping list is not the full uniform policy.
