Grading Policy:  50% for Daily Work, 50% for Tests. There will be a minimum of 12 daily
grades and 2 test grades every six weeks. Tests will be done in 2 parts. Part 1 will be
multiple choice (similar to STAAR) and Part 2 will be computations. Daily Grades will
mostly consist of Google form assignments. These will be automatically graded and
have unlimited tries. Students will still have to turn in their scratch work to receive full
credit. Late Work Policy: Assignments are due the following day. One day late will result
in a loss of PAW time and a 20-point deduction. Day two of being late will result in a loss
of PAW time and a 40-point deduction. Assignments will not be accepted after 3:40 on
day 2. Retest Policy: You can request to retake a test if you score below 70. You must
attend at least one tutorial session during PAW time to correct your original test before
retaking any test. Both tests will be averaged for the new grade up to a 70.
