Senate Resolution 76 (SR 76), which passed on the 

floor of the KY State Senate, and House Citation 
29, which was passed on the floor of the House of 
Representatives, praised the efforts of school per-
sonnel in the impacted districts for their immediate 
actions to assist and ensure the safety of students 
and families. Superintendents, who have acknowl-
edged the many acts by school personnel acting of 
their own volition, were recognized for their leader-

ship and on behalf of their staff. 
Dawson Springs Schools were opened as a triage 

center and shelter in the immediate aftermath of the 
devastating tornado that hit Dawson Springs. The 
HS was then established as the center hub for the 

numerous donations made for recovery efforts.
