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Course Description:  The purpose of an AP course in microeconomics is to give students a thorough understanding of the principles of economics that apply to the function of individual decision makers, both consumers and producers, within the economic system.  It places primary emphasis on the nature and function of product markets, and includes the study of factor market and the role of government in promoting greater efficiency and equity in the economy.

Unit 3 – Costs of Production & Perfect Competition
Unit 4 – Imperfect Competition

Unit 7 – Macroeconomics and Personal Financial Literacy

Anticipated Classroom Format:  Students will engage in various learning activities daily.  Lecture, simulations, AP Classroom, Internet (ACDC Economics) and practice problems will all be utilized in an effort to prepare the student to be successful on the AP test and in mastering the concepts covered in class.  ATTENDANCE PLAYS A CRUCIAL ROLE IN THE SUCCESS IN THIS CLASS AND IS EXPECTED TO BE REGULAR.
Assessment/Evaluations/Required Student Products:  The typical assessment will consist of unit exams modeled after the AP exam, quizzes, and practice with released exam questions. Students will also be required to keep and maintain a notebook which will be filled with teacher made handouts and lecture notes.
