Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: December 17, 2023

Happy Sunday and Happy Advent! As we continue our reflections on Jesus Christ in relation to the
Creed, we are faced immediately with a dilemma: who is Jesus Christ? This question, which
demands a profoundly personal answer, is at the center of our Catholic Faith. To put it another
way: “Who do we say that Christ is” (Mt. 16:15)?

In the traditional approach to this question, there were always three options given: Christ is either a
liar, a lunatic, or Lord. All three of these options point in diverse directions, but only one of them
has a direct impact on our lives. For example:

1. If Christ is a liar, then his existence should mean nothing, and we are free to do as we
please. That said, this position leaves us without an explanation for his many miracles
(including the ones that still happen today) and healings.

2. If Christ is a lunatic, we can easily write him off and not worry about anything he said or did.
This position, however, leaves us without an explanation for the profound healings and
exorcisms done in his name by his followers even today.

3. If Christ is Lord, we cannot so easily write him off or consider him meaningless. If we choose
to believe that Christ is Lord, then his Lordship should have a direct impact on our lives and
choices.

The impact, however, should not leave us in a position in which we misunderstand our freedom in
relation to Christ as Lord. Christ does not come to take away human freedom. Instead, Christ
comes as Lord to invite us, as brothers and sisters in him, to surrender our own ego and self-will to
him so that he can save us through union with his will. And the great irony in all of this is the
following: it is only by surrendering our own human self-will to him that he will, in fact, give us
everything through union with himself. For example: if we hold onto our own will and our own
talents, then those will be the things that torment us when we lose everything in the end. But, if we
surrender ourselves to Christ daily, then we will find true life and everything we think we would
have lost will be granted to us 10-fold because we are surrendering to the Lord of Love.

This act of surrender, finally, has to take a concrete form in our lives, and it cannot be something
that we simply offer in prayer once and never again. It makes no sense to offer ourselves to the
Lord and then refuse to participate in the Sacraments if they are not convenient for us, or to refuse
to live a moral life because of an arrogant presumption of God’s mercy. This brings us to the key
point: what in our lives has yet to be brought into relationship with Christ as Lord? What sins and
wounds are we still holding onto? These are what need, truly, to meet Jesus, who comes as a
small child at Bethlehem for us.

iFeliz domingo y feliz Adviento! Al continuar nuestras reflexiones sobre Jesucristo en relacion con el Credo,
inmediatamente nos enfrentamos a un dilema: ¢ quién es Jesucristo? Esta pregunta, que exige una
respuesta profundamente personal, esta en el centro de nuestra fe catélica. Para decirlo de otra manera:
“¢ Quién decimos que es Cristo” (Mt. 16:15)?

En el enfoque tradicional de esta cuestion, siempre se ofrecian tres opciones: Cristo es un mentiroso, un
lunatico o el Senor. Las tres opciones apuntan en direcciones diferentes, pero sélo una de ellas tiene un
impacto directo en nuestras vidas. Por ejemplo:

1. Si Cristo es un mentiroso, entonces su existencia no deberia significar nada y nosotros somos
libres de hacer lo que queramos. Dicho esto, esta posicion nos deja sin explicacion de sus muchos
milagros (incluidos los que todavia ocurren hoy) y curaciones.

2. Si Cristo es un lunatico, podemos facilmente descartarlo y no preocuparnos por nada de lo que
dijo o hizo. Esta postura, sin embargo, nos deja sin explicacién de las profundas curaciones y
exorcismos realizados en su nombre por sus seguidores aun hoy.

3. Si Cristo es el Sefior, no podemos descartarlo tan facilmente o considerarlo sin significado.

Si elegimos creer que Cristo es el Sefior, entonces su Sefiorio deberia tener un impacto directo

en nuestras vidas y decisiones.

El impacto, sin embargo, no deberia dejarnos en una posicion en la que malinterpretemos nuestra libertad
en relacion con Cristo como Sefior. Cristo no viene a quitar la libertad humana. En cambio, Cristo viene
como Sefior para invitarnos, como hermanos y hermanas en él, a entregarle nuestro propio ego y voluntad
propia para que pueda salvarnos mediante la union con su voluntad. Y la gran ironia de todo esto es la
siguiente: sélo entregandole nuestra propia voluntad humana podra, de hecho, darnos todo a través de la
unién con él mismo. Por ejemplo: si nos aferramos a nuestra propia voluntad y a nuestros propios talentos,
entonces esas seran las cosas que nos atormentaran cuando al final lo perdamos todo. Pero, si nos
entregamos a Cristo diariamente, entonces encontraremos la vida verdadera y todo lo que pensamos que
hubiéramos perdido nos sera concedido multiplicado por 10 porque nos estamos entregando al Sefior del
Amor.

Este acto de entrega, finalmente, tiene que tomar una forma concreta en nuestras vidas, y no puede ser
algo que simplemente ofrecemos en oracién una vez y nunca mas. No tiene sentido ofrecernos al Sefior y
luego negarnos a participar de los Sacramentos si no nos convienen, 0 negarnos a vivir una vida moral por
una presuncion arrogante de la misericordia de Dios. Esto nos lleva al punto clave: ;Qué en nuestras vidas
aun no se ha puesto en relacion con Cristo como Sefior? A qué pecados y heridas todavia nos
aferramos? Estos son los que necesitamos, verdaderamente, para encontrarnos con Jesus, que viene
como un nifo pequeio a Belén por nosotros.
