Bulletin column January 1, 2023 “From the Pastor”

Dear parishioners,

This weekend we move into Ordinary Time, the Church
season of numbered weeks outside of the seasons of
Advent, Christmas, Lent, and Easter. Our Gospel readings
during Ordinary Time generally focus less on the various
mysteries of Jesus’ life and more on His teaching and
ministry. As a priest, this is exciting to me, as Jesus ought
to be the model and example for priestly ministry.

Our first reading, from the book of prophet Isaiah, is
perfect to inaugurate the exploration of Jesus’ ministry,
because it prophesies Jesus’ ministry. The speaker in the
prophetic reading says, “The Lord said to me: You are My
servant Israel, through whom I show My glory.” Israel, of
course, is a people, the descendants of Jacob, also known
as Israel. The speaker seems to be a representative or
model of the people. However, the speaker continues,
“Now the Lord has spoken who formed Me as His servant
from the womb, that Jacob may be brought back to Him
and I am made glorious in the sight of the Lord, and My
God is now My strength!” So the speaker is someone who
ministers to the people of Israel, with a mission to gather
them back to the Lord, and receiving glory and strength
from God for that mission.

However, in our Gospel, which comes from St. John
instead of the usual St. Matthew for Year A of our Sunday
cycle, we hear an even greater testimony. St. John the
Baptist sees Jesus approaching and tells his disciples,
“Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the
world.” This is such a succinct and beautiful description
of who Jesus is that it has entered into our Eucharistic
liturgy in our preparations to receive Communion. The
Jewish people, in their celebration of Passover, would
sacrifice a lamb and eat its flesh to renew their covenant
with God in remembrance of how He delivered them from
slavery through the blood of sacrificial lambs which
protected them during the plague upon the first-born. Now
God is providing a Lamb to be sacrificed once for all, to
take away the sin of the world. His sacrifice will forgive
all of the sins of those who believe in Him.

And that Lamb is God’s only Son. St. John the Baptist
explains that Jesus “ranks ahead of me, because He
existed before me.” It may surprise us that John says he
didn’t know Jesus prior to the Spirit descending upon Him
in His baptism, but he most likely means that, although we
know from St. Matthew’s Gospel that he knew that Jesus
was important and holy, he didn’t know that Jesus was the
Son of God prior to this heavenly testimony at the
baptism.

The Church teaches that Jesus’ acceptance of baptism is
of course not John’s symbolic baptism for the forgiveness
of sins (Jesus being without sin!), but rather a gesture of
acceptance of the Father’s mission for Him — the mission
to be the Lamb of God who will give His life on the cross.

His baptism is thus linked to His cross, and changes the
meaning of baptism for us, making it the sacrament that it
is. As St. Paul teaches us, when we are baptized, we are
baptized into Jesus’ death so as to share in His
resurrection. We come to hear spiritually the words the
Father says to Jesus at His baptism — “This is My beloved
Son, in whom I am well pleased.” We become children of
God by participating in Jesus’ loving sacrifice.

St. Paul tells u in the second reading from the First Letter
to the Corinthians that we “have been sanctified in Christ
Jesus, called to be holy.” The word holy means “of God,”
or belonging to God, and St. John the Evangelist teaches
us in his first letter that God is love. Being holy means
that we love God and love our neighbor. Jesus taught us
that we were to love one another as He has loved us. We
are not necessarily called to die for one another, but we
are called upon to die to our selfishness and to be loving
to each other to that same depth, forgiving one another,
bearing each other’s burdens, and maintaining goodwill
even toward those who have hurt us. May we all
remember how we have been consecrated to God in our
baptisms into Jesus Christ, and seek to live according to
His Spirit, loving God and our neighbor throughout our
earthly lives so as to come ultimately to reign with Jesus
forever in heaven.

This weekend, on Saturday afternoon, we hosted the
funeral of archdiocesan priest Fr. Frank Parrinello, whose
family lived in Sioux City. Fr. Parrinello was ordained in
2000 as something of a later life vocation. He was granted
a leave of absence from archdiocesan ministry in 2005 to
discern membership in the Priestly Fraternity of St. Peter
(FSSP), who are dedicated to the preservation of the
Traditional Latin Mass, serving in various parishes
throughout the United States. Most recently, he had been
working as a counselor in Omaha. He died suddenly of a
heart attack last Sunday in Sioux City. His funeral Mass
here was a Traditional Latin Mass done with permission
from Abp. Lucas by an FSSP priest who serves in Omaha.

It warms my heart that we were able to host this Mass for
a priest of the Archdiocese, particularly for the sake of his
aged father, who would have been hard-pressed to make it
to services in Omaha. I am also grateful to Abp. Lucas for
giving the permission for a Traditional Latin Mass to be
said for his funeral, as both he and his family had great
devotion to the older form. I had always hoped during my
time here at St. Michael’s to learn how to say the
Traditional Latin Mass so as to provide it at our monthly
vigil of the Two Hearts, but Pope Francis’s motu propio
Traditionis custodes in 2021 greatly reduced the
permissions for most priest to say the Traditional Latin
Mass in parishes .Perhaps these restrictions will be
reversed in years to come.

Columna del boletin 1 de Enero del 2023 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

Este fin de semana pasamos al Tiempo Ordinario, la
temporada de la Iglesia de semanas numeradas fuera de las
temporadas de Adviento, Navidad, Cuaresma y Pascua.
Nuestras lecturas del Evangelio durante el Tiempo
Ordinario generalmente se enfocan menos en los diversos
misterios de la vida de Jesis y més en Su ensefianza y
ministerio. Como sacerdote, esto me emociona, ya que Jesus
debe ser el modelo y el ejemplo para el ministerio
sacerdotal.

