PARENTAL AGREEMENT FOR HOSPITAL/HOMEBOUND INSTRUCTION IN AVOYELLES
1. A regular, daily program of study and preparation of lessons is required of each pupil.  

The amount of time will vary with the condition and needs of the child.  This is to be determined by the IEP placement committee.

2. Before the visit of the teacher, the child should have any necessary nursing care done.  

The child should have hands and face washed.  If the child is not bedridden, the child should be dressed.

3. A desk or table and chairs should be ready for the child and teacher.  If the child is 

bedridden, a definite place, near the bed, should be arranged for teaching materials.  A chair should be available when the teacher enters.

4. A responsible adult MUST be present in the home during the teaching period.

5. The student and the teacher should be alone during the instructional period.

6.
The teacher will give the parent a telephone number so that the parent may notify the 

teacher, before the visit to the home.  This is in case the student is not well and the visit must be cancelled.
