-Karagen, 2016 Graduate 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Program Description: 

This is a 1500-hour program offered to tenth, eleventh and twelfth grade students 

along with adults.  Adult students return for a seven-hour day to finish the 

program. The program includes hair shaping, scalp treatments, styling, coloring, 

chemical texturizing, hair additions, extensions and wiggery. Students will be 

trained in nail/pedicure services and enhancements, facials, hair removal, hygiene, 

patron protection, sanitation, customer relations, sales, and salon business and 

management.  

VISIONS, a full service salon is managed and ran by the students under the direct 

supervision of a licensed instructor and is open to the public. The curriculum is 

based on the requirements from the State Board of Cosmetology. Therefore, 

students are prepared to pass the State Board Test and earn the Michigan State 

Board of Cosmetology License. Once licensed, the student will be afforded the 

many opportunities licensure has to offer: working in a salon or spa, as make-up artist, as a skin care specialist, as a photo or movie 

stylist, image consultant, celebrity stylist, brand educator, platform artist, stage work, sales consultant, cosmetology instructor, or 

choose to continue their education.
