PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

JOB DESCRIPTION 
Bearing in mind that Student Ambassadors serve as an essential component to Murphy High School’s Public 
Relations effort, several responsibilities are placed on the Student Ambassador. The Murphy Ambassadors, a 
20-member group sponsored by Murphy High School Academies, work closely with alumni, school 
administration, and community groups to promote Murphy. As official ambassadors of the school, this group is 
available to assist with event hosting responsibilities. This elite group is trained to host VIP’s and is 
knowledgeable about Murphy’s school history. Ambassadors also will provide campus tours and welcome 
alumni and guests to Murphy High School.

events
