Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: July 20, 2025

Happy Sunday! As we continue our reflections on the Sacraments, we will spend this reflection
understanding the Matter and Form of the Sacrament (the Chrism and Words) and then look at
the Gifts of the Holy Spirit.

First, Confirmation is ordinarily administered by the local bishop. The Ritual itself involves three
key elements:

1. The prayer over those to be confirmed

2. The use of the Oil of Chrism

3. The words, “N., be sealed with the gift of the Holy Spirit.”
The imagery here is meant to teach us the following: the bishop, as the successor to the
apostles, invokes the same Holy Spirit that was poured out at Pentecost and asks that this gift
be shared with those to be confirmed. He then uses the Qil of Chrism, which is made every
year during Holy Week, as a sign and in order to “seal” (Chrism is used to seal in the grace of
God) the person with the Holy Spirit. Finally, he uses the name of the Confirmation saint the
person has chosen and prays that they would be sealed by the Holy Spirit under that name
and intercession.

This reception of the Sacrament, then, brings about an in-filling of the Holy Spirit that increases
the presence of God and the Gifts of the Holy Spirit in our lives. The Gifts of the Holy Spirit are
as follows:

1. Wisdom: the gift of making judgments about situations in our lives according to the

Divine Truth of God’s desire for us.
2. Understanding: the qift of being able to perceive situations on a deeper level and see
a greater part of the picture as God himself does.

3. Counsel: the gift of being directed by God and allowing his inspiration in our minds
and hearts to move us in the direction he sees fit.
Fortitude: the gift of the necessary strength to overcome evil and temptation and
stand for the Truth of God’s Love and God'’s Law.
Knowledge: the gift of knowing the Law of God and the Teachings of the Faith so well
so as to make correct judgements about the moral life.
Piety: the qift of loving and adoring God and always being reverent in his presence
out of gratitude and love for him. As an interesting aside, heresy and heretics (those
that teach things contrary to the Faith) hate piety the most and often seek to destroy it
by teaching people to move away from traditional Catholic practices such as the
Rosary, Stations of the Cross, etc..
. Fear of the Lord: the gift of being in awe of God. Note that this is not fear in the sense

of terror, but it is fear in the sense of being afraid to offend him.

Congratulations te Jese Luis Guzman on his XXV diacenate erdination

Deacon Jose Luis Guzman and his wife Mireya have been married for 46 years. They have two daughters, Veronica
and Jesse.
José Luis recalls that he and his wife Mireya were the first Hispanic extraordinary ministers of the Eucharist in this
parish. During this service, some priests and a preacher from another city asked him if he had ever considered serving
the Lord as a deacon. Upon hearing this, José¢ Luis was surprised, as he had never considered this idea in his life.
José Luis felt the call to the diaconate during a retreat of the Cursillo movement. After this retreat, seven more years
passed during which José Luis was discerning the call before he decided to say yes to the Lord.
José Luis says that his response to God's call to the deaconship was in gratitude for a miracle they received through
their youngest daughter.
It was Father David Lewier who wrote the letter of recommendation for his admission to the Diaconate.
José Luis wasn't optimistic about being accepted because he knew the classes would be in English, and he wasn't very
fluent in it. He also knew that his academic qualifications could be an obstacle, as he had only completed a few years
of secondary school in Mexico.
However, God had other plans, and José Luis received the letter of acceptance. For three years, he took formation
classes, traveling to Norfolk with his wife, every Tuesday from 7:00-10:00 pm, and one Saturday a month from 10:00
am-3:00 pm.
José Luis was ordained a deacon on October 10, 1999, by Archbishop Emeritus Francis Elder Curtis. Jos¢ Luis says he
was the first Hispanic deacon in the Archdiocese of Omaha to be ordained.
Some of the deacon's duties include administering certain sacraments, such as baptism and marriage. Despite all
the challenges he has endured, José Luis says he truly enjoys his diaconate, especially administering the sacraments,
celebrating the Liturgy of the Word (Mondays at 6:00 pm), bringing the Eucharist to the sick, visiting homes and
hospitals, and participating in Confirmation Masses. While serving, he says, "I feel in God's hands. I feel as if God is
using me as an instrument."
On behalf of the community of St. Michael Parish, we want to thank him for his 25 years of service as a deacon to this
community and express our gratitude for all his work and dedication to serving God.
May God continue to bless his ministry and shower his family with blessings.

Sin embargo, Dios tenia otros planes y José Luis recibi6 la carta de aceptacion y fue asi fue como durante tres afios,
tomo clases de formacion viajando a Norfolk en compaiiia de su esposa, todos los martes de las 7-10:00 pm y un
sabado al mes de las 10:00 am -3:00 pm.
José Luis fue ordenado diacono el 10 de octubre de 1999 por el Arzobispo Emérito Francis Elder Curtis. José Luis
dice que fue el primer diacono hispano ordenado en la Arquidiocesis de Omaha.

iFeliz domingo! Continuando con nuestras reflexiones sobre los Sacramentos, dedicaremos
esta reflexidon a comprender la Materia y la Forma del Sacramento (el Crisma y las Palabras)
y luego a analizar los Dones del Espiritu Santo.

Primero, la Confirmacién es administrada ordinariamente por el obispo local. El Ritual en si
consta de tres elementos clave:

1. La oracién sobre los que seran confirmados

2. El uso del Oleo Crismal

3. Las palabras: «N., recibe el don del Espiritu Santo por su sello».
Esta imagen nos ensefa lo siguiente: el obispo, como sucesor de los apostoles, invoca el
mismo Espiritu Santo que fue derramado en Pentecostés y pide que este don se comparta
con los que seran confirmados. Luego, usa el Oleo Crismal, que se elabora cada afo
durante la Semana Santa, como signo y para «sellar» (el Crisma se usa para sellar la gracia
de Dios) a la persona con el Espiritu Santo. Finalmente, usa el nombre del santo de
Confirmacion que la persona ha elegido y ora para que sea sellado por el Espiritu Santo
bajo ese nombre e intercesion.

Esta recepcion del Sacramento, entonces, produce una llenura del Espiritu Santo que
aumenta la presencia de Dios y sus dones en nuestras vidas. Los dones del Espiritu Santo
son los siguientes:
1. Sabiduria: el don de juzgar las situaciones de nuestra vida segun la Verdad Divina
del deseo de Dios para nosotros.
2. Entendimiento: el don de poder percibir las situaciones a un nivel mas profundo y
ver una mayor perspectiva como Dios mismo las ve.
3. Consejo: el don de ser guiados por Dios y permitir que su inspiracion en nuestras
mentes y corazones nos lleve en la direccion que él considere conveniente.

4. Fortaleza: el don de la fuerza necesaria para vencer el mal y la tentacion y

defender la Verdad del Amor de Dios y la Ley de Dios.

Ciencia: el don de conocer la Ley de Dios y las Ensefianzas de la Fe a fondo para

poder emitir juicios correctos sobre la vida moral.

6. Piedad: el don de amar y adorar a Dios y ser siempre reverente en su presencia
por gratitud y amor hacia él. Como dato interesante, la herejia y los herejes
(aquellos que ensefan cosas contrarias a la fe) son quienes mas odian la piedad y
a menudo buscan destruirla ensefiando a la gente a alejarse de las practicas
catdlicas tradicionales como el Rosario, el Via Crucis, etc.

7. Temor de Dios: el don de sentir temor reverencial ante Dios. Cabe destacar que
esto no se refiere al miedo en el sentido de terror, sino al miedo en el sentido de
temer ofenderlo.
