HEALTH AND WELFARE SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Agreement is entered into this 24™ day of March, 2021 by and between the Board of Education of
the Bridgehampton Union Free School District (hereinafter “PROVIDER™), having its principal place of
business for the purpose of this Agreement at PO Box 3021, 2685 Montauk Highway, Bridgehampton, NY
11932 and the Board of Education of the East Hampton Union Free School District (hereinafter “SENDER™),
having its principal place of business for the purpose of this Agreement at 4 Long Lane, East Hampton, NY
11937.

WHEREAS, PROVIDER and SENDER are authorized pursuant to Section 912 of the Education Law, to
enter into a contract with SENDER for the purpose of having PROVIDER provide health and welfare services
to children residing in SENDER and attending a non-public school located in PROVIDER,

WHEREAS, certain students who are residents of SENDER are attending non-public schools located in
PROVIDER,

WHEREAS, PROVIDER has received a request(s) from said non-public schools for the provision of
health and welfare services to the aforementioned students,

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained in this
Agreement, the parties hereby mutually agree as follows:

1. The term of this Agreement shall be from September 14, 2020 through June 25, 2021 inclusive.

2. PROVIDER warrants that the health and welfare services will be provided by licensed health care
providers. PROVIDER further represents that such services shall be performed by health care providers
that are licensed under the laws of the State of New York, including New York State Department of
Health and the State Education Department licensing requirements, if applicable. PROVIDER further
represents that such services will be in accordance with all applicable provisions of Federal, State, and
local laws, rules, and regulations, including Section 912 of the Education Law, and the student's IEP, if
applicable. PROVIDER shall certify that all service providers possess documentation evidencing such
license qualifications as required by Federal, State, and local laws, rules, regulations and orders.

3. PROVIDER understands and agrees that it will comply and is responsible for complying with all
applicable Federal, State, and local laws, rules, and regulations with respect to the services provided
pursuant to this Agreement.

It is the mission of the Bridgehampion School to inspire lifelong intellectual curiosity and respectful individual expression by reaching
beyond our school community and teaching all students the essential skills to actively participate in the global community and to
flourish in the 21° Century.
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The services provided by PROVIDER shall be consistent with the services available to students
attending public schools within the PROVIDER School District; and may include, but are not limited to:

a. annual medical inspection, school nursing services, examination for employment certificates,
notification of parents regarding defects and follow-up, instructions for the first aid care for
school emergencies;

b. the party of the second part will also furnish the following equipment to be used in providing
such services if requested by the authorities in charge of the non-public school: scales, vision and
hearing testing devices, health record forms, first aid supplies.

It is expressly understood and agreed between the parties that the services to be provided pursuant to
this Agreement shall not include any teaching services.

In exchange for the provision of health and welfare services pursuant to this Agreement, SENDER
agrees to pay PROVIDER the sum of § 1,213.15 per eligible pupil for the 2020-21 school year.

SENDER shall pay PROVIDER within thirty (30) days of SENDER’s receipt of a detailed written
invoice from PROVIDER. Said invoice shall specify the services provided, dates that the invoice covers,
and the total amount due for the period specified.

If, during the term of this Agreement, a student becomes eligible to receive services pursuant to this
Agreement, PROVIDER shall undertake to provide services pursuant to this Agreement, and the amount
of compensation owed by SENDER shall be prorated accordingly to accurately reflect the period of time
services were provided to the student.

If, during the term of this Agreement, a student ceases to be eligible to receive services pursuant to this
Agreement, PROVIDER shall no longer be responsible for providing services to that student pursuant to
this Agreement, and the amount of compensation owed by SENDER shall be prorated accordingly to
accurately reflect the period of time services were provided to the student.

PROVIDER shall furnish any supplies or equipment necessary to provide the services pursuant to this
Agreement to the extent such items are not provided by the non-public school.

Both parties agree to provide the State access to all relevant records which the State requires to
determine either PROVIDER’s or SENDER’s compliance with applicable Federal, State, or local laws,
rules, or regulations with respect to provision of services pursuant to this Agreement. Both parties agree
to retain all materials and records relevant to the execution or performance of their obligations pursuant
to this Agreement accordance with the record retention requirements for such materials and records.

