Bulletin column January 1, 2023 “From the Pastor”

Dear parishioners,

This weekend we celebrate the great Solemnity of the
Epiphany. An epiphany is a marvelous revelation of
something previously hidden. While our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ was born humbly in a stable, we acknowledge
today how He was revealed as Messiah and King by the
appearance of the Star of Bethlehem, which attracted the
magi from the east to search for Him. Epiphany
particularly acknowledges that Jesus had come not just to
save God’s chosen people, the Jews, but all peoples, since
the magi were pagans and the first (after Mary and St.
Joseph, given the messages of the angels) to acknowledge
Jesus as Messiah and Lord. The magi famously bring
Jesus gifts: gold to acknowledge Him as Kking,
frankincense, which indicates both His priesthood and His
divinity, and myrrh, pointing toward His death and burial.

Epiphany contains three invitations for us. First, we are
invited to be thankful that Jesus came to save not just the
people of Israel, but all who believe in Him, which
includes us! Secondly, we might consider what gift we
have for Jesus in our lives. If we haven’t made a New
Year’s resolution yet, we might consider some offering
that we might make in our lives moving forward in order
to give back to God. I am reminded of the song “The
Little Drummer Boy,” where the poor little boy has
nothing to give Jesus except to play the drum for Him,
which pleases the child Jesus. What talent or gift do we
have to offer the Lord?

Finally, we see in the Epiphany that while Jesus is
revealed to the magi, and revealed in rumor to Herod and
his court, the magi are instructed not to return to Herod for
Jesus’ safety, which points toward how Jesus often
commands people not to reveal His acts and His identity
until His resurrection. Thereafter, we are called upon as
the children of God in Christ to share Jesus’ Good News
with others. Whom might we share the Good News with
this year? In what way is God calling us to do so? This is
particularly important as we move with the rest of the
Archdiocese from maintenance to mission.

Of course I join all parishioners and the entire Church in
mourning the passing of our Holy Father Emeritus Pope
Benedict XVI. I remember the day that Pope Benedict was
elected pope in 2005. My brother seminarians and [ were
gathered around a big-screen television together. The
entire room erupted in raucous, exultant cheers when it
was announced that Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger had been
elected pope. We had all been well-aware of the cardinal’s
role in guiding the Church as the prefect for the
Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, helping to
clarify Church teaching amid the confusion of the modern
age. He was a tremendous help to Pope St. John Paul II in
this teaching role and in the counsel he had given him
many times over the years. We all knew that the Church
would be in good hands for years to come.

As pope, he became known for his kindly manner, and for
three wonderful books he wrote about Jesus. He
repeatedly encouraged Catholics to develop their
relationship with Jesus, which is of course at the center of
our faith. He rightly warned repeatedly that the greatest
threat to the Gospel in our times was the “dictatorship of
relativism,” the prevalent belief that there was no
objective truth. He recognized the value of the traditions
of the Church, and the affection many people held for the
Tridentine Mass, greatly expanding permissions for its use
within the Church. He made many excellent episcopal
appointments, especially in the United States. As we all
know, in 2013, he became the first pope to resign prior to
his death, believing he no longer had the vigor and
strength to guide the barque of Peter. While we may never
know the full story of why he chose to retire, St. Peter’s
Basilica was stricken by lightning twice that day, which
many would take to be a sign that God was somehow
displeased with the decision. While I believe that Pope
Benedict was one of the saintliest popes of modern times,
that event does inspire me to pray intensively for the
repose of his soul.

You all may have read some media reports criticizing
Pope Benedict’s “legacy” of covering up clerical sexual
abuse. Vatican insiders would strongly contest that
characterization, and I strongly believe it is intensively
unfair. When the initial scandals struck in 2001,
then-Cardinal Ratzinger begged Pope St. John Paul to
entrust the cases to his Congregation for the Doctrine of
the Faith, and worked tirelessly to clean house when many
wanted to continue the cover-ups. He deserves credit for
those efforts, not to be smeared for the crimes of others.

This year, because of the Solemnities of Christmas and of
Mary Mother of God landing on Sundays, the Christmas
season ends rather early this year, with Epiphany
celebrated on Sunday as it traditionally is in the United
States, and the Solemnity of the Baptism of the Lord
being moved to Monday rather than the usual Sunday, and
Ordinary Time beginning for the new year on Tuesday.
One of Pope Benedict’s nods to tradition was to recognize
that, although the new 1970 liturgical calendar had
shortened the Christmas season substantially, ending with
the Baptism of the Lord, Catholics ought to maintain that
traditional “Christmas spirit” all the way until what was
the end of the Christmas season for many centuries, the
Feast of the Presentation, or Candlemas, on February 2nd,
In honor of his wise counsel, we at St. Michael’s do keep
our Christmas decorations up until that date.

I want to thank parishioners for their generous Christmas
gifts to myself and Fr. Keating this year. We appreciate
your kindness and ongoing support. May God bless you
all throughout this New Year!

Queridos feligreses,

iEste fin de semana celebramos la gran Solemnidad de la
Epifania. Una epifania es una maravillosa revelacion de
algo previamente oculto. Si bien nuestro Sefor y Salvador
Jesucristo naci®6 humildemente en un establo, hoy
reconocemos como se reveld6 como Mesias y Rey por la
aparicion de la Estrella de Belén, que atrajo a los magos del
oriente a buscarlo. La Epifania reconoce particularmente

Finalmente, vemos en la Epifania que mientras Jests se
revela a los magos y se revela en rumores a Herodes y su
corte, se instruye a los magos para que no regresen a
Herodes por la seguridad de Jesus, lo que indica cémo Jesus
a menudo ordena a las personas que no lo hagan. revelar Sus
actos y Su identidad hasta Su resurreccion.

Como todos sabemos, en 2013 se convirtid
en el primer Papa en renunciar antes de su muerte, creyendo
que ya no tenia el vigor y la fuerza para guiar la barca de
Pedro. Si bien es posible que nunca sepamos la historia
completa de por qué eligid retirarse, la Basilica de San
Pedro fue alcanzada por un rayo dos veces ese dia, lo que
muchos interpretarian como una sefal de que Dios estaba de
alguna manera disgustado con la decision. Si bien creo que
el Papa Benedicto fue uno de los papas mas santos de los
tiempos modernos, ese evento me inspira a orar
intensamente por el descanso de su alma.
