Bulletin column April 9, 2023 “From the Pastor”
Dear parishioners,

Holy Week, by its liturgical nature, can be
something of a draining time. Not only do we
engage in the long readings of Passion Sunday and
Good Friday and fast on the latter, but entering into
the mysteries of Jesus’ suffering and death can be
emotionally draining if we do it well. Our liturgical
experience should be a little taste of what Jesus’
closest disciples went through on Good Friday —
having such high expectations for Jesus’ acceptance
as the Messiah, and then seeing Him condemned,
tortured, crucified, and buried.

And of course on Easter morning we hear strange
tidings that St. Mary Magdalene has found Jesus’
tomb empty and runs to tell the apostles. St. Peter
and St. John run to the tomb to see for themselves.
Imagine the thoughts in their head — confusion,
worry, and yet a strange sense of hope. St. John’s
Gospel says that he entered the tomb, saw, and
believed. Imagine the hope and joy that sprung up in
his heart in that moment!

We have two alternative Gospels for Easter Sunday.
St. Matthew’s account of the resurrection, which we
may hear at some of the Masses, is perhaps the most
dramatic of all, with an angel of the Lord actually
appearing as Mary Magdalene and the other Mary
approach the tomb, rolling back the stone with a
great earthquake and striking the guards
unconscious. And yet as the angel tells the women,
this is not Jesus’ “jailbreak” from the tomb, but
simply a divine action to reveal that He is no longer
there — He precedes His disciples to Galilee.
According to Matthew, the two women actually
encounter the risen Jesus. Imagine their joy at
seeing Him!

We see in the third option for the afternoon from the
Gospel according to St. Luke — as well as from the
reading from John’s Gospel from next week — that
the Apostles didn’t listen at first. They were too
afraid to leave Jerusalem, or even the upper room,
“for fear of the Jews.” The risen Jesus, who knows
everything as St. Peter will acknowledges in John
21, compassionately and without delay meets them
where they are. Two disciples are journeying to
Emmaus and meet a stranger, who asks them what
they are discussing on the road. They tell Him of
their distress at Jesus’ seeming failure and
execution, and of the reports of the women who

found the tomb empty. He chides them for their lack
of belief and explains how the Jewish Scriptures
extensively prophesied that the Messiah would have
to suffer to enter into His glory. When they reach
Emmaus, they invite the stranger to dine with them.
At table, He blesses and breaks the bread,
whereupon they immediately recognize Him as their
risen Lord, but He disappears from their sight. They
hurry back to Jerusalem and tell the other disciples
of their experience: “Were not our hearts burning
within us as He unfolded the Scriptures to us?”
They share how they recognized Him in the
breaking of the bread.

Easter is the day that changes everything for Jesus’
earliest disciples. They go from the depths of
despair to the unexpected and unimagined joys and
hopes of an entirely new covenant. Before the day is
over, Jesus will have appeared not only to His
mother (according to consistent tradition) Mary
Magdalene and the other Mary, and those two
disciples on the road to Emmaus, but to all of the
apostles except for St. Thomas. Jesus’ crucifixion is
no longer the abject failure of an aspirant to the title
of Messiah, but rather the ever-redemptive victory
over sin and death. Alleluia!

Every Sunday throughout the year is actually a
recapitulation and re-celebration of Easter Sunday.
Just as the two disciples on the road to Emmaus
recognized Jesus in the breaking of the bread, we
are invited to encounter Jesus in His Word and then
in the celebration of the Eucharist. It is a joy that
Jesus wants to be part of our lives throughout the
year and all the days of our life. Even as we
celebrate Easter Sunday with jubilation and
exultation, may we recognize that Jesus wants us to
live and share the Good News of His overwhelming,
world-changing victory with all of those around us
throughout our lives. May the joy of Easter inspire
us to live our lives in the glories of Easter!

I made a small error in introducing your future
pastor in the last bulletin column: I had forgotten
that Fr. Matt Niggemeyer had a third assignment in
between his first two, serving as associate at Holy
Name Parish in Omaha.

Columna del boletin 9 de abril del 2023 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

La Semana Santa, por su naturaleza litargica, puede
ser un tiempo agotador. No solo nos involucramos en
las lecturas largas del Domingo de Pasion y el
Viernes Santo y ayunamos en este ultimo, sino que
entrar en los misterios del sufrimiento y la muerte de
Jestis puede ser emocionalmente agotador si lo
hacemos bien. Nuestra experiencia litargica debe ser
una pequefia muestra de lo que atravesaron los
discipulos mas cercanos de Jesus el Viernes Santo:
tener expectativas tan altas de que Jesus fuera
aceptado como el Mesias y luego verlo condenado,
torturado, crucificado y sepultado.

