Bulletin column April 30, 2023 “From the Pastor”

Dear parishioners,

This Sunday, the 4™ Sunday of Easter, is often known as
Good Shepherd Sunday, because it features readings from
the Gospel of St. John of our Lord Jesus Christ explaining
to us how He is the Good Shepherd.

Truth be told, if we consider Jesus’ teaching to be a parable,
or something of a parable, it can be one of His most
confusing, because Jesus says that He is not just the
shepherd, but also the gate for the sheep. The sheep, of
course, are the people of God, those who belong to God’s
flock.

One of the classic criticisms of Christianity is that we are
all sheep who do not think for ourselves. This criticism
presumes that no one person is reliable as a guide, and that
human beings can discern for themselves what the truth is
and what is the right way to proceed through life. However,
if you read what I just said, I hope you can see the inherent
contradiction in that argument. If no person is reliable to
guide us to truth, then how can any of us be reliable to find
the truth on our own?

Jesus is the gate to enter into right living and eternal life. As
He tells us later in St. John’s Gospel, He is “the way, the
truth, and the life.” He is also the reliable shepherd who
guides us. If Jesus were just some human being, like
Abraham Lincoln or Albert Einstein, then yes, we could be
skeptical that he, being just a man in the end, could guide
us to the truth and right living we seek. However, we as
Christians believe that He is true God, God the Son, as well
as true man, sent by the Father to save and to guide us. Who
is God? The One who is all-powerful, all-knowing, and
all-loving, far greater than all of the universe put together,
who created us to receive the gift of Himself in being in
communion with Him.

Our critics are correct that we as human beings do have free
will and ought to exercise it. However, we ought to use that
free will to choose God and His love for us. God has sent us
Jesus to redeem us, but also to show us how much He loves
us. Jesus has died for us, and then risen from the dead. He
has loved us to the end. If that doesn’t win our love and
absolute trust, how hard-hearted we must be! We follow
Christ because we trust unswervingly that He loves us, and
that as God He is absolutely reliable.

Many of those critics of Christianity do not believe in God,
or at least not in Christ. However, there are many others
who do in some sense believe in Christ, but do not believe
that the Catholic Church is a reliable guide or reflection of
how Jesus would guide us. They point to the corruption,
sins, and mistakes of past popes and bishops as evidence for
that unreliability. However, we as Catholics do not look to
the examples of unholy lives as our guide, nor do we seek
to be guided by what some bishop might say of his own
accord which is something that would not be what Jesus
would say or teach. Most of the heresies, or false teachings,
that have arisen over the past two thousand years have

come from bishops, or at least priests, who strayed away
from the path and the voice of the Good Shepherd.

We as Catholics believe that Jesus passed along to His
apostles a faith and teaching which would be essentially the
same yesterday, today, and forever. This is called the
deposit of the faith. Jesus also told the Apostles that the
Holy Spirit would guide them to the fullness of truth and
understanding, so that, while our faith doesn’t change from
one belief to another, our comprehension of it develops
over time. We stick to what the Catholic Church has always
and everywhere taught. That’s where we find Jesus’
guidance for our lives in the wider sense.

However, many Catholics have become quite distressed
with the confusing times we live in as members of the
Church, whether since the Second Vatican Council or in
very recent years. One bishop says one thing is true, and
another says something else. What is the deposit of the faith
where we find that true voice of Jesus?

If today, April 30" weren’t a Sunday, we would be
celebrating the memorial of Pope St. Pius V. St. Pius lived
and ruled as pope at the end of the 16™ century, following
many years of deep corruption in the Church that had led to
the turmoil of the Protestant Reformation. St. Pius brought
many reforms to the Church, especially to the clergy (which
very much needed it), but also ratified the Council of Trent,
which defined what the Catholic Church believed in
contrast to those who had broken away from the Church.
The Council of Trent taught inerrantly and definitively, in
language that makes it clear that this was absolutely what
someone had to believe in order to be a Catholic. Nothing
the Church has taught since can or does contradict what the
Council of Trent teaches about faith and morals. While
there are many portions of the text of that Council that tend
to make our eyes glaze over in terms of contemporary
directives about clergy reform and Church governance that
may no longer be relevant due to changes in canon law,
what it teaches about faith and morals is fairly easy to
understand and helpful in teaching us what our faith is.

