Fall Athletic Schedules

Spectator Rules and Expectations

Using vulgar or obscene language
Possessing or being under the influence of any
alcoholic beverage or illegal substance
Possessing a weapon; fighting or otherwise
striking or threatening another person
Failing to obey the instructions of a security
officer, referee, coach, or school district employee
Engaging in any activity that is illegal or disruptive

Following all school rules that are in effect during
the day and at after-school events
Demonstrate respect and pride for the school
Throwing objects at fellow spectators,
cheerleaders, officials, players, or onto the
playing surface is unacceptable
Be concerned with anyone who is injured. Give
concerned applause when an injured athlete is
aided from the field
After the game, do not tease or belittle the
opponent in any way and be pleasant and
gracious to everyone

Planning on attending any of our athletic
competitions?  As an AIA school, MHS fans and
spectators are expected to abide by spectator rules
and expectations while in attendance at any AIA
competition.  Any person, adult, or child who behaves
in an unsportsmanlike manner may be ejected from
the event.
