IReady Reading:

i-Ready Reading is an online program that helps
students of all ages become thoughtful, analytical
readers. Grounded in best practice, it engages students
as they build new skills and learn to access rigorous,
culturally responsive texts. Its personalized instruction
adjusts the lesson path to meet every reader at their
individual level, enabling teachers to provide a
personalized learning experience for each student.

Study Island:

Technology-based program designed to help students
master grade-level academic standards. This program
is used as a supplement to science lessons in order to
reinforce and reward student learning.

Iready Math:

A rigorous, standards-based supplemental math
program that adapts to the specific needs of individual
students. This program is designed to support students
in developing essential foundations and conceptual
understanding of math skills.

Accelerated Reader:

A digital program that helps students and teachers
manage and monitor independent reading practice.
Students pick books at their level and read it at their
pace. When students finish the book, they take a short
quiz to check their understanding. As students read and
take quizzes, they receive points. The harder the books
the more points they receive Accelerated reader also
tracks the students’ progress towards their own
accelerated reader goal.

WIN Time (What I Need):

Specialized instruction based on student’s needs. A time
when teachers personalize instruction to further meet
the unique needs of each learner in every classroom. It
is a period of reinforcement, support, and/or
enrichment.
