Mr. Selvig gave a verbal report.  The inverter pump on the HVAC is down and needs replaced.  The cost will be round $5600.  Numerous teachers are having issues with the online platform for various curriculums.  We are currently working through the issues; however, this might be something to look at in the future.  New lap-tops were ordered for the new teachers.  

Mr. Jamison gave a verbal report. 
1. Mr. Jamison requested an additional stop on each route.  Both requested stops were approved by the County Transportation Committee.  Mr. Jamison has created a google sheet for the bus routes and would like have that on the website.
2. The Back TO School Open House was well attended and successful.
3. The school needs to have 8 various drill this year, we will be having the first fire and bus evacuation drill in the near future.
4. MAST – the new state wide assessment that will replace ESBACK, will begin this year.  Students will be tested 3 times per year rather than 1 in the spring.
5. Jr High - Football – The surrounding teams all have 11 man teams and do not want to come down to 8 man teams, so scheduling games has been challenging. Study Skills Class – This is a class that Mrs. McCauley is instructing.  Currently her class is working on refurbishing the old picnic tables on the Jr Hi side of the playground.
