Bulletin column July 2, 2023 “From the Pastor”
Dear parishioners,

Over the course of my time as pastor at St. Michael
Church, I had the blessing of the opportunity to baptize
hundreds of our little ones. While being the sacrament
that gives us new life in Christ, it is also mysterious. St.
Paul reminds us in our second reading from his Letter to
the Romans, “Are you unaware that we who were
baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?
We were indeed buried with Him through baptism into
death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by
the glory of the Father, we too might live in newness of
life.”

We often think of baptism in terms of how its sanctified
waters wash away sin. The guilt of original sin is indeed
washed away, along with personal sins for those of the
age of reason who receive the sacrament. However, the
waters are also a symbol of death and resurrection. We
are submerged — or, at least, through infusion, the waters
are poured over us so that we are “under the waters” —
three times as a symbol of how Christ was in the tomb
for three days. We die with Him sacramentally in order
to rise with Him. The old creation passes away to give
way to a new creation and a new life.

On one hand, St. Paul’s teaching here reinforces what
Jesus told us in the third chapter of St. John’s Gospel —
“Unless you are born again of water and the Spirit, you
cannot enter the Kingdom of God.” Many of our
separated brethren believe that baptism is only symbolic,
and that personal conversion to Christ in faith is what
“really matters.” This would obviously come as a great
surprise to Paul and the other apostles, who clearly see it
as the sacramental action of God to give us new life.

St. Paul, however, has a pastoral reason for teaching the
Romans these sacramental truths. He tells them, “If,
then, we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall
also live with Him. We know that Christ, raised from the
dead, dies no more; death no longer has power over
Him. As to His death, He died to sin once and for all; as
to His life, He lives for God. Consequently, you too
must think of yourselves as dead to sin and living for
God in Christ Jesus.” Think about what that means, to
say that we are dead to sin. We might think of Tevye
from Fiddler on the Roof when he says his daughter is
dead to him. While he is later somewhat merciful to that
same daughter, we ought not to extend the same mercy
toward sin! On the one hand, if we live for God,
following Jesus’ commandment to love God with all of
our heart, soul, mind, and strength, we will not sin. On
the other, we ought not to return to the “dog’s vomit” of
sin after our baptism. Of course, we know that we
stumble in our lives. Many of us have had long struggles
with patterns of sin. St. Paul’s words invite us to make a

new change in our lives, turning our back entirely on
these patterns that have so damaged our relationship
with God. May Jesus produce that change and
conversion in all of us so that we might remain in His
love and ultimately enter the joys of the heavenly
Kingdom He is preparing for us.

This is, of course, my final bulletin column as pastor of
St. Michael Church. As you read this, you are under the
care of a new pastor, Fr. Matthew Niggemeyer. I
certainly pray that he and Fr. Carl Zoucha and Fr. Mike
Keating may be at least as blessed in ministering to this
community as [ have been for the past six years. I thank
the many people who have extended kind words of
gratitude and appreciation in the past couple of weeks. |
want to thank in a special way the many people who
took the time to come to my farewell party last Sunday.
I was blown away at the great quantity of parishioners
who attended, and am grateful to all of you for coming.
It was truly a blessed occasion, and I felt the presence of
God in all of the love and appreciation you extended to
me. Thank you!

[ want to thank in an even more special way the
approximately twenty people who greatly assisted me
Monday evening packing my belongings, and Tuesday
morning in loading everything on the trailer to take my
belongings to Omaha. Many hands made the work easy,
and there is no question that I couldn’t have
accomplished this alone. Thanks also to Tony Gomez
for loaning me his truck and trailer for the trip, and
Manuel Campos for serving as my professional driver.
We hear in our first reading of how God rewarded the
woman of Shunem who was good to the prophet Elisha,
and Jesus tells us in this week’s Gospel that “whoever
gives only a cup of cold water to one of these little ones
to drink because he is a disciple — amen, I say to you, he
will surely not lose his reward.” Your help was much
more than that, and I know that God will bless you all
richly for your gift of time and work to help me move!