Nuestra primera lectura, del libro del profeta Isaias, es
perfecta para inaugurar la exploracion del ministerio de
Jests, porque profetiza el ministerio de Jesus. El orador en
la lectura profética dice: “El Sefior me dijo: "Tu eres mi
siervo, Israel; en ti manifestaré mi gloria".”. Israel, por
supuesto, es un pueblo, los descendientes de Jacob, también
conocido como Israel. El hablante parece ser un
representante o modelo del pueblo. Sin embargo, el orador
continiia: “jAhora habla el Sefior, el que me form6 desde el
seno materno, para que fuera su servidor, para hacer que
Jacob volviera a €l y congregar a Israel en torno suyo —tanto
asi me honr¢ el Sefior y mi Dios fue mi fuerza—.” Entonces,
el orador es alguien que ministra al pueblo de Israel, con la
mision de reunirlos de regreso al Sefior, y recibir la gloria y
la fuerza de Dios para esa mision.

Sin embargo, en nuestro Evangelio, que proviene de San
Juan en lugar del habitual San Mateo para el Afio A de
nuestro ciclo dominical, escuchamos un testimonio aun
mayor. San Juan Bautista ve a Jesus acercandose y les dice a
sus discipulos: “He aqui el Cordero de Dios, que quita el
pecado del mundo”. Esta es una descripcion tan resumida y
hermosa de quién es Jesus que ha entrado en nuestra liturgia
eucaristica en nuestra preparacion para recibir la Comunion.
El pueblo judio, en su celebracion de la Pascua, sacrificaba
un cordero y comia su carne para renovar su alianza con
Dios en recuerdo de cémo El los libré de la esclavitud a
través de la sangre de los corderos sacrificados que los
protegieron durante la plaga sobre los primogénitos. Ahora
Dios esta proporcionando un Cordero para ser sacrificado
una vez por todas, para quitar el pecado del mundo. Su
sacrificio perdonara todos los pecados de aquellos que creen
en EL

Y ese Cordero es el tnico Hijo de Dios. San Juan Bautista
explica que Jesus “esta delante de mi, porque existio antes
que yo”. Puede que nos sorprenda que Juan diga que no
conocia a Jesus antes de que el Espiritu descendiera sobre El
en su bautismo, pero lo mas probable es que quiera decir
que, aunque sabemos por el Evangelio de San Mateo que ¢l
sabia que Jesus era importante y santo, ¢l no sabia que Jests
era el Hijo de Dios antes de este testimonio celestial en el
bautismo.

La Iglesia ensefia que la aceptacion del bautismo por parte
de Jesus no es, por supuesto, el bautismo simbolico de Juan
para el perdon de los pecados (jJests sin pecado!), sino mas

bien un gesto de aceptacion de la mision del Padre para El:
la misién de ser el Cordero de Dios. que dara su vida en la
cruz. Su bautismo estd asi vinculado a su cruz, y cambia el
significado del bautismo para nosotros, convirtiéndolo en el
sacramento que es. Como nos ensefia San Pablo, cuando
somos bautizados, somos bautizados en la muerte de Jesus
para compartir Su resurreccion. Llegamos a escuchar
espiritualmente las palabras que el Padre le dice a Jests en
Su bautismo: “Este es mi Hijo amado, en quien tengo
complacencia”. Nos convertimos en hijos de Dios al
participar en el sacrificio amoroso de Jesus.

San Pablo nos dice en la segunda lectura de la Primera Carta
a los Corintios que “hemos sido santificados en Cristo Jesus,
llamados a ser santos”. La palabra santo significa “de Dios”,
o perteneciente a Dios, y San Juan Evangelista nos ensefa
en su primera carta que Dios es amor. Ser santo significa
que amamos a Dios y amamos a nuestro projimo. Jesus nos
ensend que debemos amarnos unos a otros como El nos ha
amado. No estamos necesariamente llamados a morir unos
por otros, pero estamos llamados a morir a nuestro egoismo
y a amarnos unos a otros con la misma profundidad,
perdonandonos unos a otros, llevando las cargas de los
demds y manteniendo la buena voluntad incluso hacia
aquellos que nos han lastimado. Que todos recordemos
cémo hemos sido consagrados a Dios en nuestro bautismo
en Jesucristo, y busquemos vivir de acuerdo con Su
Espiritu, amando a Dios y a nuestro préjimo a lo largo de
nuestra vida terrenal para llegar finalmente a reinar con
Jesus para siempre en el cielo.

Este fin de semana, el sabado por la tarde, organizamos el
funeral del sacerdote arquidiocesano, el Padre Frank
Parrinello, cuya familia vivia en Sioux City. Padre
Parrinello fue ordenado en 2000 como una vocacion que
tuvo mas tarde en su vida. Se le concedidé un permiso de
ausencia del ministerio arquidiocesano en 2005 para
discernir la membresia en la Fraternidad Sacerdotal de San
Pedro (FSSP), que se dedican a la preservacion de la Misa
Tradicional en Latin, sirviendo en varias parroquias a lo
largo de los Estados Unidos. Més recientemente, habia
estado trabajando como consejero en Omaha. Muri6
repentinamente de un infarto el pasado domingo en Sioux
City. Su misa finebre aqui fue una misa en latin tradicional
realizada con el permiso de Arz.

Me alegra el corazon que pudimos organizar esta Misa para un
sacerdote de la Arquidiocesis, particularmente por el bien de
su anciano padre, quien habria tenido dificultades para asistir a
los servicios en Omaha. También estoy agradecido con el
Arz. Lucas por dar permiso para que se dijera una Misa
Tradicional en Latin para su funeral, ya que tanto ¢l como su
familia tenian una gran devocidn por la forma mas antigua de
la celebracion.