Both parties to this Agreement understand that they may receive and/or come into contact with protected
health information as defined by the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996
(HIPAA). The parties hereby acknowledge their respective responsibilities pursuant to HIPAA and shall
comply with said Regulations, if applicable.

Both parties, their employees, and/or agents agree that all information obtained in connection with the
services performed pursuant to this Agreement is deemed confidential information. Both parties, their
employees, and/or agents shall not use, publish, discuss, disclose or communicate the contents of such
information, directly or indirectly with third parties, except as provided for in this Agreement. Both
parties further agree that any information received by either party's employecs and/or agents in
connection with this Agreement which concerns the personal, financial, or other affairs of the parties,
their employees, agents, and/or students will be treated as confidential and will not be revealed to any
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other persons, firms, organizations, or third parties. In addition, both parties agree that information
concerning any student covered by the terms of this Agreement shall not be released except as provided
for by applicable law, rule, or regulation, including but not limited to the Family Educational Rights and
Privacy Act (FERPA).

Services provided pursuant to this Agreement shall be provided without regard to race, creed, color, sex,
sexual orientation, national origin, religion, age, disability, or sponsorship.

All notices which are required or permitted under this Agreement shall be in writing, and shall be
deemed to have been given if delivered personally or sent by registered or certified mail, addressed as
follows:

WHEREAS, Education Law, section 1950(4) (k), as amended by Chapter 263 of the
Laws of 2005, provides that a board of cooperative educational services ("BOCES")
has the power and duty to establish an internal audit function;

WHEREAS, Education Law, section 2116-b, as added by Chapter 263 of the Laws of
2005, directs that each school district establish an internal audit function to include,
among other things, the development of risk assessment of district operations, a
review of financial policies and procedures; the testing and evaluation of district
internal controls; and an annual review of risk assessment;

WHEREAS, Education Law, section 2116-b authorizes school districts to use inter-
municipal agreements to fulfill the internal audit function provided that such function
comply with regulations of the Commissioner of Education and meet professional
auditing standards;

WHEREAS, General Municipal Law, Article 5-G authorizes the District and Questar |l
to enter into an inter-municipal agreement to carry out any function or responsibility
each has authority to undertake alone;

WHEREAS, QUESTAR Il has established an internal audit function and appointed an
internal auditor who will provide internal audit functions for QUESTAR Il and is ready,
willing and able to provide such functions for school districts as may be agreed upon;

WHEREAS, District is desirous of establishing an internal audit function and has
determined that QUESTAR Il can provide DISTRICT with professional expertise for
such purpose; and

WHEREAS, DISTRICT has undertaken a reasonable review of the cost of obtaining
professional audit services and has determined that obtaining such services through
QUESTAR Il will afford best value to the DISTRICT.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein given, and
other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed as follows:



. TERM. The term of this AGREEMENT shall begin on 07/01/2021 and extend
for, through and including 06/30/2022.

. WORK. QUESTAR IIl shall perform for DISTRICT the services described in
Appendix A (SCOPE OF WORK). QUESTAR Ill shall undertake such WORK
in accordance with generally accepted professional practices and applicable
regulations of the Commissioner of Education. WORK shall take place at
mutually agreeable dates and times.

. EQUIPMENT AND OTHER RESOURCES. Unless otherwise provided in the
SCOPE OF WORK, DISTRICT shall provide ali of the equipment, supplies, and
any other resources required to complete the WORK.

. COMPENSATION. QUESTAR Il shall be compensated for the WORK as
provided in Appendix B, "SCHEDULE OF FEES." Unless otherwise provided
in Appendix B, QUESTAR III's fee shall be all inclusive.

. PAYMENT. Payment for the WORK provided pursuant to this AGREEMENT
is dependent upon the satisfactory completion of the WORK and faithful
compliance with the terms and conditions of the AGREEMENT by QUESTAR
i.

. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. QUESTAR I|ll agrees io provide such
WORK to DISTRICT as an independent contractor. It is mutually agreed that
for purposes of providing this WORK, any employee or contracter of QUESTAR
Ill shall not be an employee of DISTRICT, and shall neither hold himself/herself
out nor claim to be an officer, employee, agent or representative of DISTRICT
nor make any claim, demand or application to or for any right based upcn any
different status.