Y, por supuesto, en la mafiana de Pascua escuchamos
noticias extrafias de que Santa Maria Magdalena
encontr6 la tumba de Jests vacia y corre a contarselo
a los apostoles. San Pedro y San Juan corren a la
tumba para ver por si mismos. Imagine los
pensamientos en su cabeza: confusion, preocupacion
y, sin embargo, una extrafia sensacion de esperanza.
El Evangelio de San Juan dice que entr6 en la tumba,
vio y creyo6. jImaginese la esperanza y la alegria que
brotaron en su corazon en ese momento!

Tenemos dos evangelios alternativos para el
Domingo de Pascua. El relato que da San Mateo de la
resurreccion, en el que podemos escuchar en algunas
Misas, es quizds el mas dramatico de todos, con un
angel del Sefor apareciendo cuando Maria
Magdalena y la otra Maria se acercan a la tumba,
removiendo la piedra con un gran terremoto y dejar
inconscientes a los guardias. Y, sin embargo, como el
angel les dice a las mujeres, esta no es la "fuga" de
Jesus de la tumba, sino simplemente una accion
divina para revelar que El ya no esta alli: precede a
Sus discipulos a Galilea. Segin Mateo, las dos
mujeres se encuentran realmente con Jesus
resucitado. jImagine su alegria al verlo!

Vemos en la tercera opcion para la tarde del
Evangelio segun San Lucas, asi como de la lectura
del Evangelio de Juan de la proxima semana, que los
Apostoles no escucharon al principio. Tenian
demasiado miedo de salir de Jerusalén, o incluso del
aposento alto, “por temor a los judios”. Jesus
resucitado, que lo sabe todo como lo reconocera
San Pedro en Juan 21, con compasion y sin demora
los encuentra donde estdn. Dos discipulos viajan a
Ematis y se encuentran con un extrafio, quien les
pregunta de qué estan hablando en el camino. Le
hablan de su angustia por el aparente fracaso y
ejecucion de Jesus, y de los informes de las mujeres

que encontraron la tumba vacia. Los reprende por su
falta de fe y explica como las Escrituras judias
profetizaron extensamente que el Mesias tendria que
sufrir para entrar en Su gloria. Cuando llegan a
Emats, invitan al extrafio a cenar con ellos. En la
mesa, bendice y parte el pan, inmediatamente lo
reconocen como su Sefior resucitado, pero desaparece
de su vista. Se apresuran a regresar a Jerusalén y les
cuentan a los otros discipulos su experiencia: “;No
ardia nuestro corazon dentro de nosotros cuando nos
revelaba las Escrituras?” Comparten como lo
reconocieron al partir el pan.

La Pascua es el dia que cambia todo para los
primeros discipulos de Jesus. Van de las
profundidades de la desesperacion a las alegrias y
esperanzas inesperadas e inimaginables de un pacto
completamente nuevo. Antes de que termine el dia,
Jesus se habré aparecido no solo a su madre (segtn la
tradicion constante) Maria Magdalena y la otra
Maria, y esos dos discipulos en el camino a Emaus,
sino a todos los apdstoles excepto a Santo Tomas. La
crucifixiéon de Jests ya no es el vil fracaso de un
aspirante al titulo de Mesias, sino la victoria siempre
redentora sobre el pecado y la muerte. jAleluya!

Cada domingo durante todo el afio es en realidad una
recapitulacion y re-celebracion del Domingo de
Pascua. Asi como los dos discipulos en el camino a
Emaus reconocieron a Jesus al partir el pan, nosotros
estamos invitados a encontrar a Jesus en Su Palabra y
luego en la celebracion de la Eucaristia. Es una
alegria que Jesus quiera formar parte de nuestra vida
durante todo el afio y todos los dias de nuestra vida.
Incluso mientras celebramos el Domingo de Pascua
con jubilo y gozo, reconozcamos que Jeslis quiere
que vivamos y compartamos las Buenas Nuevas de
Su abrumadora victoria que cambiard el mundo con
todos los que nos rodean a lo largo de nuestras vidas.
iQue la alegria de la Pascua nos inspire a vivir
nuestras vidas en las glorias de la Pascua!