Pope St. John Paul II believed in the deposit of the faith, as
2,000 years’ worth of Catholics before him had. He
understood the Second Vatican Council as a grand pastoral
strategy to bring that faith to the modern world. He ordered
the promulgation of the Catechism of the Catholic Church
to guide teachers of the faith in conveying that faith
accurately to the sheep. It maintains the deposit of the faith
that the Council of Trent gave us, while presenting it in
ways that applied to the approach that the Vatican Council
counseled. If we want to hear the voice of Jesus within His
Church, the Catechism is a solid guide for us to know the
path on which He will lead us to abundant life here on earth
and to eternal life in eternity.

Queridos feligreses,

Este domingo, el cuarto domingo de Pascua, a menudo se
conoce como el Domingo del Buen Pastor, porque presenta
lecturas del Evangelio de San Juan de nuestro Sefior
Jesucristo que nos explica como El es el Buen Pastor.

A decir verdad, si consideramos la ensefianza de Jesiis como
una parabola, o algo asi, puede ser una de las mas confusas,
porque Jesus dice que £l no es solo el pastor, sino también la
puerta para las ovejas. Las ovejas, por supuesto, son el pueblo
de Dios, los que pertenecen al rebafio de Dios.

Una de las criticas clésicas al cristianismo es que todos somos
ovejas que no pensamos por nosotros mismos. Esta critica
supone que ninguna persona es confiable como guia, y que
los seres humanos pueden discernir por si mismos cudl es la
verdad y cudl es la forma correcta de proceder en la vida. Sin
embargo, si lees lo que acabo de decir, espero que puedas ver
la contradiccion inherente en ese argumento. Si ninguna
persona es confiable para guiarnos a la verdad, ;como
podemos ser confiables para encontrar la verdad por nuestra
cuenta?

Jestis es la puerta para entrar en la vida correcta y la vida
eterna. Como El nos dice mas adelante en el Evangelio de
San Juan, El es “el camino, la verdad y la vida”. El es
también el pastor confiable que nos guia. Si Jesus fuera solo
un ser humano, como Abraham Lincoln o Albert Einstein,
entonces si, podriamos ser escépticos de que ¢l, siendo solo
un hombre al final, podria guiarnos hacia la verdad y la vida
correcta que buscamos. Sin embargo, nosotros como
cristianos creemos que El es verdadero Dios, Dios Hijo, asi
como verdadero hombre, enviado por el Padre para salvarnos
y guiarnos. ;Quien es Dios? Aquel que es todopoderoso,
omnisciente y todo amoroso, mucho mas grande que todo el
universo junto, quien nos cred para recibir el don de si mismo
al estar en comunion con él.

Nuestros criticos tienen razén en que nosotros, como seres
humanos, tenemos libre albedrio y debemos ejercerlo. Sin
embargo, debemos usar ese libre albedrio para elegir a Dios y
su amor por nosotros. Dios nos ha enviado a Jesus para
redimirnos, pero también para mostrarnos cudnto nos ama.
Jesus muri6 por nosotros y luego resucitd de entre los
muertos. El nos ha amado hasta el final. Si eso no gana
nuestro amor y confianza absoluta, jqué duros de corazén
debemos ser! Seguimos a Cristo porque confiamos
inquebrantablemente en que El nos ama y que, como Dios, El
es absolutamente confiable.