While, once again, [ am sad to leave St. Michael’s — this
is truly the Promised Land — I have great hopes for this
parish moving forward. I feel as though the parish grew
and flourished over the past six years, and can do much
more to do so under the care of your new priestly staff.
Siouxland needs the missionary potential of St.
Michael’s to bring the light of Christ to illuminate the
shadows we still find in this area. As I preached last
weekend, don’t be afraid to be good, to bring that light
of Christ everywhere you go! You are salt and light.
Know that all of you and your needs and concerns will
be in my prayers, and I already know from what so
many of you have told me that I can count on yours.
Thank you, and may God bless you all!

Columna del boletin 2 de julio del 2023 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

En el transcurso de mi tiempo como pastor en la Iglesia San
Miguel, tuve la bendicion y oportunidad de bautizar a cientos
de sus pequefios. Si bien es el sacramento que nos da vida
nueva en Cristo, también es misterioso. San Pablo nos re-
cuerda en nuestra segunda lectura de su Carta a los Romanos:
“Ignorais que nosotros, los que fuimos bautizados en Cristo
Jesus, fuimos bautizados en su muerte? Es la verdad, por el
bautismo fuimos sepultados con El para muerte, a fin de que,
como Cristo resucitd de los muertos por la gloria del Padre,
asi también nosotros vivamos en una vida nueva”.

A menudo pensamos en el bautismo en términos de como sus
aguas santificadas lavan el pecado. De hecho, la culpa del
pecado original es lavada, junto con los pecados personales
para aquellos en edad de razdn que reciben el sacramento.
Sin embargo, las aguas también son simbolo de muerte y
resurreccion. Somos sumergidos —o, al menos, por infusion,
las aguas se derraman sobre nosotros para que estemos
“debajo de las aguas”— tres veces como simbolo de como
Cristo estuvo en la tumba durante tres dias. Morimos con El
sacramentalmente para resucitar con El. La vieja creacion
pasa para dar paso a una nueva creacion y una nueva vida.

Por un lado, la ensefianza de San Pablo aqui refuerza lo que
Jests nos dijo en el tercer capitulo del Evangelio de San
Juan: “el que no naciere del agua y del Espiritu, no puede
entrar en el reino de Dios”. Muchos de nuestros hermanos
separados creen que el bautismo es solo simbdlico y que la
conversion personal a Cristo en la fe es lo que “realmente
importa”. Esto obviamente seria una gran sorpresa para Pablo
y los demads apdstoles, quienes claramente lo ven como la
accion sacramental de Dios para darnos vida nueva.

San Pablo, sin embargo, tiene una razén pastoral para
ensefiar a los romanos estas verdades sacramentales. El les
dice: “Y si hemos muerto con Cristo, creemos que también
viviremos con El, sabiendo que Cristo, habiendo resucitado
de entre los muertos, no volvera a morir; ya la muerte no
tiene dominio sobre El. Porque en cuanto El muri6, murio al
pecado de una vez para siempre; pero en cuanto vive, vive
para Dios. Asi también vosotros, consideraos muertos para el
pecado, pero vivos para Dios en Cristo Jesus”. Piensa en lo
que eso significa, decir que estamos muertos al pecado.
Podriamos pensar en Tevye del musical Fiddler on the Roof
cuando dice que su hija estd muerta para ¢l. Mientras el mas
tarde es algo misericordioso con esa misma hija, jno
debemos extender la misma misericordia hacia el pecado!
Por un lado, si vivimos para Dios, siguiendo el mandamiento
de Jestus de amar a Dios con todo nuestro corazon, alma,
mente y fuerzas, no pecaremos. Por otro lado, no debemos
volver al “vomito de perro” del pecado después de nuestro
bautismo. Por supuesto, sabemos que tropezamos en nuestras
vidas. Muchos de nosotros hemos tenido largas luchas con
patrones de pecado. Las palabras de San Pablo nos invitan a
hacer un nuevo cambio en nuestra vida, dando la espalda por

completo a estos patrones que tanto han dafiado nuestra
relacion con Dios. Que Jesus produzca ese cambio y
conversion en todos nosotros para que podamos permanecer
en Su amor y finalmente entrar en los gozos del Reino
celestial que El esta preparando para nosotros.

Esta es, por supuesto, mi tltima columna en el boletin como
pastor de la Iglesia de San Miguel. Mientras lean esto,
estaran bajo el cuidado de un nuevo parroco, el Padr Matt
Niggemeyer.