. LIMITS ON COMPENSATION. QUESTAR Il agrees that neither it nor any
employee or contractor of it are entitled to participate in any benefit plan
provided to the employees of DISTRICT; Worker's Compensation through
DISTRICT; unemployment insurance benefits through DISTRICT,; nor any
other benefit, right and/or privilege available to employees of DISTRICT.

. INDEMNIFICATION. DISTRICT is responsible for establishing and
maintaining internal controls for its financial operations. Questar Il shall not
indemnify District for theft, loss, unauthorized use or disposition of assets, or
failure to comply with law or regulations on the part of District's employees,
regardless of whether such theft, loss, unauthorized use or disposition of
assets, or failure to comply with law or regulations occurs before, during, or
after completion of the WORK, and District shall not indemnify Questar Il for
theft, loss, unauthorized use or disposition of assets, or failure to comply with
law or regulations on the part of Questar llI's employees under any
circumstances.




9. AVAILABILITY OF INFORMATION, RECORDS AND PERSONNEL.
DISTRICT shall be responsible for making all financial records, related
information and relevant personnel available to Questar |ll as may be
necessary for Questar [l to complete WORK. DISTRICT is responsible for the
accuracy and completeness of any such information. DISTRICT acknowledges
that Questar Il will not perform a detailed examination of all transactions and
that there is a risk that material misstatements, illegal acts, or noncompliance
may exist and not be detected during WORK. The internal audit shall preserve
the confidentiality of all DISTRICT information and/or records unless otherwise
required by law.

10. REPORTING RESPONSIBILITIES. Internal auditors assigned to perform
WORK for DISTRICT shall report directly to the Board of Education of
DISTRICT. The PARTIES agree that such internal auditors shall have suitable
gualifications that allow him or her to undertake internal audit functions, as
directed by DISTRICT'S Board of Education, in accordance with generally
accepted professional practices and applicable regulations of the
Commissioner of Education.

11. SUBCONTRACTS. QUESTAR Il shall not enter into subcontracts for the
performance of work pursuant to this AGREEMENT unless such
subcontractors are approved by DISTRICT before the WORK is started.

12. NON-ASSIGNMENT. This AGREEMENT may not be assigned by either
PARTY or its right, title or interest therein assigned, transferred, conveyed or
otherwise disposed of without the previous consent, in writing, of the OTHER
PARTY and any attempt to assign the contract without such written consent
will be null and void.

13. DISPUTE RESOLUTION. In the event either PARTY has a dispute relating to
the execution of WORK or compensation for WORK, including but not limited
to the applicability of professional standards for such WORK, it shall provide
written notice to the other PARTY of such dispute and include a detailed
description of the nature of the dispute and proposed method of resolution.
Within seven (7) days of receiving such notice, the receiving PARTY shall
contact the disputing party and a mutually acceptable time shall be set for the
PARTIES to meet and discuss the resolution. Both PARTIES shall provide
documentation or other information useful for resclution of such dispute. Both
PARTIES shall make a good faith effort to resolve such dispute in a mutually
acceptable and timely manner. In the event the PARTIES cannot agree to
resolve such dispute, either PARTY may exercise its right to terminate pursuant
to paragraph fourteen {14) of this AGREEMENT.

SCOPE OF WORK

The QUESTAR Il will provide the QUESTAR Il internal auditor who shall perform the
following WORK for DISTRICT on a per diem basis:

A. Internal Audit Services
QUESTAR Il will use sampling technigues to test significant operational controls
to determine if DISTRICT's internal control structure is operating as designed. This
service follows, and is based upon, DISTRICT's risk assessment undertaken no
more than cne year before the audit service.

¢ Assessment of the current operating environment for the purpose of
determining if financial risks have changed and require reporting in the
update assessment.

Deliverables: Report to DISTRICT results of financial risk assessment, to include
recommendations for process improvements, if any.



APPENDIX B
SCHEDULE OF FEES

A. DISTRICT agrees to pay QUESTAR Il the following fees for WORK identified in
Appendix A of this AGREEMENT:

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Board packets and agenda items prior to meetings; attendance at 10 monthly Board meetings during
the period from July 1, 2021 - June 30, 2022 and attendance at three additional monthly meetings
upon request of the Board or the Superintendent; preparation of required notices and assistance to
the District Clerk regarding the annual school board el;ection and budget vote; and inquiries
regarding Open Meetings Law, Freedom of Information Law, Family Education Rights and Privacy
Act (“FERPA™) and other education- related statutes. One three-hour staff development session per
year on a subject of the District’s choosing.