Muchos de esos criticos del cristianismo no creen en Dios, o
al menos no creen en Cristo. Sin embargo, hay muchos otros
que en cierto sentido creen en Cristo, pero no creen que la
Iglesia Catdlica sea una guia confiable o un reflejo de como
Jesus nos guiaria. Sefalan la corrupcion, los pecados y los
errores de los papas y obispos anteriores como evidencia de
esa falta de fiabilidad. Sin embargo, nosotros, como catolicos,
no miramos los ejemplos de vidas impias como nuestra guia,
ni buscamos ser guiados por lo que algiin obispo pueda decir
por su propia cuenta, que es algo que no seria lo que Jesus
diria o ensefiaria. La mayoria de las herejias o falsas

enseflanzas que han surgido en los Ultimos dos mil afos
provienen de obispos, o al menos de sacerdotes, que se
desviaron del camino y de la voz del Buen Pastor.

Nosotros, como catdlicos, creemos que Jesus transmitid a sus
apostoles una fe y una ensefianza que serian esencialmente las
mismas ayer, hoy y siempre. Esto se llama el deposito de la
fe. Jesus también les dijo a los Apdstoles que el Espiritu
Santo los guiaria a la plenitud de la verdad y el
entendimiento, de modo que, si bien nuestra fe no cambia de
una creencia a otra, nuestra comprension de ella se desarrolla
con el tiempo. Nos apegamos a lo que la Iglesia Catdlica ha
enseflado siempre y en todas partes. Ahi es donde
encontramos la guia de Jesus para nuestras vidas en un
sentido mas amplio.

Sin embargo, muchos catélicos se han angustiado bastante
con los tiempos confusos que vivimos como miembros de la
Iglesia, ya sea desde el Concilio Vaticano II o en afios muy
recientes. Un obispo dice que una cosa es verdad, y otro dice
otra. ;Cual es el depdsito de la fe donde encontramos esa
verdadera voz de Jesus?

Si hoy, 30 de abril, no fuera domingo, estariamos celebrando
la memoria del Papa San Pio V. San Pio vivido y gobern6
como Papa a fines del siglo XVI, luego de muchos afios de
profunda corrupcion en la Iglesia que habia llevado a la
agitacion de la Reforma protestante. San Pio trajo muchas
reformas a la Iglesia, especialmente al clero
(que lo necesitaba mucho), pero también ratificd el Concilio
de Trento, que definido lo que creia la Iglesia Catdlica en
contraste con aquellos que se habian separado de la Iglesia. El
Concilio de Trento ensefid de manera infalible y definitiva, en
un lenguaje que deja en claro que esto era absolutamente lo
que alguien tenia que creer para ser catolico. Nada de lo que
la Iglesia ha ensefado desde entonces puede o contradice lo
que ensefia el Concilio de Trento sobre la fe y la moral. Si
bien hay muchas partes del texto de ese Concilio que tienden
a hacer que nuestros ojos se nublen en cuanto a las directivas
contemporaneas sobre la reforma del clero y el gobierno de la
Iglesia que pueden ya no ser relevantes debido a los cambios
en la ley canodnica, lo que ensefa sobre la fe y la moral es
bastante facil de entender y util para ensefiarnos cudl es
nuestra fe.

El Papa San Juan Pablo II creia en el deposito de la fe, como
lo habian hecho los catolicos durante 2000 afios antes que €l.
Entendi6 el Concilio Vaticano II como una gran estrategia
pastoral para llevar esa fe al mundo moderno. Ordend la
promulgacion del Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica para guiar
a los maestros de la fe en la transmision precisa de esa fe a las
ovejas. Mantiene el deposito de la fe que nos dio el Concilio
de Trento, mientras lo presenta en formas que se aplican al
enfoque que aconsejé el Concilio Vaticano. Si queremos
escuchar la voz de Jests dentro de Su Iglesm el Catecismo es
una guia so6lida para que sepamos el camino por el cual El nos
llevard a la vida abundante aqui en la tierra ya la vida eterna
en la eternidad.