Labor Counsel Retainer Services

As labor counsel, we will sexve as the District’s spokesperson and chief negotiator at the
bargaining table for all District collective bargaining agreements and throughout the mediation and
fact-finding process, should impasse be declared. We will meet with the Board and the Distrir;t’s

Also separately billed on an hourly basis is staff development beyond one three-hour
training session per year; adversarial challenges to the school distriet, including investigations of the
school district by state or federal agencies, or representation in threatened breach of contract, or the
investigation of a claimed civil rights violation. The Firm shall be reimbursed for Westlaw computer
assisted research whether the expense or disbursement is atfributed to retainer or non-retainer
matters.

The Firm shall provide a bill for services on a monthly basis, which bill shall include the time
during that month devoted to each adversarial matter. The bill shall also indicate the amount for
disbursements attributable to each matter.

LETTER OF ENGAGEMENT FOR 2021-2022 BOND COUNSEL SERVICES

This is a Letter of Engagement to retain the services of Hawkins, Delafield & Wood
LLP as bond counsel to the East Hampton Union Free School District, in the County of Suffolk,
New York (the “School District”) for the school year commencing July 1, 2021 and ending June
30, 2022, in relation to (I) a prospective capital project that may be submitted to the voters of the
School District; (II) the issuance of tax anticipation notes; and (III) energy performance contract
financing. Should any additional financing matters arise during the 2021-2022 school year, we will
supplement this letter.

I. CAPITAL PROJECT FINANCING

SERVICES: Our primary responsibility as Bond Counsel is to render an opinion
in connection with each issue of obligations by the School District, which expresses our belief (i)
that the obligations have been properly authorized and issued and are valid, (ii) that the essential
sources of security for the obligations have been legally provided for and (iii) that interest on the
obligations is exempt from federal income taxation. A significant emphasis in discharging these
responsibilities is the preparation of a record sufficient to enable us to render our opinion.
However, in the process of reaching the point at which we have prepared such a record, we are
called upon to perform a number of related functions, which may include the following:

(1)  Participation in telephone discussions and conferences with tepresentatives
of the School District, and the State, regarding the School District’s financing program and
requirements, and obtaining copies of any required approvals from the State;

(2) Preparation and delivery of a bond issue timetable/calendar letter for use by
the Administration and Board of Education, if requested;

(e) Tax Certificate, and

49 Certificate with Respect to the Official Statement;

(25) Attending to all necessary Internal Revenue Service issue-reporting
requirements, as required pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended;

(26)  Review of municipal bond insurance policy and related documents provided
by bond insurer, in the event a bond or note issue is insured;
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(27)  Delivery of securities to The Depository Trust Company in New Jersey to be
held in escrow until the closing;

(28)  Preparation of formal and reliance opinions, as well as requested transcripts
of proceedings, for delivery to the bond insurer for every bond and note issue which is insured;

(29) Administrative coordination of bond and note closings with School District,
financial advisor, underwriter and the Depository Trust Company;

(30) Rendering of our final approving legal opinion with respect to each
financing;

(31) Continuous and unlimited communication with the School District
throughout the course of each financial transaction; and

(32) Availability at all times of our skilled and caring team of professionals to
assist with any questions or concerns relating directly or indirectly to the transaction.

The scope of our services as Bond Counsel to the School District would also include
the examination of applicable law and review of financial and debt statements.

In addition, we will assemble a complete record of proceedings to which we would
refer when rendering our written opinion that the obligations proposed to be issued by the School
District are valid and legally binding, and we will provide advice, including consultations with
representatives of the School District and any others who may be involved in the various aspects of
the financing. We will prepare all relevant proceedings for action by the Board of Education to
authorize the issuance of School District obligations, and we will prepare documentation for the
sale and delivery of the School District’s bonds and notes, as required.

Capital Project Financing Fees:

For our customary and usual services as described above, we would propose the
following schedule of fees to pertain to obligations issued by the School District over a multi-year
period in connection with a new capital project financing.

Project Authorization: With respect to the legal authorization to undertake and
finance a new capital (facilities) project to be submitted to the voters at either the Annual or a
Special District Meeting, we will charge a one -time “bond authorization fee” ranging from $5,750
to $8,750, the exact amount dependent upon (i) the complexity of the project, and (ii) the amount of
time required to attend meetings in the School District concerning the project to be funded. The fee
will include preparation of all pertinent documentation, including the resolution directing
submission of one or more bond propositions at either the Annual District Meeting and Election or
at a Special District Meeting and the appropriate newspaper notices pertinent thereto; preparation of
the bond resolution to be adopted following the successful vote together with the Legal Notice of
Adoption to be published in the School District’s official newspapers, as well as affidavits and
certifications pertaining thereto. Said fee will also include all advice and consultation concerning
the foregoing and related matters.

We defer billing for the “bond authorization fee” until the initial financing for the
successful project is consummated, In the unfortunate event a bond proposition is not approved at
the referendum, we would anticipate billing for a fair and appropriate portion of the aforesaid
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“bond authorization fee" together with all of our out-of-pocket disbursements incurred as of that
time.

Serial Bonds: In connection with the sale of serial bonds pursuant to said
authorization, including the preparation of documentation, including the public sale authorization
and the legal notice of sale, and for review of the official statement prepared in connection with the
public offering of School District securities, we will charge a “bond sale Jfee” of $5,750, plus a
“per bond fee” based on the amount of bonds sold at any one time, calculated as follows: $1.25 per
$1,000 principal amount of bonds up to $15,000,000, $1.00 per $1,000 principal amount of bonds
in excess of $15,000,000 and up to $30,000,000, 75¢ per $1,000 principal amount of bonds in
excess of $30,000,000 and up to $50,000,000, and 50¢ per $1,000 principal amount of bonds in
excess of $50,000,000. Said fee will include advice and consultation and all other usual and
customary services expected to be rendered in connection with the sale of serial bonds by the
School District.

Bond Anticipation Notes: In the event bond anticipation notes are issued to
provide temporary financing, a fee of $750 will apply to bond anticipation notes in amounts of
$1,000,000 or less, sold through an informal negotiation process and not requiring an official
statement, In the alternative, for any bond anticipation notes which are sold pursuant to customary
formal public sale procedures, which may require the preparation and circularization of an Official
Statement and a Notice of Sale, and corresponding additional documentation and service provided
by Bond Counsel, we will charge a “note sale fee” of $3,750 plus a “per note fee” based on the
amount of notes sold at any one time, calculated as follows: 75¢ per $1,000 principal amount of
notes issued up to §15,000,000, 60¢ per $1,000 principal amount of notes issued in excess of
$15,000,000 and up to $30,000,000, 50¢ per $1,000 principal amount of notes issued in excess of
$30,000,000 and up to $50,000,000, and 25¢ per $1,000 principal amount of notes in excess of
$50,000,000. Said fee will include advice and consultation and all other usual and customary
services expected to be rendered in connection with the sale of bond anticipation notes by the
School District.

Related Disbursements: The foregoing fees do not include our out-of-pocket
disbursements, such as duplicating, postage, FedEx and other delivery service charges, preparation
and filing of IRS 8038 Reporting Forms ($350 for bonds and $175 for notes), and preparation of
book-entry securities, the aggregate amount of which is usuaily nominal, but not subject to precise
statement in advance,

We charge $325 for the initial book-entry instrument for each bond issue ($225 for
the initial instrument for each note issue), and $25 for each additional bond and note instrument.
Such charge includes our costs of security preparation, as well as our services in delivering such
securities to The Depository Trust Company in New Jersey in escrow pending a closing. All
services provided by outside vendors (express delivery and messenger service) are billed at actual
cost to the firm. We charge $100 per instrument for note instruments prepared in other than book-
entry format,



II. TAX ANTICIPATION NOTES

Supplementing the general outline of services set forth above, we provide the
following specific services in connection with the authorization and sale of tax anticipation notes:

(1) participation in telephone conferences and discussions with representatives of
the School District regarding the School District’s cash-flow financing requirements, including
“sizing” the issue within the limitations of applicable federal and state law; and

(2) drafting of basic authorizing documents for the Board of Education relating to
the financing, including the resolution authorizing the issuance of tax anticipation notes and
proceedings with respect to the sale of the tax anticipation notes; as well as all telephone
discussions with the School District and its representatives, including its financial advisor,
preparation or review of the tax anticipation note resolution and all related closing documents,
review of the District’s cash-flow schedules and assistance in the preparation of and review of its
Official Statement, advice and consultation concerning the foregoing and related matters,
preparation and filing of the necessary Internal Revenue Service reporting form, and our final
approving legal opinion for delivery to the purchasers of the tax anticipation notes.

Tax Anticipation Notes Fees:

Our fees, which include preparation of a tax anticipation note resolution,
examination of cash-flow statements, review of official statement and notice of sale drafts, and
advice concerning relevant thresholds under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and
all other related matters, are computed as follows:

plus $350 for each additional $1 million notes up to issues of $20 million.

The fees for tax anticipation note issues are pro-rated to the exact amount of the
issue. For example, the fee for a $6.5 million issue would be $6,025, calculated by adding $5,850
(the fee for a $6 million note issue) and $175 (being % of the $350 incremental fee that would apply
to a $7 million note issue),

Our fees for tax anticipation notes include all of our customary and usual out
of pocket expenses except for the costs relating to the preparation of book-entry securities. We
charge $225 for the initial book-entry instrument for each tax anticipation note issue, and $25 for
each additional instrument. Such charge includes our costs of security preparation, as well as our
services in delivering such securities to The Depository Trust Company in New Jersey in escrow
pending a closing. We charge $100 per instrument for note instruments prepared in other than
book-entry format.



III. ENERGY PERFORMANCE CONTRACT FINANCING

In connection with the financing or refinancing of an Energy Performance Contract entered
or to be entered into by the School District and an Energy Services Company (“ESCO”), we will
provide the following services:

(i) Review of the completed Energy Performance Contract Agreement, and any
subsequent amendments thereto (the “Agreement”) entered into between the School
District and an ESCO; :

(ii) Review of the resolution of the School District approving the Agreement and
review of approvals received or to be received by the School District from the State
Education Department;

(iii) Preparation and/or review of the Request for Proposals (for financing) prepared
by the School District’s financial advisor, and preparation of the Board of Education
resolution accepting the proposal of the successful financial institution, and
delegating certain powers to the President of the Board of Education and other
officers of the School District in connection therewith;

(iv) Review of draft(s) of the lease/purchase agreement(s) and the fund agreement(s)
with the selected financial institution;

(v) Preparation of the Arbitrage and Use of Proceeds Certificate and the Form 8038-
G of the Internal Revenue Service;

(vi) Review of all pertinent documentation, including documentation submitted to
the State Education Department;

(vii) Participation in various telephone discussions with the School District’s
financial advisor, School District officials, the School Attorney, and representatives
of the selected financial institution;

(viii) Drafting of other documents and proceedings in connection with all of the
foregoing, as necessary;

(ix) Rendering of our final approving opinion addressed to the School District as to
the tax exempt status of the interest component on the lease payments to be made by
the School District; and

(x) Advice and consultation in connection with the foregoing and related matters.

In connection with Energy Performance Contract financing, we propose to charge a
“base fee” of $5,750, plus an amount based on the principal amount of the energy performance
contract financed, calculated at the rate of $1.25 per $1,000 for the first $10 million principal
amount thereof, plus 75¢ per $1,000 principal amount in excess thereof. We estimate that our out
of pocket expenses will not exceed $250.

The fees provided herein for serial bonds and bond anticipation notes would
generally apply to any such bonds and notes authorized in 2021-2022 and issued over a multi-year
period, unless and until such fees are modified by mutual consent.

The fees provided herein for tax anticipation notes shall apply to any such notes
issued in or on account of the 2021-2022 fiscal year and each successive fiscal year thereafter,
unless and until such fees are modified my mutual consent.

The fee for financing an Energy Performance Contract would generally apply to a
typical energy performance contract financed during the 2021-2022 fiscal year.

The fees described above do not, of course, include the drafting of legislation or the
handling of litigation, none of which is necessary or to be anticipated in an ordinary financing; or
assistance in responding to SEC initiatives or inquiries, IRS audits, or any related matters. It has
been and continues to be our practice to submit a bill for our services rendered in connection with
any financing within ten days following a closing.
